He thought
the majority was taking an nnfair ad-
vantage of the minority, This matter
was of much moment to the people of
North Carolina, and he warned
majority the matter wonld be pressed
nntil it wans settled.
that the labors of this Convention
wonld progress harmonionsly, and he
regretted to sce any evidence of the
reverse,

Mr. Coleman defended briefly the
position he had taken in his previous
remnarks,

Mr. Tourgee supported the views
cxpressed by Mr. Barringer. He
claimed that this question was not
one of party supremacy but of right
to the whoie people of the State. He
could not see any justice in staying off
the consideration of this gunestion, as
the people should know the decision
of the Convention upon the matter,

Mr. Manning regretted to feel ne-
cessitated to take part in the disenssion,
from the fact that he thought it out of
order and beeause he was a member
of the Committee on I'rivileges and
Flections. He had no hesitaney in
in saying that as a member of the
Committee aud of the Convention he
should hesitatingly vote for the per-
sons whom he thought had recoived
the largest numbers of votes aececord-
ing to law., Dut the Committee did
not intend fo prejudge the case, and
should investigate the whole matter
fairly and fully, as it was ¢ aimed that
the Republican contestants had re-
ceived a aufficient number of frandn-
lent votes to defeat them, even should
theirright to a_seat be otberwise ad-
mitted.

deeizions were quoted as extensively
aud respected as lhughly as has 1
the case sinee it was increased to tive,
He thought a Supreme Court consist-
ing of three members would as
much satisfaction as it had done witn
five members. Much of the work
that has come before the Supreme
Court during the last few yeurs
arisen Irom the incongruities of the
Constitntion under whieh we have
been laboring and the want of confi-
dence that exists in the Judges oeen-
pying the Superior Court beuches of
the State,

Mr. Bennett, dem., said the new
feature of five members of the Su-
preme Court only passed the Conven- |
tion of 1868 (with all its lugher law !
| actions) Ly oue majority. He argued
at some length, bringing authority to
support him, that a large number of |
Judges would always prove of disad- |
| vantage, and served ounly to retard
| business rather than advauce it. He
claimed thatthe members of the Su-
preme Court were the best paid ofhi-
cers of the State, aud be could not, |
from any standpoint, see the necessi-
ty of having more thanthree members
of the Supreme Court.

Mr. Barringer was not prepared to
discuss this question, not knowing that
it would come up. He wished to cu-
operate in muny of the changes pro-
posed, but he thought the Conveution
was moving rather fast, as the matter
of Superior Court Jndges and inter-
mediate Courts should first be cou-
sidered. He held the old system of
county Courts as a nuisance.  He dud
not think under the present system,
however, it paid either the lawyer or
chient to go to law. He was not here
to defend the Convention of 1868,
yet he would say that he believed it
was absolutely neecessary for the good
of the state that *‘ecarpet-baggers™ and
negroes should have been admitted in-
to it, as they gave to the Convention
meny valuable ideas that could not
otherwise have been obtaived. Until
the question of intermediate Conrts
or some other rolief was given by this
Convention, he was mnot prepared to
sustain the measure to restrict the Su-
preme Court to three members,

Mr. Turner never knew an honest
Judge assailed in North Carolina.
Good many hard things bad been said
of the members of the Suprems and
of the Superior Courts within the last
half-dozen years, but he knew of noth-
ing having been said that was not true,
He hoped that it would add much to
the purity of the Supreme Court to
diminish its number. He argued at
some length in support of this meas-
ure, during which he took occasion to
refer to the fact that he *‘accepted the
situation” before the close of the war
and long before the gentlemen from
Mecklenburg had done so,
