He had no excuse to offer for tho
erimes that may bave been eommitied
by the men who aected under Gov.
Holden, us it was mmpossible for the
one man to coutrol the actions of men
in an hour whon party and personaul
feeling ran so high ¢ but he wonld
say from a persoval knowledge, baving
been presvut al the connetls tlon held
that Gov. Holden indignuntly spurned
advice, the very mention of whieh
would make the blool run eold even
at this day. He then argned at some
length upon the power of this Conven

tiou to remove these disabilities. He
claimed that this act was not legisla-
tive in its character, aund that there

wus no restrictions upon this bhaody,

We called at the Central Hotel, yes-
tarday, npon Col. 8 . Abert, who
has been sent out by the United States
Corps of KEugiuecrs, under instrue-
tions of an act passed at the last sos-
sion of Couvgress, intecduced by Rep-
resentstive Vance, of Ilorth Carolins,
to gather imformaticn and make an
exawination, it necessary, of the Ca-
tawba River between Old Forts, Mo-
Dowell evanty, N. O., and the South
Carolina line, a distance of about 200
miles, The design of this cxamina-
tion, is to ascertain if such improve-
ments of the river aa to make it navi-
gable, sre feasible. Col Abert has
been in the Western part of the State
ou the same business, and was here to
gather additional information of gen-
tleman residing in this citv, as to the
feasibility of the idea, and the f{eeling
of the people on the subject, He has
consnlted with a number of persons
regarding the stream, but has really
arrived at no definite conclusion as
yet. He lelt last night for Raleigh, to
trace up, if ible, u survey of the
river which was made under authority
of the State in 1828, from which he ex-
pects to learn facts which will aid him
1o bis report. He thinks the Catawba
a very beautiful stream for purposes
of navigation, but does not nayat.li(t)low
enough about the river to form an
idea as to what would "be the better
plan for muking it navigable, whether
by locks or dams or by removing ob-
atructious from the bed.

He thinks the improvement would
be a great benefit to the people at
large, affording them additional fa-
ciiities for shipping and reducing
freight rates.
