Oan the prophesy of
this latter, it was fixed io the tribe of
Judah, It was afteiwards clearly de-
termined to brelong to the posterity of
David and Solomon, which was repeat-
ed by all the succeeding prophets. Iu
these prophecics, all the eireumstances
of Christ’s birth, life, death and spiritual
Eingdom, are set forib. The whole
law which was elivered to Moses,

consisted of  types, expressive
of, and allading to  Christ.
The nearer the time approach-

ed for his comiog, the fuller was the
revelation of him. The propheey of
turning swords into plough shares,
aud lanees into prunning hooks, &c.,
was to foreshadew the profound peace
in which the world should be, at the
comiog of the Prinece of Peace. Jacaob
declared that the sceptre was to he
removed fiom the tribe of Judab, to
show the eatablishmaent of the
spiritua! Kwgdom or the Messiah,
which was to endura to tha end of the
world, Some of the prophets deelared
that e would eome whilst second
temple stood, whica was that of Bolo-
mon, restored avter the capuvity.

A reprosentative of the JoumRNAL
called ou Col. Waddell on yesterday,
to gather from him seme of the items
of Washington City news that had not

found their way to the public through
| the ordinary channpels, .
| We found Col. Waddell almoat worn
down by the fatigues of travel, and
the duties which his Representative
position in Congress imposed upon
him, during the busy days of organiz-
ing the first Democratic House of
liepresentatives which has assembled
since the war. We begged, neverthe-
Jess, to have avswers to a few ques-
tions of great geheral interest, to which
he consented.

Reporter—Please tell me all the
news abont the organization of the
House of Represeutatives aud the
prospects generally.

A. M. Wuddell—I can give you but
little in addition to what you have al-
ready seen in the papers in regard to
the election of Speaker, the appoint-
ment of the Honse Committees and
the gencral prospects of the Demo-
cratic pury. You kvow T was a Ran-
dall mau aud I certainly bhave no ex-
pianations or apologies to maks for
my support of him for Speaker.
Time will show whether the party
made a mistake in that matter or not.
He now o :capies the most enviable po-
ition—-as Chairman of the Committee
on Appropriations—iv present Ameri-
cau politics. He will make a reputa-
tion for lims=lt if nothing untoward
should bappen—which ought to satisfy
any teasonable ambition. The Com-
mittee of Ways and Means bas always
heretofore been considered the great
prize, the Chairm n of that Commit-
tee having been regarded as the leader
of the Honse. In this Cougress, cir-
cumstances, aside from any considera-
tion of the Chairmen, make anentirely
differcnt situation. The bonors and
the responsibilities attach to the Com-
mittee on Appropriations, and its
Chairman is the coming man.

R —How about the other commit-
tees? Has the Speaker given generzl
satisfaction 1o arranging them ?

‘Would God my Lord were with the
prophet in SBamaria; for he would re-
cover him of his leprosy.” This man
wanted to get rid of bis disease, Now
perhaps the prophet lived in a con-
mon houss, and Naaman, who was
a high officer, thought maybe be was
doing hin a great honor by ealling on
bim. Bo be sends in word: Major
General Naaman is here. But when
the messenger came back and told
what Elisha said Nasman got mad—
terribly mad—at the idea of him bav-
ing to go and wash—to dip seven
times in the Jordan.

There was a woman who never went
to bed of a night till her son would
come home, and if he ecamehome drunk
she would throw her arms about his
neck and kiss him. Throngh her
prayers and love she won him to
Christ. O, I hope some of you will
go home to your .nothers to-night and
meet the same blessing. I tell you
upon the authority of God'‘s word He'll
save every one of you from the leprosy
of sin if you'll come tec Him. Nowyon
L'aven't got & hundred and Afty miles
to go to get ril of it, as Naaman had;
you've only got to press iuto the in-
quirers room. Nev. J, Wheaton
Smith offered prayer, and during the
singing of the 85th hymn, T hear my
Saviour say, abont two  handred
thronged to dip themselyes in the
Jordan of theinquiry rooms and be-
come healed of their leprosy.—V. Y.
