We mentioned a few days ago, in
connection with the parade which this
company made upon the streets, t!mt
this organization was the existing ]1{11{
which bound the present aad the ris-
ing generation of Wilmingtoninn-s to
former periods of Wilmingtou society.

The allusion we make is not to an
ideal existence, that was the creation
of an enthusiast, on the manufacturer
of history—it isto aliving reality which
exists to-day as it existed in the year
1853, & reality that connects us back,
through the years of a war in which so
many Wilmingtonians found glory and
the grave, to a period which was the
era of all the wealth and reﬂneme.nt
that made the Cape Fear section desir-
able.

We publish this morning the names
of the Captains of this Compauy siuce
its first organization, and also the
names of the members of the company,
who filled official positions in the Coun-
federate Army. It may be of interect
to our community to have these names
published in suck shape as to have
them preserved, although in newspa-
per form.
