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THE RICHMOND ENQUIRER AND
COLONEL WADDELL.

One of our Virginia cotemporaries,
the Richmond FEnquirer, criticizes
very severely Colonel Waddell’s re-
cent speech in Congress advocating the
passage of the Centennial sppropria-
tion bill. The Enguirer charges Col-
onel Waddell with having made a com-
promiee with the Radieal party con-
ceding the very principle npon which
it olaims and rests, not only the war
for the Union but the whole theory
and fabric of their process of Recon-
struction; it declares there is no anol-
ogy between ths course and cause of
Confederates and those of men who
rebelled against established and recog-
nized government and who because of
such rebellion are traitors; that Con-
federates mever will recoguise that
they ouight to stand in the category of
traitors, or that any such stain belongs
to tae brows of their Lees and John-
stons, or that the enemy have been
megnanimous in restoring to us our
rights as freemen. The Enquircr
further reminds Colonel Waddell that
while “the insurgent against the crown
of England or any other established
power is a felon and 8 criminal,” the
secessionist in this country has never
been proven in any court to have
violated any law of the republic.

If Colonel Waddell’s speech
liable to the Enguirer's criticisms the
JournaL would certainly not be found
entering the lists in its defence, for
we belong to the political school that
taught that a State had the legal right
to secede whenever and for whatever
cause it might see proper so to do and
we go as far as the farthest in repudi
ating the doctrine that Confederates
were traitors or felons or crimiuals of
any degree. Letus see therefore il
there be any thing in Colonel Waddcll’s
speech on that oceasion to justify so
severe an sttack. The paragraph to
which the Enguirer takes exccplior
reads as follows:

“They and I (the ex-soldiers !
South) recognize fully, we appr.ciaie
to its ntmost extent, the fact that in
no other country but our own could
there be or has there over been such a
sight possible as that of men who,
within five years of ihe time when
they were engaged in battle aguinsta
government, have been restorcd wnder
the beneficence of free institut: not
only to the rights of citizensl t to
equal representation and pa: ition
in the control of the g ent.
They not only fully realizc ¢ they
not only appreciate it to its st ex-
tent, but they have an al sense
of the sublimity of such pectacle,
and they are proud of th ountry for
having preseted that p.ciacle to the
astonished geze of mankind.”

Is there a word in the above that
places the course and cause of Confed-
erates upon the same plane with those
of men rebelling ngainst established
recoguizad government, not forgetting
even the course and cause of ocur
ancesto 8 of Revolutionary memory
and fame? Isthere aword thatplaces
Confederates in the same category with
traitors, felons arvd criminals. Is
there a word that suggests the possi-
bility of the existence of a stain npon
the brow of Lee? Is there a word
sbout merey or about magnanimity ?
Is there & word showing that Colonel
Waddell believes any secessionist has
been or could be proved to have vio~
lated any law of the republic?

If there be any such words or any
such sentiments in Col. Waddell's ut-
terances we fail to see them. All that
Colonel Waddel. says is that owing,not
to the mercy or magnanimity of the
Radieal, party but owing to“the bene-
ficence of free inetitutions” that men
were in the Federal Congress
with equal rights within five years
from 'he time they had fought against
it. But for this spectacle the world is
indebted, not to the mercy or magna-
nimity of the enemy, but aceording to
Col. Waddcl’s express declaration, fo
“‘the beneficence of free institutions,”
another and quite a different thing in
onr estimation. Indeed it is now, and
has been our opinion that but for that
same beneficence of free institutions
overruling and controlling the fierce
passions and hates fof our northern
brethren, the spectacle of Confederates
bupg and shot after the war would
have been appalling.

Entertaining thess views, it was with
surprise and regret that we read the
Enquirer’s attack upon our representa-
tive— an attack that, it seems to us,
was not only unprovoked and unjasf,
but made with more promptitnde pos-
sibly than was seemly in an assault
upon & friend. The charge that one
of our representatives has, upon the
floor of Congress, placed a stain upon
the brow of Liee grales harshly upon
the ears of our people. The feeling of
North Carolinians for that great man
is Bo reverential that such expressions
seem impious,

We are almost tempied to wish
that the article containing the
Enguirer's striotures upon Col. Wad-
dell’s speech had escaped our attention
altogether, as it did for s time, so
much do we regret to see unnecossary
eriticism and controversy among
friends engaged in a common patriotic
purpose,

We are much gratified to learn as
we did by telegram published in the
JoursaL of Sunday that there was no
longer any impediment to the perma-
nent employment of Captain James I.
‘Waddell in the service of the Pacific
Steamship Oompany. King Kalakana’s
assurance that no arrest of Captain
Waddell would be attempted or per-
mitted was doubtless made more em
patic by the knowledge thai Congress-
man Waddell was a kinsman of Cap-
tain Waddell, and the very natural be-
lief that he would without such assur}
ance, exercise all his influence against
the confirmation of the treaty mow
pending. The difficulty about the em-
ployment of Captain Waddell was the
threat that if he entered Hiwaiian
waters he would be arrested for piracy
with a fair prospect of prompt execu-
tion. But King Kalakaua is very anx-
ious for the treaty and Caplain Wad-
dell will enter and lsave his ports harm-

less,

The Whiskey Ring trials at St

William McKee, the party now before
the Court, is the editor of the St.
Louis Democrat, the leading Radieal
paper in that city, and indeed the
leadiug Radical organ west of the
Mississippi. .
very much of its prosperity, having
recently announced that it had re-
ceived and put up one of Hoe’s great
printing presses that cost fifty thc:u—
sand dollars, Mr., McKee has indig-
nantly denied his guilt, but to this

Distriet Attorney have paid much at-
tention.

