nothing to fear from the result, bul
much to be proud of.

One
side or the other must sleep in vietory
on the field. The time has come when
an appesl to the people, the sovereign
people, must be made; the time has
coms when publie servants munst give
an account of their stowardship to us
who are their masters, Aand in view
of their extravagapces, their frands,
their ignoranes, their incompetance,
their oft-repeated outrages npon the
most cherished rightsof citizens,the or-
deal throngh which the men now
in the public Federal serviece have to
go, is a terrible one; but for all that it
eannot be avoided nor even delayed.

aud Tyler, $26,418,459, of Polk, with

$204,020.329, 'These figures tell their
own story.
