We stated in the Register Sunday
that two boys, while ont Luntiug 1o
Choctaw  Poiut Swamp, Saturday.

took bome, and which opon exumina-
tion proved to be regularly muiled
matter.  They returned to the swump
in order to find ont something mor« in
regard to these letters, evnd alter
ganrching a short while they fonud the
leather mail bag, whieh bad been cut
The bag and letters wero thin
tuken to the postuffice and turned over-
to the postmaster, who had them
sewoed ap io the bag and returaed 1o
the postmastec at N-w Orleans, at the
sume lime adeiring him of the partien
lars. In order to obtrin d-finite and
reliable 1o formation eoneerning this
mystery we called at the postoffice, and
mes Mr. James R, Eagon, sssstaot
postmuster, who told us the bag be-
longed to the mail of the Tih of Feb-
runury, from New Orleans to New York.
It was not 1n the mail ear, bat in the
baggage ear; the maul elerk had
nothing to to do with it - it belonged
tor what i= ealled the fust mmail, and was
given uver to the Duggnge mnster, who
Iweame responsible for its safe de-
liviry to the baggage marter of the
next conpecting train. There were
npwards of $500,000 in drafts and ex-
change, in this mual. Most of the
foreign mail has been reco:ered, but
l.ttle or none of the domestic wmail.
The postmaster at New Orleans sent
a letter yesterday thanking the post-
master here for what he bad doue, and
intimating that steps wounld be taken
immediately to nuravel this mystery,
It is iudeedy remarkable that a Unit-a
States mail bag, containing drafts and
billa of exchange, and perhaps mouey,
to the amonnt of $56),000 and up-~
wards, should be tarown ont of a pas-
senger car and robbed, snd yet not a
soul knew anything aboutit. It was
only accidental that the discovery was
made. The bag and letters might
have lain in that swamp for years if
these boys had not happened there in
quest of birds.
