An Interesting Rellc.,

We saw in the rooms of the Wil~
mington Library Association, eon Bat-
urday, an apcient looking musket
which atonce exeited our interest to
i2arn something of its history.

From the dtatesvlile Landmark.
Was It Marshal Ney ?
Mr Thos. F. Houston (in the Sada
lin, Mo., Democrat) makes it pietiy
clear that Marshal Ney was not exe
cuted as the world supposes; he was
coudemned to be shot, and was shot,
to all app~aranees. Marshal Ney him-
selt related to Mr. Houston how it oc-
curred: that the soldiers who were de:
tailed to execute bim had been rol-
diers in his command; that as he
walked by the file of soldiers, he whis-
pered to them to anim high. Hesaid his
old command was to ““Aim low, at the
heart.” He said he rofused to have
s eyes bandaged sud tock his posi-
tion 1a frout of the piztiorm, and guve
the command “Fire!” 'Phat they
fired and he fell, that he was pro-
nounced dead and his body given to
his friends for iotermenr, That he
was conveyed secrctly to Bordeanx,
where he shipped to Ameriea and
landed st Charleston, S. C.

Mr. Houston first me¢t whom be l @
lieves to be the verituble Maishal Ney
in the year 1826. In that year Col
Frauweis Young, of [redell conuty, em-
ployed him to teach the lapgusges to
his sons at Oak H. Academy. He was
his pupil for eight ycars and was
warmly at'ached tv him. He deseribes
him: a Lhttle under six foet in heiglt,
not much fleshy, but masenlar, and
weighed about 200 pounds. Heshow.d
his military traiuing in his step auod
bearing, He was probably 60 years of
age, wus ¢uaite bald, and showed a secar
on one side of his head, whien he swd
was cut by a sword in battle. He was
marked with smnalli-pox.
