The President in a reecent ecouversa-
tion with a private gentleman, ex-
pressed himself very freely snd earn-
estly oa tue sudjeet of the pending in-
vestigations in Congress and the party
whieh I8 econdueting {oem, The Pres-
ident said, iun substavees, the most of
the investigations are to drag out witi-
oat any defiuite end and are designed
to accomplish a partizan purpose. The
patriofic people of the eountry, Le
believed, would soon discover that the
investigations Instigased by those who
tiad sought to dissovlve the Union were
uudertaken for the purpose of destroy-
ing instead of reforining the goveru-
ment. Commenting upon the post-

“Moreover, fora long time past we
have had nothiag to teach foreign
nations, but ou the contrary much to
learn and borrow from them—from
Euglaud the freedom of the press and
the right of meeting. and frowm our ad-
versary of yesterday its military or-
gawzatioa aud its really wuniversal
compuisory service. Oa these condi-
tions we may rely onthe eo-operation
snd sympuihy of our neigubors. We
must repud:ate prosviytism.  We must
repudiate that sinister peliey of the
Sceond Empire which involved us in
the Mexioan expdition, which bes
truyed Devmark, whisa allowed Aus-
trin to ve crushed, and whick dug uo-
der our own feet a guif wwto whien we
ait but disappeared.

Lori Bacon was the
greatest of Esglish political intellects,
the friead of Elizabeth and James L,
a reputed auihior of Shakespeare, and
patron of Ben Johnson, rich, learned
sn 1 noble. He had the greatest oific:
in the land, had beaten Bir Edwin
Coke in rivalry, received rich presents
aud legacie-, and married rich. Yet,
giving way to voluptuousimprovidence
in the year 1621, he took bribes direct
to the number of twenty-four cases,
in one case receiving £400 and i
asother £700 Pablic excitement ra:n
s0 high ¢ha* Bacon’s health failed like
Belknap’s epinit, and evien King James
was alurmed and  insisted that Ke
stanl | plesd goilty, which he did, as
follows:

“I do plainly und ingenionsly con-
fess tha® 1w gmity of corrnption,and
ieuonnece all defense, * * * * =
I beswech your lordship to be merciful
to a broken reed.”

He was sentenced to pay a fine of
240,000 and to go to jail, both of which
