t'lie Story of the C'ltier Burglar An
Interesting1 Letter t .Mr. Knott.
Washington, April 16. Tho follow

ing letter from burglar Miles, . who
was used in the safe burglary conspir
acy, was receivett by Mr. JVuott a tew
days hince:

Windsor Prison, Vt., April 10,1876.
Dear Sir .-

- You will pardon the lib
ertv I take in dropping you this note.
I trust, when I state that I feel I have
borne the ntiguia of - that nefarious
Washington bafe burglary affair al
ready too loug. I take this means to
st ite to yeu the followiug facts: I am
the principal paity engaged in and
present at the blowing open of the safe
in the district attorney s omce on the
night of April 24,1871. In the month of
March of that year I was sent for by
Colonel Whitely, then chief of the
secret service division, detective de
partment, and by him told there was
an investigation then going on as to
the District affairs at Washington, and
he wished me to see Nettleship and go
to Washington and see if it was not
possible to do something to break the
force of this investigation; that prom-
inent officials there were involved, and
that if I would go on there I would be
well paid, &c. I met Nettleship sev-
eral times in New York and finally
went to Washington and met him
there. He introduced me to Harrirg-to- n,

with whom I canvassed over the
matter, and finally agreeel to do the
job on the 21th; but, as the time ap-
proached. Nettleship began to show
the white feather, so much so that I
did not feel warranted in proceed-
ing further in the matter with
out some further assurances of
protection, not wishing to embark in
a job of that nature without being
fully assured of his protection. This
was finally promised by Harriugton,
Evans and Babcock. I then went
ahead and did the job, but as thev
wished to make a sort of Fourth of
July affair of it tha matter became
very much mixed up; however, I
carried out my part of the contract to
the letter. I see Nettleship and Mike
Hays have given you their vorsion of
the affair, bnt as they took good care
to place themselves safely in New
York when the job was to be done,
they cannot give you any of the details
of that night's work. Iu fact there is
no one that can but myself. The mau
(lieutou) who was with mo was not
knowing to the details, and all that he
elone was under my direction. 1 am
famdiar with the details of the entire
job, also with all that has been done in
the matter subsequent, and had I
ne t have worked like a beav r
and done very much dirty work, the
result of that safe burglary trial would
have been quite different. J have done
all and much more than what I agreed
to do. On their part, they have not
paid me as per agreement, b esides
several other promises they made and
which they have since broken. Had
they done for me iu July last what I
:isked, and which was not tho one hun-
dred and fiftieth part of what I bad
done for them, I would not to-d- be
here in prison, and this is not the
worst feature iu the affair. I learn
that they have secretly connived at to
keep me here with a view to getting
me out of the way. As I now wish to
relieve ray shoulders of this scanda-
lous affair aud place it at the door of
those to whom it rightfully belongs, I
am at your service if I cm, in any
manner, assist your honorable com-
mittee in furthering the ends of jus-
tice. I remain your obedient servant,

It gives, us little pleasure as

American citrzens to nave inese un-

wholesome facts thrnst upon us at any

time, but especially so now when the
eyes of the whole world are turned to

us upon the eve of our Centennial cele-

bration, and when the best and purest
of the representatives of monarchial
governments are either visitors or are
about to become the guests of our
country. They come not only to con
gratulate us upon the material pro-

gress jwhich our great republic has
made, but to look into the system of
government which has brought about
this great improvement, and to model
their own after the better features of
ours.

What a sickening and disgusting
spectacle muat we present to ihe intel
ligent representatives of foreign pow
ers who read of the disgraceful scenes
which are daily presented at Washing
ton. The late Secretary of War im-

peached for high-crime- s and misde
meanors, the President s chosen secre-
tary and an honored officer of the most
exalted corpu of the aimy, just escaped
from a. felon's cell for crimes, which
later evidence shows that he was guilty
of, again indicted for a still graver of
fence, the Secretary of the Navy
and the Attorney General under-
going investigations which - have
already clouded their reputations,
and may and will probably bring them
to the criminal dock, the President,
himself the companion and patron of
ihieveg and burglars and spies and in-

formers, if not even now protected
from exposure of more guilty com-

plications ia the whirlpool of crime
which has digraced the National Capi-

tal, by the dogged refusal of Kilbourn to
implicate him, for which he is now
undergoing imprisonment, are ugly
facts, which no honest man can
look squarely in the face and
feel proud of. American citizenship
can and "dees cover a multitude of
sins, but even the power of this potent
title to respectability and recognition
may be exhausted, and we confess
that recent events have drawn largely
upon its resources.

