At all times
he was reticent, but keen; guarded,
but quick; firm, but not headstrong;
exacting toward himself and others.
A gentleman with whom he was most
closely related in business and society
for many years, speaks of his remark-
able financial ability. He could in-
vest the greatest amounts with tbe ut-mo-

confidence and unerritg judg-
ment. Had the amount under his
control annually been 8200,000,000
instead of $50,000,000, it is said that
he would have experienced no hesita-
tion in disposing of it.

One of
the busiest men iu New York, he had
few holidays and these were passed at
Saratoga.

Besides
this thirty-on- e thousand dollars were
appropriated for improvements in the
First District, an.1 fifteen thousand
dollars for improvements in the French
Broad river in the . mountain District.

Those who are acquainted with the
determination of all the committees of
Congress to cut down to the lowest
mark all appropriations and expenses.
can appreciate very fully the services
of our representatives in securing so
liberal a share of the very small sum
appropriated by the River and Harbor
Bill.

We saw the original draft of this
bill, in which the Cape Fear River was
put down for only fifty thousand dol-

lars, and members of the committee
said that the propriety of putting the
appropriation at twenty five thousand
dollars was seriously discussed.
Through the exertions of Colonel Wad-de- ll

it was increased to seventy-fiv- e

thousand dollars, and by a final appeal
from him, the amount was fixed at one
hundred thousand dollars, being tin
der all the circumstances the most lib
eral appropriation in the bill.

Last week, under the operation of
the previous question when neither
amendments nor speecnes were
allowed, the bill passed the House. It
now goes to the Senate, where we are
satisfied General Ransom, who is a
member of the Committee on Com
merce, will increase the amount if pos
sible.

in bringing my said partnership affairs
to a termination aud discharging all
obligations therewith, trusting to his
judgment that heVill so act in respect
thereto as to avoid, as tar as can be
avoided, anv loss to those connected
with me in business, for which service
and as a mark of my regard I give to
said Henry xiutou one million of dol
Iars.

Third. Revoking and annulling all
other wills by my hand at any time
heretofore made, I do declare this to
be my last will and testament, and I
do appoint as executors hereof my dear
wile, Cornelia Stewart, and my
friends, Henry Hilton and William
Liby, all of the city and State of New
York.

We aro glad to see that in many

The terms of twenty-si-x Senators
expire on the 3d of March next, of
which seventeen are Republicans and
nine Democrats, besides the vacancy
from Louisiana is to be filled. Of the
seventeen Republicans that party are
nuito sure of returning their friends
from lotva, Kansas, Maine, Massachu-- ,
setts, Michigan, Minnesota, Nebraska
and Sjuth Carolina, and have already
elected Republican Legislatures in
New Hampshire and Rhode Island.

all of the nine whose terms expire, and
have already gained a Senator in Miss
issippi, and secured a Democratic Legis
lature in Texas and will send a DemoN
crat in place of Hamilton, Republican
In Arkansas and New Jersey their
chances are almost certain of sending
Democrats, while in Louisiana a Dem
ociatic triumph will secure two Sen
ators. This would give that party
thirty-si- x Senators.

Centennial Cash.
Washington, April 10. The bill in-

troduced ' by Senator Wallace to pro-
vide for the coinage of goloid silver
coin direct the secretary of the treas-
ury to have coined one dollar, half
dollar and quarter pieces, bearing the
inscription of goloid silver, and con-
sisting of forty per cent, in value of
gold and sixty per cent, of silver. The
dollar piece is to contain 9 3-- 10 grains
of pure gold and 229 grains of pure
silver, and the smaller coins in pro-
portion. The new coins are to be
legal tender for all payments except
custom's duties, and tbe interest on
the public debt.

metal, shall be allowed a royalty of
one-tent- h of one per cent, as part of
the expense of coinage. The bill as
serts that the combination will reduce
the size and value of the national
cuxfericy.
