1t ia so large that the eircuit of it lacks
only 200 feet of being a mile in.extent-
If the whole lot of inmates alloted to
this asylum shall be 500, the California
Iunaties will each have $3,000 worth of
house room—a far more liberal allot-
ment than the average of persons in
good circumstances can boast of.
They will, no doubt, dwell very com-
fortably amid the maple, redwood,
marble and iron adornments that

embellish their palace,

THE SMALL CHANGE FAMINE.

We learn from our exchanges that
there iga prevailing complaint through-
out the country, espeecially in the large
cities of the North and West, of the
scarcity of small change, Although
large amouxrts of silver have been paid
out by the Treasury, and tradesmen
have endeavored to put it in cireula-
tion, very little of it comes back to
them in return, the people seemiog
lisposed to hoard it. The New York
Tribune speaks of the “‘small change
famine,” and says : “‘Change of every
kind is searce. For the moment,-bus-
iness finds some embarrassment in the
anomulous situation, for while a pre-
mium is paid for silver, varying from
one to four per cent in different cities,
a preminm is also paid for fractional
currency. There is a remarkable
searcity of postal enrrency, so that re-
tail business is somewhat embarrassed
nlready, and as yet the silver paid ount
by the Treasury does not pass into free
cirenlation. Those who were opposed
to the substitution rather hastily rush
to the conclusion that the nundertaking
proves a, failure, and hope that Con-
gress will suspend the issue of silver,
and order more fractional notes to Le
printed.”

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NOKTH CAROGLINA,

The Boston Advertiser says the
month of May, 1776, was a busy and
anxious period for the leaders im our
revolutionary struggle; and beside an
unremitting activity in military prepa-
rations it was marked by two or three
events of great historical significance.

In the course of the a ticle our

Boston cotemporary preceeds to tell
with pardonable pride that on the 10'h
of May, 1776, the Housa of Represen-
tatives of Massachusetts voted that &
town meeting should be held in each
town in the colony to advise their
Representatives in the next General
Court whether, if Congress should
declare the colonies independent of
Great Britaio, *‘the said inhabitants
will solemnly engage, with their lives
and fortunes, to suproit them iu the
measure,”
this vote, & series of town meetings
was held in May, June and the early
part of July, pleiging the support of
the inhabitants to, American inde-
pendence. The earliest of these meet-
ings,y it is believed, washeld in Boston
at the Old Brick Meeting-house on
the 23d. )
That is all very well for Massachu-~
getts men of a hondred years ago but
what would Massachusetts men of to-
day give to find upon their official
records a hundred years old a resolu-
tiou like the following:

“ Resolved, That the delegates from
this ocolony in the Cor$ nental Con-
gress be empowered fo concur with
the delegates from the other colonies
in declaring independenpce and form-
ing foreign alliances, reserving to the
colony the sole and exclusive right of
forming a const:. ution and laws for
this colony.”

This resolution was unsanimously
adopted by the Provincial Congress
of the colony of North Carolina on the
12th of April, 1776, In other words,
final action was faken by the Congress
of North Caroliva a full month nearly
before the House of Representatives
of Massachusetts deemed it advisable
to consult their constituents about the
matter! But unfortunately for their
fame, North Caroliniens have ever had
a wonderfal habit of doing more wor-
thy deeds and saying less about them
than any other people on the globe.

We confidently commend our Boston
cotemporary and all others who desire
to get at the bottom faets of the true
inwardness of the days of one hundred
years ago to consult the records of the
Old North State.

And just here we beg leave to make
a8 suggestion to the ladies charged
with the duty of preparing a North
Qurolina flag for the Centenniil. We
suggest that they have inscribed upon
the flag the words of the resolution
above quoted, together with the date,
the place and the bodv, when, where
and by whom it was adopted. What
any the ladies?
