The apprehensions of friends favor-

able to constitutional reform,but fear-

ful lest the movement that led to the
Convention might be a hazardous polit-

ical experiment and the slanders of
enemies hostile to any change that
promised to free the people from the
burden of the cast iron Canby Consti-

tution, have alike proved groundless.
The question now is, not - whether the
Convention can be trusted to change
the Constitution, but whether the peo-

ple of North Carolina can be trusted
with the government of North Carolina.

It was the purpose of the Canby Con
stitution to take from the people tho
power to govern themselves. It is the
purpose of the proposed amendments
to restore to them that power, and in
the amplest manner. It was the pur
pose, we repeat, of those who framed
the Constitution to fasten upon the
people of North Carolina a govern
ment that for years to come they
would be unable to chancre, and so
has said one of the most influential
as well as one of the most unworthy
members of the Convention that framed
it. How successfully that purpose
was carried out is shown by the fact
that to-d- ay after eight years of per
sistent effort, we have still to undo their
infamous work, have still before us
the task of freeing the people from the
power of the officeholders.

The people do not need to be told
how anxiously and how unscrupulously
the enemies oi constitutional reform
have sought to prevent any and every
change in the Canby Constitution. Up
to the very day that it adjourned
almost, it was said the Convention
would take from the people the few
rights they still enjoyed, and that
their homesteads would be lost; but
the result proves the charge to have !

been utterly false, and to-d- ay the
homestead is as safe as any Constitu-

tion and laws can make ' it. Indeed,
the only proposition affecting the
homestead and personal property ex-

emption provisions presented to the
Convention for its consideration was
introduced by a Radical delegate.
Whereupon it was promptly decided
to be within the restrictions of the act
of Assembly calling the Convention
and therefore beyond its power to act
upon in Jany way. It was said the
Convention would discriminate in favor
of lawyers and rich men in exempting
property from taxation, but the Con
stitution stands unchanged by the
amendments in that respect. It
was said that in order to keep
negroes from voting the Convention
would in the future require
of white men also a property
qualification for voting, but , the
amendments make no such require
ment. It was said the Convention
would not obey the restrictions im
posed upon its power by the act of As
sembly calling it into existence, bui
no man can point to a single instance
in which the Convention disregarded
these restrictions, it is true that g
large numoer oi tne itacuoai delegates
in the Convention formally protested
in writing against being required to
take the oath to obey the .restrictions
and against its binding effect when
taken. The Democrats made no such
protest, but cheerfully took the
oath and faithfully obeyed it. It was
said that by the action of the Conven
tion the sessions of the .Legislature
would be lengthened and the expense to
the people increased ; and the truth is the
amendments both greatly shorten the
sessions of the Legislature' and greatly
dimmish their cost, it was said that,
in round numbers, the Convention
would cost the people of North Caro
hna the vast sum of five hundred
thousand dollars, and in point of fact
it has not cost in exact numbers as
much as thirty-tw- o thousand dollars,
barely more than One-twenti- eth part
of five hundred thousand dollars. It
was said the amendments would not be
submitted to the people for ratification,
or if they were submitted, that not
more than thirty days would be given
for their consideration. But the Con
vention did submit the amendments
to the. people for ratification and gave
thirteen months instead of thirty days
for their consideration and examin-
ation.

The work of the Convention has
come to an end and time has shown
all the charges made by the enemies
of Constitutional reform against it to
have been false, utterly false. The
work of the people is still to be done.
If they will only be as true to them-
selves as was the Convention, all will
be well. Do we wish to be free from the
Canby Constitution or do we wish to
remain slaves under it still longer? That
is the question we have now to decide.
We can decide it just as we wish, for
the power to do so is placed in our
hands by the proposed amendments.

If the Canby Constitution remains
unchanged it will be because the peo
ple of North Carolina declare at the
polls that they desire it to remain un
changed. If it be not changed now no
man in North Carolina may say that
its provisions donot represent the will
and wish of the people in North Caro
lina. Which ib the better for our State,
the cast iron Canby Constitution and
the rule of omceholders, or the amend
ments and the rule of the people ? Let
the people speak, out. The power to
do so at the ballot bcx is placed in owe
hands by the proposed amendments.
They must speak out now or hereafter
hold their peace.

The Richmond Dispatch briefly and

we think correctly sums tip the salient
points at issue between Oreat Britain
and the United States in the matter of
the demand for the extradition of
Winslow, the notorious Boston forger.

