a.hidey's jlaiilt on Col, Waddeli
In Wskhinxton, and tt'Uat He Got
for It.
A letter from Mr. Hugh Waddeli.

Jr., a resident of Savannah, Ga.. says:
"Yesterday afternoon my brother

Alfred received information that Mr.
Cassidey, Mr. Heaton and another
gentleman were seen on the avenue,
and from the peculiar manner in which
Mr. Cassidey was carrying a large
ptick (held behind him), and from hh
nervons way of eyeing every one. it
was supposed that he wes looking for
Alfred, but not believing that there
would be any attack, no preparation
was made for it by either of us. In
the course of the eveniug Alfred, witl
twjof my fiieuds from Georgia and
my self .dropped iuto the Ebbit House
Alfred was six or eight feet in front of
me while my two friends were imme-jJi.tl- v

in rear of me. As we were
passing through the halls, one of my
friends, Mr. May.said look oat Hugh,
and turning I saw a stranger (I had
never seen Cassidey before) rushing
after Alfred with a cane raised in both
hands. As he did not know me I had
the opportunity to jump between him
and Alfred, who was still walking
miifftlv aloner. not knowing that Casei- -

,uT was anv where near him. Of
course the firet thing in the wy of an
introduction was a blow over Cassi- -

dev's head from a 6tick J. had in my
Land."

The balance of the story we tell in

the words of the Washington corres-

pondent of the Baltimore Sun. He
says:

"Congrfssman Waddeli hearing the
moleo turned, and, seeing his old
Wilmington antagonist, dealt him two
or three blows which felled him to the
floor. As Cassidey wae gettiug ou his
legs again, Congressman Husk, of
Wisconsin, who was present, caught
hold of Waddeli and prevented him
from inflicting further punishment.
Tbia friendly act almost occasioned a
fight between Rusk and Waddeli until
it was explained that Mr. II. had not
the least interent in CasBidey, but that
he only wanted to prevent a fight.
When Cassidey regained his feet he
seemed to be perfectly dazed, and a
movement of Lis hand indicated the
intention to draw a pistol, when Cons
gressman Waddell's brother prevented
it. This ended the fight for the time
being. Mr. Cassidey is reported to-

day with a blck eye, a sore arm and a
broKen nose. "
