These are official figures printed at
tbe government printing office, in
Washington. They tell their own
story. In 1869, wheu General Grant
come into office, be found 54,207 civil
employes on the pay rolls.

still further increased tbj pny toll to
86,660. And in 1375 bd ran it up to
the enormons figure ct 91, 1 19.

The method of voting in the Demo
cratic National Convention, which
meets at St. Louis to-da- y, will differ
materially from that of the Republi-
cans at Cincinnati. The Democratic
Convention has fewer members than
that of the Republicans, for the reason
that the Democrats do not admit dele-

gates from the Territories,? was done
at Cincinnati. Tae only exception to
this rule regarding the Territories will
be Colorado, which will be repre
sented at St. Louis, and the reason for
this distinction is that it may be ad
mitted as a State in time to vote
at the election. Thus the Democratic
Convention will consist of 738 mem
bers. Its votes, however, will be cast
by States, each State being entitled to
the same number of votes as it has
representatives and Senators in Con
gross, instead of double the number,
Thus, while there are 738 members,
the total cumber of votes that may be
oast in the Convention is only 369,
each delegate having but half a vote.
Thia is the reason why in the reports
or tne jemocratio convention we
shall see half votes oast for different
candidates. Two-thir- ds of the whole
number of votes will be necoejsary to
nominate a candidate for President if
the two-thir- ds rule is not suspended,
and the candidate who gets 246 votes
will be nominated- -

in his speech at the National Hotel in
Raleigh. Judge Fowle said, "differ
enoes and coolness had existed between
Governor Vance and himself about
matters of no concern to the public;
but that it was due to the truth of his-
tory and bat j oat to Governor Vance
tnat ne should oau attention to a
most important event in his adminis
tr ation." Judge Fowle said that when
in early life he read of that guarantee
of personal liberty the writ of habeas
corpus he registered a vow that he
would sustain no ruler who should
suffer that bulwark of freedom to be
destroyed, and when in a time of pro-
found peace (in tbe year 1870) he had
seen the chief executive of the State
using armed militia under hireling
commanders to drag our best citizens
from their homes and place them in
font dungeons, and, when he heard
the humiliating declaration of our
highest court, that its power was
exhausted and it had proven im
potent to protect the . citizen in
his rights, his mind traveled back
to the stormy days of the war and he
recalled a pioture that he would ask
his hearers to look at in happy con
trast with the other. He said a large
number of our citizens had been ar
rested by Confederate offioers and dis
charged from custody under writs of
liabeas corpus by our judges; and or
ders had been issued by army offioers
to re-arre- st the same men and compel
thorn to do military service. He said
that in that time, when might mad a
right and armed men dictated law
North and South, there was one man
in power who, even amid the angry
clash of arms, remembered te lessons
of liberty learned from tne lips of the
lamented Swain, and knowing the
rights of the people had dared main
tain them. That man was Zebulon
Baird Vance. Ia defiance of power,
Gov.

There" are also
some very creditable specimens of
ornamental book bindery, a very
handsome alabaster table, and a bronze
life size cost of a boy, so good as - a
work of art, that it would not be out
of place in Memorial HalL

The displays of any of the South
American countries are of coarse
eclipsed when compared with those
of the great powers under the same'
r jof, but those of us who have beeu
