ny, which it was detdred to build to the
tin f in.

Owiug to the scarcity of labor of
men, animals aud supplies, both of
food and clothing,' the. task was an
enormous one. It was admitted that
Mr. Battle did hat energy and per-oevera- nce

couldldo. When the work
was on the eve of being accomplished
as far as Lock vi lie, from which the
river was navigable to the Gulf, Shr-mau- 's

army came and scnttered men
and moles, provisions and ools to the
four winds.

At the request of the late Gov. Worth,
for whom Mr. Battle had the most ex-
alted regard, he became a candidate
before the General Assembly of 185 6
for the office of Treasurer of Stafe.was
elected by a large majority, and was
agaiu unanimously elected by the
House of Commons, with only two dis-
senting voices in - the Senate by the
General Assembly of 1800 7.

He was thus thrown into relations
with the financial men of both of those
General Assemblies, as well as of the
conventions of 18G5-'G- and had therr

Patton, Charles Latham, John
Berry, Col. R. H. Cowan, M. L. Wig-
gins, Hon. W. N. H. Smith.

The reports of Treasurer Battle were
much commended for his accurate
acquaintance with tha conditions and
history of the State debt, and he be-
came authority on those subjects and
on this account ho had extensive cor-
respondence with the financial men of
the great money centres. Probably
no man in the State is more widely
known among the ciasses of men who
own and are interested in State bouds
than he.

The revenue laws of the State when
Mr. Battle became Treasurer were iu

sad etate of uncertainty aud confu-
sion. Thero were three different acts
in operation that of 1861 which was

by the General Assembly of
1805-66- , the amendments thereto made
by that Assembly, and Tax Ordinance
of the Convention of 1855, all of which
laws were framed on the Kpeftfic in-

stead of the ad valorem system. The
eoustrneting and harmonizing of these
laws, the replies to numberless ques;
tions by tax-payer- gained for Mr.
Battle increased reputation as a lawyer
and business man.

In common with Gov. Worth, and
the other Executive oflicers, Mr. B t
tie was deprived of his office in July,
1808, by the Reconstruction Acts of
Congress.

Since that time he has been out of
official position. He found that polit-
ical life was of too exciting a uatnro
for his tastes, and has steadily refused
to embark again on that stormy sea
He is of too active a temperament,
however, to keep out of work. He wa
in 1800 unanimously by the
friends of agriculture in the State to
revive the North Carolina Agi icnltur::!
Society, which had been destr r. d by
the war. He threw himafe1 ..jto his
work with earnestness, a, to the
surprise of the eouutry, .u a few
months new buildings on the F-i- r

Grounds had been erected, old build-- ,

ings repaired, and starting with but
little except the nakrd land, a very
creditable Fair was held in 1809 and
an impulse given to the work, which
increased year by vear to the great

of the farming interests.
Mr. Battle was elected a Trustee of

the University iu 1802 aud served on
this executive committee continuously
until 1868, when the University went
into new hands, iuriug this time,
iq 1S67, he made, as Chairman of the
Committee of Trustees aru elaborate
report of a plan to reorganize the
University, whioh was adopted by the
Boatd. This reorganization was not
completed in consequence of the
change of the Board in 1868. As'soon
as by a change in the Constitution of
the State the appointment of Trustees
of the University was given to the
General Assembly as was the case prior
to 1868. Mr. Battle was elected
on the Board aud at the first
meeting of tho Board was unani-
mously chosen i s Secretary and
Treasurer. Legal " eliflioultis were
thrown in the way winch retarded
the work for a year, but iii their re
moval Mr. Bittle thew himself into
the business of the revival of the Uni-
versity with bis usual The pay-

MISTAKES IDENTITY. ,

A rteina.rka.ble ea in Illinois.
The Chicago Tribune of Thursday

has the following story of a case of
mistaken identity: "Last Sunday
moruiug a ia;iu was ruu over and
killed at Evanstou by an iucoraing
milroad train. Tho corpse was at
o"uce identified by many persons resid-
ing there as thut of Josiah Hill, a
gardener, who formerly re ided ii the
village. Amid great sorrow word was
sent to his family residence in this
city at No. 24 G. ant Piace, and they
immediately went out to care for the
body of the unfortunate head of the
f amilv. The wife wept, and iu Ler al-m- o

t incoDsedable grief frautically
caressed th dead one The inquest
was held, aud tin re was, no hick of
evidence concerning the man's identity;
in fact, it was never questioned. At
the expense of the family the re
mains' were inclosed in a very fine
efliu. and on Tuesday, the day ap- -
pointed for the funeral, the body was
borne to tho grave amid the hvneuta-tion- s

of a largo circle of friends and
acquaintances. Ab if to complete this
whole story of deception, tho remains
were buried iu a family lot in Roae-hil- l,

