I ask that this matter of a port
phiysicinn may be thoronghly sifted,
and that the CGiovernor be petitioned
to remuve the present iveumbent and
sppoint u pbysician that will give eon-
filence to the people here and at

Messns, Eprrors:—The steady ad-
vance of sanitary science investa the
guestion of quarantine with increasing
maportance, as each revolving year
leaver its record of sickness and death,
Preventable diseases and State medi-
cine now make up a subjeet of great
practical importance to all eonr peaple,
especinlly to those most exposed to the
terrible visitations of cholera, small~
pox and yellow fever. There is no res-
son, in the present advanced stage of
medioal seience, with the floods of the
lights of knowledge now dispaelling the
gloom of prejudice and the darkness
of igunoranee, why the e fearful afflio.
tious shonld be allowed to obtain a
foothold npon onr shores or to infest
our Atlautie cities at all. The scicnce
of quarantine, when correctly nuder.
stood aud applied by 8 seicutific and
ekiliful plhysieian, may well say, in this
enlightened day, to all these yymatie

diseases,  *‘thus  far thou may
oome, bnt no further.” 11,
o the other hand, ignorance

or neglect exists in that phys:eiaa who
holds the very respounsible position of
(qnarautine physiciau—a position for
which any medical man is unfit who 1s
not learned in medieal seience and
skilled in practice —then any eity upou
our enast, Wilmington as soon as any,
is constantly liable 10 an atiack of
smal pox, yellow fever or some other
violent epidemie, wfections or conta-
gions in character, At this seasor

the year of conrse the davger lies in
an assault of yellow fever upon Wil-
mington Ly 1's introdnetion from
sbroad through vessels coming to our
port.

BURSTING OF A SEWER—FOOT PASSENGER
DOUSED,

The sewer which lends down Mnl-
berry street burst yesterday afternoon
at the head of Water strect, just in
front of Messrs. Worth & Worth's
oflice. The pressnre of the water was
ro great as to foree a stream up in the
air to the height of ten or fifteen f{eet,
During a temporary suspension of
the rain, and consequent slacking of
the pressure up throngh the aperfnre
in the sewer the spont ceased, bat the
strect all aronnd the hole was flooded
with water. A foot paseenger came
along about that time with a bunch of
fish, and seeing that he had to wade |
what looked like a mill tail, sirock |
boldly out, and waded 1ight out into
the hele in the sewer, dousing himself
up to his neek. The fish went down
to thier native element, and the man
came uear going too, the foree of the

water as it passed through the séwer
almost sweeping him down also.

A DWELLING HOUSE FLOODED.

The dwelling house of a colored man
living o2 the southern side of Market
sfreet near Fonrteenth, in the walley,
the npper part of whieh is oeeupied by
Alr. Kidder's hriek yard, was made en-
tirely uniuhabitable by the wat.r
whiai roge to the depth of four feet on
the floor. The calvert which waa placed
nuderthe emba kment of Marketstreet
to take off the water that might accu-
mulate in this valley was wo small to
necomplish the objeet, and the result |
was that the water was backed up to
the extent of a small lake, until it ran
aver the embankment.

The colored man was from home
when the waters commeneed to rise in
his dwelling, but arrvived in time to
save his small children from drown-
ing by wadirg in for them. He took
them to the hou-e of « neighbor.

Oar
siufoty lies in a rigid secountability
of the Port Physician to the Board of
Commissionms, who shonld in all

cweds  of vessels arriving from in-
foeted ports, or ports auspected
to be infeeted, be notified of

such airivals immediately, and upon
the weitton report of the Medical
Officor, decide npon the merits of the
This, in sddition to the other
cqually necesswry preeantion of sub-
jeeting all vessels fro u ecertain Liati-
tudes to peremtory Qaarantine, will
throw around us Safeguards, through
which, we may reasonasbly hope to
encape from the fearful ravages of
Yellow Fever, and also put down this
annnal panie about Epidemics. Ex-
perience has demoustrated the wisdom
of these regulations, aud fo earry
them ont, it 18 necessary that the Med-
ieal Officer should reside in the midat
of the people who are mostly inter-
ested, and where he ean confinually
be comsulted by the Board, and act
promptly and withont oceasioning any
delay.

A reference to the present Liaws on
this subjeet, will put an end to all dis-
enssion looking to immediate relief,
Inasmueh, however, as onr lives may
depend npon the ¢leanliness of our
cily. it behooves us to ut once seo that
proper anid stringent sanita.y meas-

nres be inangurated and enforeed by
our authorities. We ean, by nuited
effort in this direction, perhaps, guard
aguinst the spresd of this epidemic
shonld it make its appearsnce.

Colouel French
thereupon plead the ‘“*‘Amnesty Act”
contending that as the appeal to the
Supreme Court vacated the judgment
of the Supreme Court Applewhite was
entitled to umuesty and pardon.
