To the Editor of the Journal:

oik: In a somewhat extended tour
of our eastern counties I have observt d
that cropB of all kinds, especially in
Craven, Greene, Edgecombe, Nash and
Halifax, are very flourishincr and
promise an abundant yield. The re
cent plentiful rains have dispelled the
lears wnicli until lately were seriously
entertained in regard, to drought, and
the whole outlook is quite cheerful.

During the past and present seasons
a mucli greater acreage lias been de-
voted to gram and forage crops than
was enstomary iu former years; in
evidence of which may be "cited the
fact that not one bale of hay nor a
bushel of corn has been brought dur-
ing the year past to Tarboro for con-
sumption m Edgecombe county. On
the contrary, grain has been shipped
off for sale elsewhere, and the growing
crop will increase the quantity availa-
ble for shipment. Much attention is
paid to the raising of wheat. Many
farmers will have from the crop just
Harvested a surplus for sale, after
supplying their own wants for the
coming --year, as well as those of their
hands or tenants. This wheat is
ground into flour at mills in
the neighborhood of where it is
raised largely, for instance at
that of Messrs. Battle & Son near
this place, and is thus the moans of
reviving an industry that has been
long languishing.and, indeed, been al-
most dormant. I was iuformed both
in Nash and Edgecombe that the im
portation of flour into those comities
would be fully one-thir- d less the pres-
ent and ensuing years than heretofore,
and the same is said to be true of
other counties. "Concerning of hogs,"
too, to quote Gov. Vance, the increase
of the corn crop has enabled farmers
to add in like ratio to their stock of
that interesting quadruped. This is
markedly the case in Pitt county,
whe.o, but foi the prevalence of the
bog cholera, the people by "saving
thoir bacon" would eix now havo
been independent of the smoke houses
of the North wes . This consummation,
so devoutly to bo wished, will yet be
attained throughout our eastern coun-
ties, and the time is not far distant
when "North Carolina hams" will be
neither so high priced nor so scarce as
at present.

Cotton aocms to be clean and well
advanced, the appearance of the weed
boing more encouraging than the
price of the staple. Tho superior con-
dition of cotton, especially in Craven
county, which is cultivated with
"sweeps " to that where the "tirming
plow" is relied upon to keep down tho
grass, is very noticeable I do not
pretend to contrast the relative merits
of the two methods, of which I know
nothing, bub merely mention what is
everywhere apparent. Tho subject, if
there be any controversy in regard to
it, is, it seems to me, one well worthy
the attention of those most interested.
In Craven county last year, a farmer
obtained from twenty-tw- o acres of
land an average yield of six hundred
pouuds of lint cotton to the acre. In
tho same connty this year, there are
ono thousand acres which, without dis-
aster, will produce ono thousand bales
of cotton of four hundred and fif tv
pouuds each.

any color line policy to say that the
incapacity of the negroes as a race to
govern themselves is ai axiom of
political economy, it is no prejudice
against that race to refer to their pro-
verbial unkindness to one another in
sickness and distress. The following
case is one of hundreds of similar ones
daily occurring iuthe South sine the
war, of the truth of this statement.
Upon a welkknown plantation, near
Rocky Point depot, in Pender county,
a young negro man, who had been at
work foi- - several weeks there in the
growing cops was taken severely
sick. There are quite a number of
negro families upon ti e place, and this
young man was living and boarding
with one of them. He was jnncere-moniousl- y

and brutally thrown out of
the house in which, while in go d
health, he had been htaying with
the negro family. IIo wui put into a
little hut near by that had neither
floor nor roof which had been U3ed as
a stable and there he lay day after day
without care, without comfort, with- -

out covering, and, like the foxes of
the fields, had not where to lay his
head save the i."iked ground. No one
upon that place would minister to his
pressiug wants and necessities, ft was
known to many on the place that he
was lying helpless with a scorching
fever and insensible a part of the time;
still, not one would go for a physician.
There he remained, getting worse and
worse. It was weli known to the
negroes of tho vicinity, who had been
informed of his condition, that his
mother was only a few miles off. But
not a negro would go for her in this
extreme peril of her son. In this piti
I ul and dangerous state he remained
nearly a week withoHt any effort on
tho part of other negroes for bis
rolief. Finally, tho negro woman
upon whose premises he was thns
staying proclaimed that she would
put up no longer "with the imposition
ot this boy," as she ctilled it, and she
procured a cart with oxen to remove
him from the place. He was dragged
in his piteons and mourning state,
racked with burning fever, and at
death s door, and thrust into this hard
and jolting cart, with no hat on or
any better substauce under him than
shucks, and hauled away in tho rain
too, for about fivo miles to a neighbor's
house who consented to take him as an
act of humanity. The same woman
who had treated him at her own house
with such savago inhumanity threat
ened to throw him out of the cart upon
any wet aud unprotected spot unless
others relieved her of him. There
never was a hog more unclean and
unsightly than he had been allowed
to become while thus sick and
unable to help himself. The poor
boy died the morning after
being" thus inhumanly treated and
dragged away to this neighbor's house.
But while thus neglected by those who
were able to help him in sickness, no
sooner was he beyond the reach of aid
and sympathy, than these same ne.
groes flocked with others to sing and
pray and shout around the dead body.
And this is the cuetomary rule, in the
statns of negro civilization in the
South since the war, that while ne-
groes who aie sick and needy are pro
verbiall j neglected by their own race,
during such want of help, they are
surrounded as soon aa dead by swarms
of negroes who, when too late, are vo-
ciferous and unsparing in their noisy
attention and religions ceremonies.
And this same woman, who had thus
been worse than savage and brutal,
attended a prayer meeting of her
church that night, and was, as is her
custom, more demonstrative and loud-
er in her professions of religion than
any of the numerons members pres..
ent. Are the negroes advancing or
retrograding in civilization ? Their
Southern record since the war iu this
respect is sad and mournful. The
writer has seeu fathers and mothers
hang around their dying .children
with brutal insensibility and even
sleep when the agonies of death were
npon them. He has often seen
such as this from husbands to
wives and .from wives to husbands.

