So, what deficieney there ex
ists in the vital atatisties of onr ecity
Dr. Wright is not responsible for, and
1o means are placed at hus disposal for
perfecting any organization in that
direction. Instead of his being the
true head of what should be one of
our most important bureans, he hns
merely snbordinate details to ocenpy
him, and those of us who know how
daily he faces the loathsome features
of the jail, and how, without shrink-
ing, he fought throngh the pestilence
which he has finally sueccecded in
starving out, recognize his groat
merit, and see how under a good law
he eould wisely administer the sani-
tary department of our government,

_ As now provided for,this department
is under control of persons who, how-
ever wise in other directions, are not
by edncation or experience competent
to its management, involving asit does
80 many techniecal and scientific ques-
tions lying nut of the region of their
line of thonght.

Doubtless Dr, Wright hasconsiderad
all this and looks forward hopefully to
a recarting of the entire legislation on
the subject.

“Our financial system of expedionts
must be reformed. Qold and silver
ara the real standards of valnes and
our national carrency will not be a
perfeet medinm of exchange until it
shall be convertible ut the pleasure of
the holders. I have heretofore said
1o oue desires a return to specie pny-
meuts more earnestly than 1 do, but I
do not believe tuut it w 1l or can be
reached in harmony with the interests
of the people by artificial measures for
the contraction of the currency, auy
more¢ than I believe that wealth or
permanent prosperity can be created
Ly an ioflatien of' the eurrenoy. 'The
laws of Huanee eanuot be disregarded
with impunity. The financial policy
of the government, if indeed it de
jserves the name of poliey at all,
has been in disregard of these
Iuws and therefore has disturbed com-
mercial and business confidence as
well a: hindered a return tc specie
payments. One feature of the policy
was the resumption clause of the aect
of 1875, which has embarrassed the
conutry by the fluctuation of a com-
pulsory resumption for which no
preparation has been made and with-
out any assurance that it would be
practicable. 'The repeal of that clause
i8 necessary that the natural operation
of the financial laws may be restorad;
that the business of the country mesy
be relieved from its disturbing and de
pressing influence, and that & return to
specie payments may be facilitated by
the substitution of wise and more pru-
dent logislation which shall mainly re-
ly on a jnd:icions system of pubhe
economies and official retrenchment,

Heodricks says: *“Of sectional eonten-
tions and in respect to our common
schools I have only this to say: thatin
my judgment the man or party that
would involve our schools in politicsal
or sectarian controversy is an enemy
to the schools. The eommon schools
are safer under the protecking care of
all the people than under the control
of any party or sect. They must be
neither sectarian nor partisan and
there must be neither division nor
misappropriation of the funds for
their support.

A Battie Pictare.

The latest method of *“‘firing -the
Northern heart” that has yet been at-
tempted is that of reproducing pie-
tures of the battles fought fifteen
years ago. The New York Graphie of
last Saturday eontaine a pictare of
the battle of South Monntain, drawn
from the original tin soldiers and
wooden horses ip possession of the
artist. It is difficnlt to oconceive of
anything more detestable in its pur-
pose than this picture, or more ludi-
erongly failing in that purpose in exe-
ention. The *“‘northern heart” that
will be_““fired” by that picture mnpst be
of moro inflammable material than
punk or tinder, .

It represeunts a steep hillside, on the
slope of which, drawn up In line of
battle, is a Confedurate army of fifty-
nine men by actual count. In their]
rear is u reserve foree of forty-four
rebels of the Twenty-third North Ca-
rolina. A considerable number of the
rebels strew the fields, and a few das-
tards already turn to flee, In the fore-
ground eighty-nine Union soldiers are
drawn up behind a stone fence firing
at the enemy. Notwithstanding the
protection of the stone fence &
decorous number of gallant Union
soldiers are falling in attitudes of great
acrobatic skill. Calmly on his steed
sits Lientenant-~Colonel Rutheriord B.
Hayes, pointing with his hand at
nothing in purticular, and with his
back turncd toward the battle, This
exciting battle picture is entitled
“Lieutenant-Colonel Rutherford B.

Hayes leading his regiment im the

lina volanteers,”

their army ontnumber ten to one the
slender rebel hne; so on the whole

‘eionel Hayes does not show up in
very heroie colors. The standard-
bearer of his regiment stands on top
of the stone fence, and does show
some heroism. But no mention is
made of him.

