THE HOMES]
NWHO ARE I'TS FRIENDS?

The tenth article of the Constitution
contains the provisions of that instrus
ment for the preservation of men's
homesteads from the ecalamities and
misfortunés of life and was not changed
in any respect by the Convention.
Why it was not changed we propose
to eonsider this morning. [t will be
remembered that the not of Assembly
ealling the Convention reqnired the
delegatesto take a solemn oath to abey
the restrictions contained in the Aect.
It will be remembered too, that during
the whole Convention campaign last
year, Radical speakers and Radieal
papers everywhere declared that that
oath and those restrictions were not
binding in law and wcnld not be re-
garded. It wi!l be- remembered tno
that Mr. Tourgee for himself and
tweuty~four other Radieal delegates,
ai coon as the members of the Con-
vention had entered the hall and had
been ealled to order by Judge Settle,
offered the following protest:

Wae, tl.e undersigned, delegatesclect
to this Convention protest against the
validity of the oath preseribed in the
act of tho General. Assembly ealling
this Convention as being beyoud the
power of any legislature to impose,
eontrary to the political history,nsages
and preeedents heretofore ackunowl-
edged snd acted npon for forty years
by both politiesl parties 1n this State,
subversive ¢l the rights and deroga-
tory to the dignity of the prevple of the
State,

This protest was signed by A. W.
Tonrgeo, of Guilford,G. Z French, 8.
H. Munning, of New Hanover, O. k.
Dockery, of Liichmond, Radical eandi-
date for Congress, J.. W. Albert
son, of Perqnimans, the Radieal ean-
didate for Secretary of State, W. H.
Wheeler, of Forsythe, tne Radieal
eandidate for Treasurer, and twenty
other Radieals more or less prominent
in the State.

Now what was this terrible oath
that was so *“‘subversive of the rights
and derogatory to the diguity of the
people 277 It reads as follows:

“Yon, do solemnly swear that yon
will fuithfully maintain and swvpport
the Constitution of the United States
wnd the several amendments thereto,
meinding  the 13th, 14th and 15th
nmondments, and that yon will neither
directly vor indirectly evade or disre-
gard tbhe duoties imposed uapon the
Convention by the act of the General
Assembly anthorizing yonr eleetion,
So help yon God,”

And what are the restriotions that
were imposed npon the Convention by
the act of Assembly that ealled it into
existener?  They read as follows:

Said Convention shall have no pow~
er to consider,debate,adopt or propose
any amendment to the existing Con-
stitution or ordinance upon the follow-
ing subjeets;

The Heomestead and Personal Prop-
erty BExemprions, the Mechanies' and
Laborers' Licn and the rights of mear-
ried wornen as nwoee secured by law nor
wlter or amend scction 3 or b, article
V of said Constitulion, nor ehapge the
ratio bgtween the poil and property
tax as therein established; nor shall
the said QConvention have power to
propose or adopt any amendment or
ordinance vacating any office or term
of .office now existing and filled or held
by virtue of acy election or appoint-
ment nnder the cexisting Counstitation
and laws, nntil the same shall be
vacated or expired under the exisling
Constitntion and laws; but the said
Conveution may recommend the abol-
ishment of any offiecs when the present
term  therein shall  expire or va-
cancies shall oecenr and they may
provide for filling snch vacancies,
otherwise than as now and limiting the
terms thereof. Nor shall the Counven-
tion adopt or propose any plan or
amendment or scheme of compensa-
tion to the owners of emancipated
slaves nor for the payment of any lia-
bility or debt incurred wholly or in
parl in aid of the late war between
the States nor for the restoration of
imprisonment for debt; nor shall they
require or propose any edueational or
preperty qualification for office or
voting; nor shall said Convention pass

! any ordinances legislative in their
| Ghurlli'-[vl‘i'. l‘!{.(?t‘[}t nnch as are necessary
to submit the anended Constitation
to the people for their ratification or
rejection or to convene the General
Assembly,

Was there any thing so dreadful in
these restrietions as to be subversive
of the rights and derogatory to the
dignity of the pecple of North Caro-~
Iima! It will be observed that this
Radieal protest was not satisfied to
declare that the cath and restrictions
weére simply not binding because be-
yond the power of any legislature to
impose, but it goes on further to de-
clare that they were subversive of the
| rights and derogatory to the dignity of

the people. In view of all this will
any one be surprised to learn that the
only ordinance proposing to interfere
with the homestead provisions was
introduced by a Radical delegate and
that, the Democrats being in the ma-
jority, it was promptly decided to be
beyond the power of the Convention
to consider or act upon !

