Gen Scales and the Negrroe.

During General Scales' speech at
Graham an incident took place of
much interest to the audience. The
General was speaking of the imposis
tions practiced upon the negr by the
republican party; of the use made of
him to keep the white radicals in
power; of tho failure to fulfill the
manj promises made to tne negro
through these past eight years. Said
the General, jou have tried these
protected friends, and proved them
all false. Thev have mi-le- d and de
ceived you, that by your strength
they . might grow strong. Tuey are
not vour friends, but vour worst
enemies. They have turned you
against your true t friends, agaiust
men who remember with gratitude
vour conduct duriucr the war. when
our wives and our children were safe
in your hands; against men, who, re
membering these things have aided
yon in yonr new position of liberty
who have guaranteed you your rights
and who have pledged their honor to
preserve them. The democratic party
invites your participation in its work.
It makes no extravagant promises, but
it will be true to its pledges, and wil
see that all the rights now given to
you shall be inviolably maintained.
As he spoke, the negroes crowded
to the rear of the platform, the
General turning round to them and as
he made these last remarks, a stalwart
negro stepped forward and said : "I
believes you. General; give me your
band on that."

Of course during this novel inter-
ruption the speech was suspended,
but the cause of its suspension was
one of the eloquent passages of the
day's oratory.

An Interestlnir "Visit.
An interesting meeting between Col.

R. W. Baylor, an offi-
cer, and General B. F. Kelley, of the
federal army, was recently held at the
home of the former gentleman in West
Virginia. Colonel Baylor was cap-
tured during the war by General Kels
ley's troops, and was tried by order of
Secretary Stanton for an alleged vio-
lation of the rules of war and sentenced
to be hanged. In looking over the
papers relating to the case which were
brought to him for approval, Gen.
Kelley became convinced that the facts
did not justify the action of the court
martial. Therefore he disapproved of
the finding of the court and also sent
all the papers to the Secretary of War.
The secretary was not pleased with
the action of the General, and referred
the papers to another officer, who
agreed with General Kelley. This did
not satisfy tne secretary, and he refer
red the documents to Judge Ad
vocate General Holt, who said there
were informalities in the trial, and
the secretary ordered another court-marti-al,

which was had, and a similar
verdict and sentence was the result.
Gen. Kelley again disapproved the
finding the secretary of war again4re
ferred the papers to other officers.
who this time agreed with Gen Kel
ley, and the sentence was annulled.
Some time afterward President Lin-
coln heard of the case and sent a dis
patch to Gen. Kelley thanking him for
his action in the matter, and saying
tha he wan glad to know that an
officer of his army had the courage to
do right in spite of the opposition of
a oourti-marti-al and his superior offi
cers. By the chances of war General
Kelley was afterwards captured by the
Confederates, and although in no such
perilous position as was Col. Baylor.
he received every kindness and atten
tion that it was in the power of the
officer to give. They have not seen
each other since the war, until Gen.
Kelly and his wife accepted au invita
tion from Col. Baylor to visit ' him in
his West Virginia home.

be ostracised by the party and classed
with our political opponents. In this
way, and in this way alone, the safety
aud success of the Democratic party
will be asaured. This is no time
for temporizing, no time for
dallying. We are fighting for our
very lives. We must crush our ene
mies as they will surely crush us.
Independents are our most dangerous
enemies. et us crusn tnem out witu
the strong hand.

tiik rostcc ACI' rNCO'MSTITU- -

The New York Herald calls the at-

tention of the President to the fact
that the enforcement act, under which
he assumes to issue his war manifesto,
has been declared unconstitutional by
the Supreme Court of tlie United
States, and that the fitteenth amend-
ment stands precisely now as if no law
had ever been passed for its enforce-
ments in the way in which Don Cam-
eron and Zieh Chandler propose to
enforce it. The decision 'jf the Su-
preme Court was proposed only in
March las!, and it covers the whole
ground on which the action of Grant
rests. It will be remembered that the
fifteenth amendment declares that the
ric;ht to vote shall not be denied or
abridged on account of race or color,
and provides that "Congress shall
have power to enforce this article by
appropriate legislation.'' And the

enforcement act" so-calle- d was
passed for the purpose of making the
article as effective as Radical inge-unit- y

and partisan hite could well
make it. But this act the Supreme
Court declares to be unconstitutional
in the following language;

"We are not able," said Chief Jus-
tice Waite, iu delivering the opinion
of the court, "to reject a part which is
unconstitutional and retain the re-
mainder, because it is not possible to
separate that which is unconstitutional
l'r m that which is not." "Within its
legitimate sphere Congress is supreme
and beyond the control of the courts;
but if it steps outside of its constitu-
tional limitations and attempts that
which is beyond its reach, the courts
are authorized to, and when called up-
on in due course of legal proceedings
must annul its encroachments upon
the reserved power of the States and
the people. To limit this statute in the
manner now asked for would be to
make a new law, not to enforce an old
one. This is no part of our duty. We
must therefore decide that Congress
has not yet provided by appropriate
legislation for the punishment of the
offense, charged in the indictment."

This settles the whole question as
authoritatively as it can ever be set-

tled by judicial determination and de-

cision. The unconstitutional provi-
sions of the acu are declared to be so
intertwined and interwoven with its
constitutional features that they cannot
be separated by the court, and there
was no alternative but to declare the
whole act unconstitutional and void,
which the court did. It remains to be
seen how Attorney General Taft will
wriggle out of this judicial dilemma.

THE JT1E1V WHO STILL KEEP UP
THE WAR.

The New York Sun sajs:
It Is interesting to look at the patri-

ots, who during the last session of
Congress, were in the front of all the
mock battles, but who, during the
actual rebellion, never went near it.
Begin with Maine. Everybody knows
what Blaino is. In 1861 he was only
thirty --one years of age, vigorous, ac-

tive, and in robust health. Did he
volunteer ? Oh, no. He was engaged
in politics and speculations, and hired
a substitute from the proceeds of his
jobs in and out of office.

His little colleague, Hale, who has
Bplurged about the House as if he was
a full grown man, was twenty-fiv- e

years of age in 1861, but his youthful
blood ran sluggishly at the tap of the
war drum, and he stayed at home, and
only became a warrior when peace was
proclaimed. His other colleague,
Frye, was only thirty years of age in
1861, but he too, who is so fierce now,
smelled danger from afar, and con-
cluded to serve his country by letting
others fight its battles.

Mr. William Wheeler, the candidate
for Vice President, was fortystwo
years old at the breaking out of the
rebellion, but he never thought of
shouldering a musket. He found a
seat in the House more comfortable
and safe. Mr. Hoar at thirty-fiv-e was
a man of peace, but at fifty his voice
is for war.

On the side of the Senate, the bloody.
shirters shone by their absence when
volunteers were called for to crush the
rebellion. Edmunds, who after Mor-
ton leads the fray, was 33; Boutwell
was 43, Dawes was 45; Anthony was
46; Cragin was 40; Frelinghuyseu was
44; Sargent was 34; Sherman was 38;
but it never occurred to one of this
heroic band that his presence was re
quired to help save the Union. Like
Zach Chandler, they thought blood-
letting would do good, but they pre-
ferred, as he did, that it should be
done by deputy.

Caesar, and they mean to keep up
