The thirteenth artiele of the Consti-

tution authorizes two wmodes of chang-
ing its provisions. The proposed
amendments affect both these meth yds
very materially and very greatly for
the better.

1. Under the Counstitution, as it now
stands, the Legislature (two~thirds of
all its members concurring) can call a
Oonvention without any restrictions
whatever and such a Coovention
will be snbsolutely sovereign and
clothed with full authority to
do all things that to it muy
geem best. The amecdments require
pot only that the ecall of the Couven-
tion shall have the coucurrence of
two thirds of the members of the
Legislature, but that, in additior, it
shall also receive the concurrence of u
majority of the people at the polls.
8o that if the smendmeunts shall be
ratified, before any Constitational Cou-
vention ean meet, the call for it wili
have first to be sanctioned by two-
thirds of all the members of the two
Houses of tho General Assembly aund
afterward be sauctioned by the vote of
the majority of the people.

it is mantfest tuat under such a law,
no Convention will ever be held in
North Carolina; and this being so, all
men who bave honest fears about trast-
ing conventions with power, ought to
gee plainly that it is time for them to
speak out in favor of the rarification
of the amendments., Indeed the very
rea<ons that induced good citizeus, and
there were many of them who did so,
to oppose the eall of the Constitutional
Couventico last year naturally compel
them to favor now the ratification of
the amendments; in a word the amend
ments meet squarely the demand of
the anti-Convention men of last yeur,
by making it a part of the Constitution

that no convention shall under any
circumstances be called without fir.t
obtaining the consent of the peopie at
the ballot box uponthe direet qu-stion

cordingly, we find that Judge Fowle,
who was one of the bilterest opposers
of the convention movement, is most
warmly advocating the ratification of
the amendments proposed by that
convention,

2. The other mode of altering the
Constitution, that by Legislative en-
actment, is also very materially
changed and very greatly for the bet~
ter, inasmueh as it is made very mueh
simpler and plaecs the entire eontrol
in the hands of the people —just where
it onght to be.

To wake any change by Legislative
enactment in the Constitution as it now
stands, one Legislature must, by the
vote of three-fifths of all the members,
pass o bill cootaining the proposed
amendment, It must then be pub-
lished te the people six months before
the election of members for the next
Legislature. The new Legislature
must then pass the bill by a two-thirds
vote of all the members, and after all
this, the bill mnst then be submitted
to the people for ratiflcution. Dhis ia
a long, tedions process, and was made
so designedly. If, however, the
amendments shall be ratified the diffi-
eulty will no longer exist.

The following is the amendment
proposed to this part of the Oonstitu~

See, 2. No part of the Constitation
of this State shall be altered unless a

of the General Assembly, Aud the
amendment or amendments so agreed
to shall be submitted at the next
general election to the qualified voters
of the whole State in such manner as
may be prescribed by law. And in the
event of their adoption by a majority
of the votes cast, such amendment or
amendments shall bescome a part of
the Constitution of this State,

Every man can see for himself the
wlain effect of the changes of this ar-
ticie of the Counstitution proposed to
be made by the amendments now pend-
ing. It ean be summed up in a single
word almost, that is to say, they re-
étore full power to the people. With
the consent of the people everything
can be done, and without their consent
nothing can be done, The ratification
of the amendments will be substan-
tially a new declaration of independ-
ence on the part of the people of
North Carolina, no less important and
no less sweeping than that made in
Mecklenburg in 1775 and that made in
Philadelphia in 1776.

If the Convention bad done nothing
but propose the amendments to this
article, the great work of libera'ing
the people from the slavery of the
Carby Constitution would have been
accomplished, for if these amend-
ments shall be ratified, the people can
in less than three months redress any
grievanca growing ount of the Constitn.
tion, ean cure all constitutional ills
t' at may effect them. But nothing,
not a word, nor a letter,can be changed
without their consent and eo-operation.

Arrived at the hotel, a few words of
welcome from Edwin W. Kerr, Evq ,
and of flatsering thanks from the Gen -
eral, who seemed confused in the
midst of sc many evidences of affec-~
sion for himself, were followed by in~
troductions and hand-shakings and
joyous meetings of many who with
him ‘‘yielded to overwhelming num-
bers and resources” al Appomatiox.

A continuous rain from early Friday
morning till the middle of the day
prevented the arrangements of the
mansgers from beiug carried out snd
compelled the moet of the country
people to remain at home., The grand
stand was therefore absndoned, and
the aououncement that the General
would speak in Faison Hall soon filled
that spacious room to overflowing ard
half the arowd were still i the street
uander their nmbrellas, Deafening
applause and **Down in front” greeted
the arrival of Ransom. He #as intro-
duced by Mr. Keer, and before he had
epoken two minutes the impatience of
the outsiders became unmanageable,
and tney drowned the -words of the
speaker with ‘“Ransom!” *‘Ransom!”

The cry became general, and, although
the rain was not quite over, all parties
repaired to the grand stand. And
here six or seven huudred white men
and perhaps fifiy negroes stood in a
drizzling rain and listened for nearly
three hours to a speech which I have
not words to characterize. Often the
General intimated a purpose to close,
but the crowd objected, and told him
to ““Go on!” He dealt in plain facts;
he knew the people he was talking to,
and he knew they did nut come to hear,
nor did he have time to give them
any of the flowers of oratory. The
issues before the country were too
grave, and the interests at stake too
weighty for other than plain words,
His lauguage was temperate almost to
a point, and when closing up one of
his terrible counts against Grantism
he called Morton and Edmunds and
Batler ““bad men,” his words were
more than echoed by great waves of
indignation swelling and surging in
the breasts of his audience. The in-
effable diabolism and the fiendish
tyranny of Radical:sm, as exposed by
him, brought many tears into eyes
unused to them.
