It may not be improper to recite in
brief the hustory of this extraordivary
case,

On the 8th of December last a negro

named Mayo entered a house belonging
to Mr. Bykes, on Sixth RQetween Bladen
and Harnett streets, as a tenant at a
rental of ten dollars per month. Mayo
had failed eutirely to pay auy rent for
his ooceupation, up to the 24th of
February, on which day Mr. Sykes
give him notice that unless he paid
his rent he wonld on the Tuesday fol-
lowing, the 29th of February, ejeet
him. But before Tuesday morning
came, aided by the suthority of Jus-
tice VanAmringe and constables Strode
and Whitney, he had put Mr. Sykes
i jail,

On the night of the 27th of Febru-
ary Justice VanAmringe, accompanied
by Strode aud Whitney, went to the
bouse that Mayo was occupying,
aroused him from a drunken sleep at
the Lour of 11 o’zlock at night, read
to 'im an oath and & warrant already
prepared, had him to swear to it on a
Bible that the 'Sqnire carried in his
pocket for the purpose, ma him
Sign it with pen and ink. which was
likewise taken along for the purpose,
aud then delivered these papers to
these men, Strode und Whitney, with
the direction to arrest Mr. Sykes at
once. They accordingly went to the
residence of Mr. S8ykes, on Mulberry
between Front and Second streets, at
the hour of half -past 12 o’clock.

Arriving at the house, they knocked

DeAR JoURNAL: —This pleasant little
village, of about five hundred inhubi-
tants, is in Marlboro county, S. C., ff
from the railroad, fourteen miles from
Cheraw, thirteen miles from Society
Hill six miles froma Gardener’'s Blaff,
ou the Pee Dee and twenty miles from
Laurinburg, N. 0., a aepos on the
CU. O. Railway. 'Tis a gala day here
for the surrounding country. The
merchants have all closed their places
of business and the village is wild with
exoitement, for sarrangements have
b+en made to listen to the political
arguments of the day, and shake han is
with that most honored son of South
Carolina, Gen. Wade Hampton.

On the public squsre has been
erected a large platform ; over and
around is eeen flying the siars and
stripes. *“‘Union, Reform and Gen.
Wade Hampton” is the watchword and
reply on every hand. As 10 o’clock
the Cieneral and other prominent and
honored speakers made their appear-
ance, escorted by mounted horsemen
aud a baod of musie, and immediately
praeeeded to the public square.

On the platform we noticed Gen.

Wude Hampton, Gen. J. B. Kershaw,
Col. J. D. Kennaday, Col. I. F. You
man, Gen. J. M. Le.ch, of N. C., and
other speakers,
At this time some thirty-five hun-
dred people from the couutry are al-

Craaxrorre, N. C, Sept. 16. —The
campaign in this State is attracting
much sttention over the couuntry, and
would attract more but for the fact
thet all tho States are having their
little eontests, und the noise of one is
drowused by the din and roar of
another.

At the last Presidential campaign
North Cuarolina led off — being the first
State to hold an election after the
nomipations—and the campaign bhere
was furious, Happily for the peace
and quiet of Tar-heels, the State hLes
a new Coustitution, which postpones
the Aagust election until November.
So you need vot look this way for
“‘straws” until the general November
hai vest,

The eontest is iuteresting here from
the fuet that both parties uvre sup-
posed to be pretty evenly balanced,
and each has its ablest man at the
head of the ticket. The Republican-
have Judge Settle and the Doemoerats
General Vance. These eandidates are
now canvassing the State together,
They have, and are to have, a list of
appointments covering every county
in the State. Their joint discussions
are drawing large crowds, and although
both parties aud all colors miix freely
together in the audiences, I have heard
of no disturbances.

Judge Settle’s idea in getting Vance
to agree to a series of joinr discussions
was to have a fair chance to spread
Republican principles before the white
people. He thinks that with a full,
fair and free eanvass, North Carolina
is Republican, and he hopes to carry
the State for Hayes and himself.

These joint disoussions are certainly
beneficial. Lhey oheck intolerance,
stimunlate inquiry, and eulighten the
masses far more than the steady hear
ing of one sile only. Not ouly are
Vance and Settle going froin eounty to
county together, but the candidates
for Lneutenant Governor bave jointap-
pointments as well. Also the eandi-
dates for Congress in the several dis-
fricts, the distriet electors, and even
the candidates for the Legislature.

All this tends to good. It promotes
free speech and begets a wholesome
tolerance of sentiment. The parties
meet togetner, hear each side, and dis-

VANCE AND SKETTLE.

Eacb of these men sre the natural
leaders of their respective parties hers
and neither purty could have made a
stronger nomination. Judge Settle is
a very able maun, and as popuiar as any
Republican can be in this latitade, and
he will run ahead of his ticket, but
hardly safficient to pull through. He
is & man of some national prominence,
baving been made president of the
Philadelphia Convention which re-
nominated Grant.

““The undersigned, citizens of Ala-
mance county, formerly members of
the Thirteenth regiment North Caro-
lina volunteers, certify that they were
present when said regiment was or-
ganized and mustered into the Con-
federate service in May, 1861, at QGGa-
rysburg, N. C., and that several mem-
bers of Company I, in said regiment,
of which company Judge Thomas
Scttle was captsin, refused to take the
oath preseribed by the Confederate
authorities, and were drummed out of
camp by Captaiu Settle with tin-paus, |
and having placards npon their backs,
with the endorsement : ‘I am a coward
and refuse to fight for mv country.’

Act ow 1871-72, (BATTLK'S REVISAL,
CHaP. 52,) AS AMENDED BY ACT oF
1874-75.

8. There shall be an election held for
the following officers, Tuesday after the
first Monday in November, in the year of
our Lord one thousand eight hundred
and seventy-six:

First, Governor; second, Lieutenaut-
Governer; third Secretary of State ; fourth,
Auditor ; .ifth, Treasurer; sixth, Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction; seventh,
Atto. ey-General; eighth. members of Con-
gress in the several districts; ninth, mem-
bers of the General Assembly for their res-
pective counties and districts; tenth,
a county treasmier; eleventh, a regis-
ter of deeds; twelfth, county surveyor;
thirteenth, five eounty commissioners ;
fourteenth, a coroner; fifteenth, a sheriff,
for their respective counties,

4. The county commissioners shall have
power to establish, alter, discontinue or
create such separate places of election in
their respective counties as they may deem
expedient, giving thirty days’ notice thereof
by advertisement in some public journal,
if there be one published in the county, or