The following synopsis of the open-
ing speech of Districé Attorney Dyer
preseuts the main points in the case
expected to be laid bafore the jury.
There were but few challenges and
the jury was saleeted without diﬂion}ty
from mea from the Western counties

of the State and consists of merchauts,
farmers and mechanies:

District Attorney Dyer opened the
case with a statement ol what the
prose-ution expected to prove, the
material poiuts being that he would
show that McKee wae not only a mem-
ber of the ring but the cauie which
led to his being taken into it. He was
a man of influnevce at Washivgton, and
in the palmy days of the ring he con-
trolled one of the principal party or-
gaus here.

It would be shown that each week
while the ring flourished money ob-

& MeGrue and two to McKee, he to di-
vide with the collector. It may be
sbown that duwing the time from Sep-
tember, 1871, to Nuvember, 1873, each
of the beneficiaries realized abonut $40,-
000 from stealings. As a new feature
of the details of earrying on the fruuds,
e would show that on omne oecasion
four books, containing 1,000 reetifier's
stamps, worth 25 cents each, were sou:d
from the collector’s office to the recti-
fying firm of 4ievis & Frazer for the
large prioe of $4 each or $6,400 for all.

The stamps were not regularly ac-
counted for to the government,but were
chinrged against the aecount of one ot
the clerks of the collector’s office as
though he had spoiled them. W;hy
this was done, and why Bevis & Fra-
zer were willing to pay $6,400 for $400
worth of stamps would seem when it
was explained thae the affixing of one
of the stamps to a package of rectified
spirits is s certificate that sueh spiriis
Las been properly tax paid before rec- |
tifying. The advanced price of $6,-
100 for 8400 worth of stamps enabled
the coliector’s office to realize a mk
little $600 profit. The possession of
1,600 s'amps enabled Bevis & Frazer
to place upon the market properly
certified 1,600 packages of spirits ou
which no taxes had been paid before
rectification, each stamp thus saving
them anywhere from $30 to $60.

The stubs, it would be shown, were
thrown into the furnace at Bevis &
Frazer's establishment and burned,
and no inquiry by the Department re-
snlted because of the explanation of
the collector’s books. We will show
you also that the defendant now under
trial was one of the parties interested
in the suppression of evidence before
the grand jury; that the ovun-
spiracy was not only a eombination to
defrand the vovernment. but also be-
came a combination to keep evidence
from the grand jury.

Th History of a Yewspaper.

The following statement of facts
concerning its rise and progress we
take from the colnmus of onr much
esteamed cotemporary, the Wuarrenton
Glazette. We cordially eougratnlate
the (fazetle upon the enviable position
it has attain'd in the ravks of North
Carolina  jourpalism and sincerely
trust it will loug muivtain its preseut
prosperity and veefulness:

Since the war, the newspaper busi-
ness has been an eventful one in War-
ren connty. Besides the pwper that
wis pnblished at Ridgeway, eleven
diffrent genticmen had charge of the
Warrenton paper helween the years
1865 and 1872 This made an average
of abont six months that these differ.
ent gentl mon issned the paper. In
the spring of 1872, Me srs. Uszzell,
Woodson and Stone suspended the
Qazefie and established the Ralsigh
Daily News. Then, as was fr. quently
ihe case befure, our county was with
out a paper. Indeed, so frequent bad
been changes and suspensions, our eit-
izens had become apathetic and dis-
trustful. Yet wany mntelligant gentli. -
men saw the need of a well conduected
and regularly issued ecounty paper.
Being nware of this feeling and be-
lieviug our people, intelligeut and 1ib-
eralenough to support a well conducted
fumily paper, we, in fear and hhembling
as it were, bought the Gazette in July
1872, and commenced its publication.
Every business man ia Warrenton, as
we now recolleet, and many gentle-
men from the country, promised their
<apport. Neither haviug time nor op-
portnuity to canvass, we issued our
first paper, July 20, 1872, with 18 reg-
ular snbseribers. Nowv our list em-
braees nearly everyintelligent maw 1o
Warren,and many io vither counties and
SBtates. So afraid were many that our
fate would be that of our eleven prec-
ecessors, that they declined paying us
for more than three morths, while
others waited a yzar to test, as they
called it, our experiment. We ugreea-
bly disspprinted our iriends. If we
live to see next July, we will have pub
lished the (frzefte four years, nearly as
long as the e'even other gentlemen did.
We are painfully aware that the Gazerte
18 not sach a paper as we desire it or
con!d make it, if we had better facili-
ties. If we li'ved in a ecity, near a tel-
egraph ollice or a general news ceutre,
we wonld punblish a diff-rent and bet-
ter paper, But as it is, mauy of onr
fricnds have voluotarily told us the
Glazetlte wonld e ymparve favorably witl
any othoer conuty paper in the State.
We hinve ~traggled hard and faithfnliy
to serve our people; have labored dil-
igently to premote their interests, we
have never atfempted to injure any
oue—on the eontrary, it has ever been
onr wish and pleasure to do all in our
powsr, both for onr town snd county.
And this shail still be our object. Our
=florts in tha futnra, as in the past, will
be dirceted to the good of car county,
~tate gl the Demnoeratie party.