We herewith cull from one or two. of
our exchanges some facts proven
and reports current for one day at
the capital, and submit to any candia
mind what impression these things
are calculated to make upon an intel-
ligent, disinterested reader."

As a matter of defence for the Pres-

It may be
said that he literally stepped as a guest
at the White House to the prisoner's
dock, and from thence to the peniten-
tiary. The following is the letter of
Mr. Ford. Wo call attention to the
fact of the close personal relations of
President and the. writer, the date of
the letter an el the sequel of McDon-
ald's career and end :

St. liotjis, May 30, 1870.
My Dear General: I wrote you a

few days ago about this man McDon-
ald as supervisor in place of Marr. I
inclose you a couple of slips cut from
the Eeathenworth Commercial. I
understand McDonald was in tho town
of Leavenworth when these articles
appeared, but oll'ered no remonstrance
or explanation in regard to them. The
Democrat hero has been McDonald's
f rienel, and I think recommended him
for the appointment.

A SCENE IN IHU HOUSE.

Tucker and. Blaine Lock Ilorna
Special D spatch to the Baltimore Gaaette.
Washington. April 17. "Blaine

was used up again to-da- y" is the re
mark you hear coming from almost
every man this evening in the lobbies
of tbe hotels. The story of tbe ex
Speaker's discomfiture in debate is as
follows: The discussion of the maiori
ty report of the judiciary committee on
the question as to the return which
the House of Representatives should
instruct its sorgeat-a- t arms to make to
the Supreme Court of the District iu
the matter of the writ of habeas cor
pus issued on the petition of Hallet
Kilbourn. was drawing to a close. Mr
Tucker of Virginia had the floor for
twenty minutes to offer a substitute
for the resolution which came from
the majority of the judiciary com
mittee. This substitute was in sub
stance to im tract the sergeant-a- t-

arm to make auswer to the court that
uuder section 755, revised statutes, the
court had no right to grant the writ of
habeas corpus because the petition
itself nhowed on its face that the party
praying for it bad no right thereto
This he supported by a very able aud
exhaustive argument, and iu the course
of it, in reply to au interrogation from
Garfield as to how the House would
act iu tho event the court would not
receive such an answer, Mr. Tucker
repliei that the House of Representa
tives would make tbe ourt receive th
answer. Thereupon, Blaine, who had
come down in front of the Speaker
asked, in an incoherent manner, what
force would be employed to make tbe
court do it. Mr. Tucker replied, in
most dignified manner, "Legal force
of course." Iu a most taunting manner,
Blaiue said he could not understand
such lauguage when applieel to
legal tribunal, and- - thereupon Mr
Tucker retoited tnat the gentleman
from Maine had often demonstrated
his inability to comprehend a lega
subject. His exhibitions of ignorance
on this subject had boen frequent of
late. This nettled Blaine, and he de
manded to know how a court could be
made te do anything except by vio
lence. That, replied Tucker, shows
the gentleman is no lawyer, or else he
would have known that mere was sucn
a thing as a mandamus, by which
courts were made to do thing' which
they might not want to do. After Mr,
Tucker had concluded his argument
Blaine begged for inst one. moment
which was granted, and thereupon he
said that the language of Mr. Tucker
was an intentional disrespect, that
wai discourteous to taunt him with
not being a lawyer, and, striking
tragic air, he exclaimed; "I thank
God that I was not bred a lawyer
in tbe school in which the gen
tleman from Virginia graduated, who
as Attorney General of Virgin a, gave
an opinion that the municipal author
lties of that State had a right to de
termine what sort of matter should be
carried in the United States mails,
Again Bla:ne exclaimed. "I thank God
I am not suoh a lawyer," and the
went on to talk about State's rights and
claimed that Mr. Tucker wes advocat
ing a dootrine now which set the
House of Representa! ires above and
beyond judicial tribunal and made it a
power absolute and beyond control
Every few miuutes with stage parade
he would exclaim. "1 thank Uod X am
not such a lawyer as the gentleman
from Virginia." All the time Blaine
was glaring at &fr. Tucker his face
was livid with rage. Mr. Tucker, with
perfect composure, looked quietly at
Blaiue and soarceiy moved uutil be had
concluded, and then with a quiet grace
and withering arcasm he proceeded
to demolish the Maine s'atesman
Whatever else he might be. said
Tucker, there was one thing every
body would admit Mr. Blame to be,
Me was a .Pharisee. Me stoexl up in
public places and thanked God that
he wan not as other people were. This
application, in view of the stories now
on everybody's lips about the $64,000
from the Union Pacific Railroad Com
pany. brought down the House. This
hit was followed up remorselessly, and
in five minutes Mr. 'Blaine was driven
from the bar of tbe House to his
seat, and there was none so poor on
his own side as to do . him reverence.