Commenting upon Mr. Fish's last
note to the United States Charge
d'Affaires in London, the Dispatch
says :

"Its reasoning needs no strengthen-
ing when it denies that England can
herself change the provisions of a
treaty; but England claims no such
thing. She claims that she has a right
to Bee that the article of the treaty re-

quiring the surrender of fugitives from
justice be not perverted from its
original purpose and used to recover

the bodies of persons who could not
be disturbed in England, if charged
there only with the offence for
which the claiming government
wishes to try them. England
argues that when the treaty pro
vides for the return of a person
charged with felony, or any other
crime therein named, it does in effect
provide that such person shall not
be extradited to be tried for any other
offence; and so she asks Uncle Sam
to give his word that the extradited
individual shall not be tried for any
other offence. But he refuses to do
bo. He claims that he has a right to
"Winslow's body, and that England has
no right to attempt to make any con
ditions precedent to its surrender,
"We are pretty sure that England will
stand firm. She could hardly yield
euch a point. Mr. Fish will also
stand Aim, the case being one involv-

ing no ridk of war or any other un-

pleasant result. The consequences
will probubly be the abrogation of the
old treaty and possibly tne mating 01
a new one; and in this new one may
be inserted all the provisions which
John Ball so much desires to see
respected in the Winslow case. Or,
failing to get thtm, England will al-

most certainly refuse to enter into a
new extradition treaty at all."

Washington, the immortal Qeorge,
needed no nomination to point him
ont to the electoral college as the
choiceof the country for President; nor
was there any formal nomination of
the elder Adams. He and Mr. Jeffer-
son were by common consent the candi-
dates respectively of the administia-tionan- d

opposition parties, then called
Federal and Republican.
IJJn IgOO, the first formal nomination
for President wa3 made, and it was
made by a caucus of the Republican
members of Congress and Mr. Jeffer-
son was the nominee, and was elected.
In 1804 he was In 1808 the
Congressional Republican caucus nom-

inated Mr. Madison, and he was elected.
In. 1812 Mr. Madison was again nom-

inated by a Congressional Republican
caucus and again elected. In 1816 Mr.
Monroe was nominated by a Congres
sional i(epublian caucus and was
elected. In 1820 there was no opposi-
tion to Mr. Monroe's releotion only one
electoral vote being cast against him.

In 1824 the Congressional caucus
rule bad become very odious to the
Republican party. A large majority of
the members refused to take any part
in such a body or to be bound by its

i decision. In spite of them, however.
a Congressional caucus was called and
nominated Mr. Crawford, only about
one-thir- d of the republican members
being present. The result was the cele-
brated "surub race" cf that year, in
which Gen. Jaekson, Henry Clay and
John Quincey Adams took part.' This
was the end of "KingCaucus" as a pres-
idential nominating machine. Imme-
diately thereafter Gen. Jackson was put
in nomination for the next term by the
Tennessee Legislature, and was elected
in 1828 over Mr. Adams by a very de
cided majority.

In lodZ the present or convention sys
tern 01 maKing. nominations began.
There was no open opposition to the re
election of President Jackson, but there
were differences of opinion as to the
candidate for Vice President. To recon
oile these differences a national con
vention of the Jackson party, then and
since Known as the Democratic party,
was calied to meet in Baltimore in Mav.
1832, to nominate a candidate for Vice
President. The convention met, for-
mally adopted the celebrated "two-third- s

rule" and nominated Mr. Van-Bnre- n

for Vice President. The Con-
vention also passed a ' resolution cor-
dially concurring in the repeated
nominations which General Jackson
had received in various parts of the
country for on as President.

Since that day Presidential candi
dates have been brought forward by
national conventions of the parties to
which they respectively belonged, ex-
cept m the --oase of Horace Greelev.
who was nominated bv a partv tn
which he did net belong.

The Hot Springs Reservation.
The bill introduced by e'enator

Dorsey on Friday in regard t the
Arkansas Hot Rr rings Reservation
proposes to repeal the act of 1832
authorising the Governor of ArkauH
to lease the said springs aud provides
for the future disposition cf the reser
vation bv means of a Board of Com
missioners, to oousist cf the Register
aul Receiver of the Little Rock Laud
Office, together with thiee disinter
ested persons not citizens of the State
of Arkansas, who are to be appointed
by the Secretary of the Interior. These
Commissioners are to set aside as a
government reservation all the springs
and tne ind one mile above and be-
low them for the equal use of all the
pebple of the United States, and also
several tracts of land for parks, and
also one as a site for a government
hospital or asylum. The Gomrais- -
ioners are also pharged with the duty
of appraising the value of all the sub-- .
divisions of the present reservation
which are claimed by possessory
rights, and the value of the improve-
ment of such parcels as may be re-
served by the government under the
provisions of this bill. The bona fide
occupants are to be entitled to pur-
chase their, respective tracts at the
appraised pripes, or, failing in this,
the . lands will he sold after adver-
tisement to the highest r bidder at
prices not less than tha Commissi on-
ers' valuation.