owned by a brother of the ele-cus-

That apparently was the end
of Josiah Hill on this earth. On the
l'nry at the inquest was deputy sheriff
Kearney, who, among others present
at the tiin, knew Hill Very well, and
swore to "the identity. Tuesday, .the
identical day of the funeral, he visited
Winnoika on official business, and was
almost frightened out of hi3 senses by
seeing the veritable Hill at work in a
garden. Hailing him, he conjnr'ed
him by all that was good and holy to
return to his ghostly residence, audJ
not to be wandering around a ghostly
gardener. Hill thought the man was
crazy at first, and upon listening to a
subsequent explanation conclrlded
that his surmise was correct, and all
the way to town yesterday he
regrettpd tho untimely ,'fato of
his friend's brain." But judge
of his surprise aud astonishment,
upon entering his own home, to
see his wife"fccreaui out and faint be-
fore what she took to be an apparition.
8he liad never doubted the identity of
' he dead man, and her husband had
left her only a few days before to do
some work in Winnetka; hence she
could not have fergot-te- any single
particular of his sppearauce. Indeed,
itvas some time before she could oe
convinced that her husband was still
alive, anl not in the cold, cold grave to
which she had ou the previous day con-
signed him. She insisted with a re-
doubled vigor that she had examined
the tlead ruau aud fully identified i: in
every particular as that of her hus-
band, even to a shortness of one of his
his limbs, and its similarity iu s.ze,
looks aud marks. A daughter, seven-
teen ye.irs of eg , also mourned .the
untimely elecane of her father. Learn-
ing all the facts in the. case, Mr. Hill
was extremely anxious to view the fel-
low that looked like him, and yester-
day visited the coroner's office to effect
the removal of thu 'stiff' from what he
hopes to be his fiual resting place. The

obtaining the consent of the people at
the ballot-bo-x - upon "the direct ques-
tion of convention orno convention .

But tbt is not he only change in
th thirteenth article that is proposed
by the amendments.

inasmuch as it l1 made Vf.ry much
Biiupler aud places the entire; con-

trol in the bauds of the people ju-- t

wliore. it ought to bo.

To make any change by Legislative
finactmentin the Constitution as it now
niatidfl, one Legislature must, by the
vote of thiee-tift- hs of all the member?,
paws a bill cont lining the proposed
Rm':dmeots.' It must then bo pubs
lip.hrd to the poople six months before
the election' of members for the next
Legislature. The new Legislature
must then pass the bill by tr two-third- s

vote of all the members, and after all
this.the bill must then be submitted to
the people for ratification. This is a
long tedious process and was made bo
designedly. If, however, the amend
ments shall be ratified the -- difficulty
will no longer exist . ' - '

The fol losing is . the amendment
proposed to this part of the Constitu-
tion :

See. 2. No part of the Constitution
Of this State shall be altered unless a
bill to alter the same shall have been
agreed to by three-fifth- s of ech House
of the General Assembly. And the
amendment or amendments so agreed
to shall be submitted at the next
general election to the qualified voters
of the whole State, in such manner as
may be prescribed by law. And in the
event of their adoption by a majority
of the votes cast, such' amendment or
amendments shall become ' a part of
the Constitution of this State.

Every man can fee for himsolf "the
pin in eflfectof the changesin this article
of the Constitution proposed to be
made by the amendments now pending
It can be summed up in a single word
almost, that is to say, they restore full
power to the people. With the consent
of the pdtplo everything can be done,
and without their consent nothing Can
be done. The ratification of the amend-
ments will be substantially a new dec-

laration of independence on the part
of the people of North Garolina,no less
Iush important and no less sweeping
than that made in Mecklenburg in
1775 aiid that ma le in Philadelphia in

'1770.

If the convention had done nothing
but propose these amendments to this
article, the great work of liberating
the people from the slovory of the
Canby Constitution would have been
accomplished, for if these amend
ments shall be ratified, the people can
in less than twelve months redress auv
grievance growing out of tho Contitu
tion, can cure all constitutional .ills
that may nfftct them. But nothing,
not a word nor a letter, can be changed
without their consent and co operation

In there any danger in this? Is there
any danger in confiding to tho people
of North Carolina the power to make
and to unmake their own government?
We think-not- . NrtT can we ever think
thcjro is any danger in it, so long as we
earnestly and honestly believe in the
right of the people to fashion and shape
their own governments to suit them
stives. The people and not the office
holders ought of right to be masters
here; but masters, they will not be
until the amendments shall be ratified.

Apropos of Dom Pedro s visit to
this eouutry, an interesting story is
told. It will be remembered that iu
1822 the Brazilians rebelled against
Portugal under the oppressive acts of
the Uortes, and proclaimed their inde
pendence, and c inferred tho imperial
crowu em J3om Pedro, the son of John
VI. of Portugal, then regent during
his father's absence. This was the
father of the present Dom Peelro. He
ruled till 1831, when forced to it bv
growing dissatisfaction, which culmi
nated in a fchott but violent revolu
tion, 1:9 abdicated in favor of his sou.
Popular feeling against him was very
bitter, aud his personal safety was
threatened fo that he was forced to
conceal himself.

It was at this iiijcture that a Sto- -