Never beiore, since the emancipa-
tion of the Southern negro, with facts
like these daily stating our people in
the face; " with cases like that herein
described constantly occuriug all over
this empoverished and afflicted South-
ern land, has. he been so often and so
forcibly reminded of the truth that
"Man's inhumanity to man makes
countless thousands mourn " The
Southern whites are kind to the ne-
groes and have been since as well as
before the war. The sad . state men
tioned is referrable to the colored peo
ple themselves, and Southern whites
are in no way to blame or responsible
for the same. There is a universal
condemnation by the whites of the
South of the recent Hamburg disturb-
ance in South Carolina. No where at to
the North is this outbreak so much
denounced as it is denounced through-
out the South by the whites who are
unsparing in condemnation of the
whites who figured disreputably in
that affair. Humanity.

Prayer, a hymn, a lesson from the New
Testament. Scriptures and a fecond
by urn. After which the mi ister as-

cended to the pulpit and preached a
njt u fleeting and instructive sermon
from the text: "Liet mo die the death
of the righteous, and let my last end
be like his."

l)r. Burnheim was notieably affectod
with the sad duty which he was called
upon to perform in giving Ghristiau
burial to a member of his flock who
was so much esteemed by all who
knew him, and to whom both as pastor
ami friend he had for years been bound
with lii.ks of purest friendship.

The discourse was opened with al
laaion to the great and irreparable loss
which had been sustained by the fami
ly of the brother whose remains then
lay before him aod them. None knew
so well the extent of that loss aa the
brother's widowed and
their fatherless ehildreu. From them
the great prop upon which they leaned
for eupport had been taken. They,
only, could feol the loss of his missing
kiudness and love, now gone from them
forever, save only in their affectionate
memories.

But the loss which was entailed in
tbe death of Mr. Rnnge fell not alone
npon his bereaved family, but extend-
ed its inlluences much beyond that lits
tie circle which is thus brought to such
poignancy of grief. The church
of which ho was an active, upright,
zealous member, had sustained a great
loaa. There were other members who
were aa active, upright and zealous as
he, but none more so. He was an
officer in the church when the minister,
first arrived in this community and
entered upon his pastorate, arid he had
remained in office without intermis-uio- n

from that period up to the period
0' bis death, ever ready and willing to
discharge any duty that devolved upon
hirn for the advancement of religion
and for the interests of the church.
But from ita councils hi3 voice was
now forever silent.

In his death the community had sus-
tained a loss. The influence of every
man in a commuuity was more or less
felt for good or for evil. The minister
cmld point to a town in North Carol-
ina in which the man who wielded the
greatest influence in it had exercised
that influence to tho moral injury of
liia fellow mon, the evil fruits of which
still existed, although the man
himself was years ago dead. The
minister could point to other towns in
the State wheie the men of greatest in-

fluence had exerted themselves iu the
interests of morality and ' piety. Al-

though they too were dead and gone
to their final account, yet the good
fruits of their moral influenoe still re-
mained behind them and would con --

tinue to exist and grow as the grain of
mustard seed.

The minister felt that he, both as
"tizen and pastor, had sustained a loss.

the Union, eleven years ago happily res
cued from tbe danger 01 a corrupt central-
ism, which, after inflicting upon ten States
the rapacity of carpetbag tyrannies, has
honeycombed the offices of the Federal
government itself with incapacity, waste
and fraud, infected States and munici-
palities with the contagion of misrule, and
locked fast the property of an industrious
people iu the paralysis of hard times.
Reform is necessary to establish a sound
currency, restore the public credit, and
maintain the national honor.

At the April term 1875
Samuel Metts (white and blind)
having a wife and several children,
wus bid off by one of the negro com
missioners at- - S5 per month. At same
time a white mnn named Alfred Davis
was bid off by another negro commis-
sioner at $1 per month. At April term
1876, Samuel Metts, the blind white
man named above was bid off by an ig- -
noraut nigger at $1. 50 per month- - At
same time Alfred Davis, named above.
who ia afflicted with cancer, was bid
off by a negro at S5 50 par month.
There were many others bid for by itnegroes but not bid off by them. The
bond of county commissioners consist
of three negroes and two white rad
icals.

To the Editor of the New York Herald:
I have just read Governor Chamber-

lain's fancy sketch of the "Hamburg
Horror," addre?sed to Senator Robert-
son at Washington. After a few rheto-
rical flourishes, his JLxcellency says:
"Such acts call for condemnation and
punishment." I entirely agree with
him, and if he does not take steps at
once to have them condemned and
punished, he should bo hnrled from
the position which his imbecility dis-
graces.

I have been the object and target of