The failure of this thing is pitiable,
but the intent with which it was pub-
lished is apparent, Wae dare say that
Governor Hayes himself felt somewhat
ashamed when he saw that work of
art. Perhaps the less said about
Hayeos as o soldier the better. He did
bis daty probably in a small way saf-
ficiently well, but eertainly not with
distinction. If this picture is true it
is the most withering satire .on his
miiitary services that conld have been
devised. How very small it seems
after Girant, Sherman, Sheridan, or
even after the lamented Caster, ihat
Grantiem sent to disaster and death.
It 18 impossible to eonvert Oolonel
Hayes into 1 gallant soldier in- this ex
post facto way, He never made any
reputation for himself daring the war,
He was unknown and obseure, In the
day of heroic deeds he was never heard
of. e was a good, quiet regimental
officer, possibly; but that was the nut-
most that ean be eclaimed for him,
The attempt to convert him iunto a
hero only makes him ridieulous.—

THE ELECTION LAW,

ActT oF 1ST1-T72, (BAarTig’s REvisar,
CiHAP. 52 AS AMENDED RY ACT OF
1554,

S There shall be an election held for
the following officers, Tuesday after the
first Monday in Noevember, in the year of
mr Lord one thousand eight hundred
and sevent, -six:
First, Governor: second, Lieatenant-
Governor ; third Secretary of State ; fourth,
Awditor; fifth, Treasnrer; sixth, Superin-
tendent of T'ublie Instruction ; seventh,
Attorney-General; eighth, members of Con-
oress in the several distriets; ninth, mem-
hers of the General Assembly for their res-
pective counties and districts; tenth,
a county treaswer; eleventh, a regis-
ter of deeds; twelfth, county surveyor;
thirteenth, five county commissioners ;
fourteenth, a coroner; fifteenth, a sheriff,
for their respective counties.
4. The county commissioners shall have
power to establish, alter, discontinue or
ereate such separate places of clection in
their respective counties as they may deem
expedient, civing thirty days’ notice thereof
by advertisement in some public journal,
if there be one published in the county, or
in liea thereof in three places in such
county and at the court house thereof, but
there shall be at least one polling place in
every township, as nearly central as possi-
ble, and there shall be a polling place open
in each ward of a city numberingover three
thousand inhabitants.
5. The Secretary of State shall, on or
prior to the tirst Monday of September, year
of onur Lord onethousand eight hundred and
seventy-six, provide for and forward to
the commissioners of counties, on their
requisition, snitable registration books,
when needed, for cach election precinct as
established heretofore, and for any new
precinets which may be established under
the last section.
G. 1t the eomnussioners of counties do
not. receive a suflicient number of regis-
tration books, as provided in the last see-
tion, they are authorized and directed to
provide the same for their respective coun-
ties at the expense of Lhe State.
7. The commissioners of connties shall
select, on or before the first Momday of
Octobar,year of onr Lord one thousand eight
hundred and seventy-six, one justice of
the peace tor each election precinet, wlhio
shall act as registrar of volers for such pre-
cinet: and when for any cause there are
not enonugh justices off the peace to have
one al each precinel, the commissioners
shall appoint some  discreet person Lo act
as registrar of volers.  Said  commissionse
shall wake publication of the names of the
purrsons  so selected, ab the court house
door, immaediately after such appointiment,
anel shall cause a notiee to be served upon

< IRecistrars shall be furnished with a
registration hook, and it shall be their duty
to revise the existing registration books of
their precinet or tow aship in snch manner
that said books shall show an accurute list
of electors previously registered in such
precinet or township, aud still residing
thercin, without requiring such electors Lo
be registered anew ; and such registrars
shall also between the hours of suanrise
and sunset on cach day (Sundays excepted)
from the flirst Tuesday in Oclober, oue
thousand eight hundred and seventy-six,
up to and ivcluding the day preceding the
first Tuesday in November, one thousand
eight hundred and seventy-six, keep open
said book for the registration of any elec-
tors residing in sach precinet or township
and entitled to registration, whose names
have never before been registered in such
precinet or township, or ao not appear in
the revised list.
9. No elector shall be entitled to regiciey
or vote in any other precinet or township
than the one in which he is an actual aml
bona fide resident on the day of election,
and no certificates of registration shall be
given. .
10. It shall be the duty of the registrar
and judees of clection to aitend at the poll-
ing place of their township or precinet
with the registration booaks on the Satur-
day preceding thie cleetion, from the hour
of nine o’clocky A. M., till the hour of five
o'clock, PP.