What a record the KHadieal party has
thus made for itself or the Homestead
question! A Democraticlegislature for-
bids the Convention it has ealled into
existence to interfere in any way with
the Homestead provision and requires
the members of the Convention to
take a srolemn oath not to interfere
with it. The Radieals on the stump
and on the press with one consent de-
clare the oath and restrictions not to
be binding in law and twenty-five of
the delegates enter upon the
records of the Convention their sol-
emn protest not only that the oath and
resirietions are not binding in law but
that they are subversive of the rights
and derogatory to the dignity of the
people of North Oarolina! Howean it
be subversive of the rights and derog-
atory to the dignity of the people for
delegates to a convention to change the
Constitution to be bound by an oath
not to change the Homestead Law ?
The people did not want the Home-
stead Law changed and for that rea-
son the delegates to the Convention
were required to take a solemn oath
not to interfere with it, and yet say
the Radicale this was subversive of
their rights and derogatory to their
dignity !

| FEDERAL INTERFERENCE.
1'here is a widespread belief thata
large pumber -people in the South
have a holy horror of coming in col-
lision with the Federal Government.
Acting upon this behef the Radical
party has eonstantly sought to create
Lthe imprassion that itself and the gov-
crnment are one and inseparable, ana
to inenlcate the doetrine that resist-
ance t6 Radicalisny in treason to the
Union. Tt is for this reason that Fed-
eral troops and Federal officials of
every grade, kind and color, have be~n
made so prominent in the furtherance
of partizan schemes and the execation
of partizan mandates, "

Nor bhas this, wide-spread . beliel|
grown up withont foundation for its
existenee--especially in North Carolina.
Time was indeed when a threat of
Federal interference was no  vain
threat., But thank Goil that time has
passed. Tt is no longer possible to re
duee & Stata to a territorial condition,
Mr. Grast may threaten us with Fea-
cral troops, he may ‘even send them
among us, byt what if he does? He
no longer dares tc use those troops
except in aid of the civillaw. The
power to proclaim martial law hes
pussed from lim, and forever. So
long as they act in subordination to
the civil anthorities, we eara not how
many tioops he may send among us.
Not proposing to violate suy law,
we fear not. Grant dares not to lift
his finger in a single Southérn
save in execution of the civil law, for
if ha shonld do so it would at onece
fix the political status of all the doubt-
ful Northern States in our favor; so
that there would be more lost than
gained by the maneuvre. Intimida-
tion thisyear will not proceed to actual
violence but will seek to attain its end
by creating the impression that it il
resort to desperate measures and thus
work upon the fears of our people.

Nor is the fear of doing damage in
the Northern Statas the only rcason
that will prevent actnal interfereunce.
By uo possibility can the present Con-
gress  with its Democratic House of
Representatives, be gotten rid of until
after the eonnting of the electoral vote
shall be bad. If frand or force shall
be used,the Honse will promptly throw
out the vote of any State affected by it.
If w suficient number shall be thrown
out to prevent an election by the pop-
nlar vote, the duty of echoosing a Pres-
ident will devolve, under the Contitn-
tion, upon the present Democratic
House of Representatives, With this
Demoeratic House in reserve, not even
the Radical party will dare to resort
to actual violenece. That is plain,

But suppose Federal troop - do come
nmong ns; what shall we do then?
Why then, we shall do just not ing at
all except attend to our own business
and go on with renswed zeal in our
effurts to bring about a thorough ors
ganization of the Demoeratic party m
order to insure the election of Tilden
and Vance. We have had Federal
troops in Noith Carolina in many
places, and yet there was neither colli-
sion nor any danger of one. It is a
mistake to suappose they are aectuated
by any feeling of hostility to our peo-
ple exeept in rareinstances. Since the
war, Federal troops have been atation-
ed in Sampson, in Wake, in Orauge,
in Alamance, in Caswell, in Burke and
in various other places, and have lived
in happy accord with our people.
Thank God, the time has come when
we can Ilapgh to seorn such empty
threats as those Grant has made and
donbtless will econtinue to make in be-
half of the Radical party. There is at
last, one power mightier than hein this
American land of ours, and that power
is the law whose majesty even Qrant
must henceforth respect,

We have made an immense stride
forward sinee 1872, Ther we had no
Demoeratic Honre of Representatives
with power of investigation and power
of impeachment. Then Foree bills
had vot been declared to bae contrary.
to the Constitution of the ecountry.
Martial law was then a favorite ard
frequent politieal weapon; Ku Kinx
prosecutions, whiskey prosecutions
and tobaceo: prosecutions were things
of hourly oceurrence. DBut now that is
all obanged.