Mid visorons for it. It was becoming
evid-'u- t that unless the investigation
could be paralyzed, Shepard and the
ring wouli foon be in a situation a la
Tweed. Jn t at this juncture the iron
nafa ff Richard Harrington, Shep- -

bard's nearest friend, w is blown open
by two professional burglars aud bogus
books of District accounts with which
Harrington had previously stocked the
safe were taken out, and au unsuccess-
ful effort was made to placa them in
the hands of Columbus Aiexaoder.
Let it be borne in mind that Alexander
had, a few days previously, during the
investigation, expressed the opinion
that certain books and accounts pro-
duced in evidence by the Shepard ring
were not genuine, and that it was the
eibject of the conspirators to make it
appear that he (Alexander) resorted to
the crime of burglary i'i order to
obtain what he supposed were the
genuine books. It will easily be seen
that the gentlemen who were investi-
gating the Shepard ring would have
been demoralized and paralyzed had
the stigma of the burglary been fast
ened upon Mr. Alexander, and the in
vestigation would have been paralyzed
and failed.

Fraud
after fraud and crime after crime have
followed in such quick succession, vil
liiny on villain's head accumulating,
until the record has not only shocked
credulity but literally wearied the pub
lie indignation. In the management
of the afi'airs of the nation official ras-

cality has become the general rule and
honesty the rare exception; and so

familiar has the public ear become
with details of crime in high places
that the daily recital has not- - only
ceased to startle tho public sense but
fails to impress the memory. The
danger is that the masses of the coun
try will come in time to loose all faith
and confidence in public men and all
respect for government.

It would be a prood office for some
one who has the data at command to
compile a chronoligical record, briefly
and in order setting forth the cases of
governmental and official corruption
and fraud that have been brought to
light during the last four years of
Grant's admiuistration. Such a record
of crimo, briefly stated, would inako
volume larger than the last digest of
the statute laws of the United States,
and would contain more official villanv
than the criminal records of Europe
for the same period. As a campaign
document, or rather, as an inexhaust
able magazine of campaign literature,
it would be invaluable. It would not
only convince the American people of
the utter rotenr.ess f the Radical
party, but it would bury that party
under such a load of infamy that
no political resurrection could ever
reach it.

The noose
was adjusted in real hangman style
and wnen ne was taken down it was
found that his neck was broken and
that he probably died without a strug
gle, 5 liia faoe clearly indicated....The

i ideceased was an old man. being in
his sixty-thir- d year; and leaves a large
family to mourn his loss. As he had
been ill for nearly all spring and hud
been working ill a field on the day of
his disappearance from home, it if
supposed that his mind gave way aud
that while laboring under temporary
insanity he committed the fearful deed
of self destruction. No other possible
cause can be assigned for the act.

We are reliably informed by a party
just from Stanly county that during
last week, a gentleman living near
Flat Fork Church had a presentiment
that if he would dig up the ground
near a certain rock on his laud, he
would find something valuable. Upon
digging a pit about four feet deep, he
found a basket filled with gold and
silver coin.