Nor must it be forgotten that when
Mr. Tilden shall be elected Presideunt
every marshal and deputy marshal,

and every United States Commissioner
who has prostituted his office to parti-
zan purposes will straightway be re-
moved and law-obeying men put in
their places. There is no room for
fear. e care not how many troops
may come, they will be kindly greeted
and civilly treated. Thank God the
day of intimidation has passed. Mr.
Grant dares not to use the troops ex-
cept to sustain the officers of the civil
law., The old dog is harmless, his
teeth are all goue!

Dr. Gee, it will
be remembered, was at one time dur-
ing the war in command of the Post at
Salisbmry, and in coLsequence of
charges of cruelty to Federal prison-
ers was tried by Federal Court Martial
in Raleigh after the surrender. A
soldier, a gentleman and a patriot, it
is now pleasant to remember that dur-
ing the long, weary days of his im-
prisonment he received all the kind-
ness and attention from our people
-that it was in their power to bestow.
Our sistir State has lost a gallant
officer and a good citizen, one whose
memory will long be dear to North
Caroliniaps,

A fire oceurred in Quiney on the
afternoon of Saturday last which de-
atroyed the store and warehouse of E.
P. Dismukes, insured for $7 000, the
village bakery and eandy store and
stable of Mr. OCharles Gareiss. The
latter had no insurance on his prop-
erty. The most melancholy featnre
connected with the fire was the death
of Dr. John H, Gee, one of the first
citizens of Quincy and B most skillfal
plysician, whieh was cansed by his
great unxiety to arrest the spread of
the flames. The Dr. had placed a keg
of powder in Dismukes' warehonse for
the purpsre of blowing ap the build -
ing, hoping thereby to suve the store
Che explosion not taking pla~e as soon
as expected and supposing that the
fuse had gone out, he entered the
buiiding, when immediately thereafter
the explosion followed.- The Ddetor
was seen gpoping ebout, with his beard
and clothes on fire, but was not again
seen until the following morning when
.his blackened remains were fonnd
burnt into a searcely distingunishable
mass, Thus hans perished, in the
flower of manhood, a' gentl ‘man of
high cul ure and esteemed by all who.
knew him. He held the rank of Major
in the Confederate service, and at the
close of the war was tried by a Federal
court-martial on the false charge of
cruelty to prisoners confined at Salis-
bury and under his charge, but was
acquitted. His shocking death will

MK, SCOTT LORD’S KESOLUTION
-+ The following is the resolation
introduced into the House of Repre-
sentatives by Mr. Sooftt Liord of New
York and passed by that body.

“Whereas the right of suffrage pre-
seribed by the ocoustitntion of the
several States is snbject tothe fifteenth
amendment of the Constitution of the
Uunited States, which is as follows:

““ARTIOCLE XV,

“Section 1. The right of eitizens of
the United States to vote shall not be
denied or abridged bLy the United
States or by any Slate on aceount of
race, color or previons econdition of
sarvitade, -

“*Section 2. The Congress shall have
power to enforece this article by appro-
priate legislation.™
Aond whereas the exercise of the right
of snffrage so preseribed and regn-
lated shonld be faithfully maintained
and observed by the United States
and the several States and the citizens
thereof; and whereas it is asserted that
the exercise of the right of suffrage
is in some of the States, notwithstand-
ing the efforts of all good aiti-
zens to the contrary, resisted and con-
trolled by frand, mtimidation and vio-
lence, so that in auch cases the object
of the amendment is defeated; and
whereas all ecitizens, without distine-
tion of race or class or color, are en-
titled to the protection conferred by
such artiele; therefore

Be it Resolved by the Hownse of Rep -
resentatives, 'That all attempts by
forece, frand, terror, intimidation, or
otherwise, to prevent the freo exereis
of the right of salfrage in any State
shonld meet with eertain condign, and
eéffeetunl punishment; and that in any
case which has herstofore ocenrred, or
that may hereafter oeenr, 1in whieh vi-
olence or murder ha< baen or shall ha
committed by onarace or elassnpon the
other, the prompt pro eecntion and
puauishment of the ariminal or erimi
nald in any conrt having jurisdietion,
is  imperativoly demanded, whether
the oerime Lo one panishable by th e or
mprisonment «r one demanding the
peualty of death.”
