RUMORS AND EVENTS.

Thursday is among the days that will never
be wiped out of the memory of the inhabitants
of Charleston. Since the glorious struggle in ;

which we are engaged was begun, our com-

munity has Keen often wrought upon by a high
degree of excitement. But never has the tide i

risen to so high a point as it reached Thurs-
day. The feeiing was fed by the despatches
which appear in another column, by numerous
items of news mentioned in subdued terms,
and by countless reports which were without
foundation. Rumor had free access to every
ear. Business was suspended, and had it not
been that anxiety darkened every face, one ig-

norant of the course of events would have sup-

posed that we were keeping a holiday.
The bulletin boards were surrounded by

groups till the stars came out, and then the
offices were tilled with earger readers. The
hour of noon found knots of ladies and gentle-
men on the battery, and before sundown that
beautiful promenade was covered with anxious
spectators. It having been bruited that at the
ringing of the first bell, the batteries would
be opened upon the defiant fortification, hun-
dreds of eyes were looking out upon the ruf--

tied bay, and there the impatient and anxiou
stood despite the raw East wind, their number

and
strengtb vvere exhausted, and they retraced
their weary way homeward.

The preparations for defence, under the eye
of this anxious multitude, added not a little to
the feeling under which they hud left their
homes. There, on the green grass of White
Point Garden, stood the white tents of the Ci-

tadel Cadets, gleaming in the mellow light of
the stars. And the manful forms of the brave
young soldiers were seen about the cannon,
which, had they been called to shot and sigiit,
would have reduced the number of South Caro-
lina's foes.

A report from the sea intensified the univer-
sal excitement. Late in the a.ternoon one of
our pilots reached the city and stated that he
had seen a steamer off the bar which he was
confident was the Harriet Lane. The vessel
stood towards him, but as he did not desire to
give any information he kept on his course.

It was confidently believed that before the
day was passed the booming of cannon
would be heard, when another fact was com- -

municated from mouth to mouth. At about 2

o'clock P. M. Col. James Chesnut, Jr., of Gen.
Beauregard's staff, accompanied by Cols.
Chisolm and Lee, left the ci'y for Fort Sumter,
bearing the summons to Maj. Anderson for the
surrender of that fortificaiion. They returned
between five ane six o'clock, with the reply.
As the precise nature of his answer has not
yet transpired, we pass it over in silence.

We might indulge in plausible predictions
and conjectures concerning this important mis-
sion and the events of tho day, but we for-

bear.
At about 10 o'clock the Commanding Gen-

eral again communicated with Major Anderson,
and he was given until i o'clock to return an
answer.

The city is quiet. Were it not for the uni- -

forms in the streets we would not suppose we
were on the eve of a battle. We will notpene-- I

trate this placid exterior. The nature of the
crisis can be perceived in our homes. Many a
woman's heart is throbbing wildly, and the
couch of hundreds of mothers, sisters antl
wives will be watered with tears. Hut though
there may be weeping and anguish, no knee.
are trembling and no iaces arc blanced with
fear.

J. L. Dearing oi Governor Pickens' Staff, and
the Confederate State Flag by Capt. Ferguson
of the General Cinch, aud others, in the pres
ence of the Governor, General Beauregard's
Staff and a large number of gentlemen, ambng
whom was Chancellor Carroll and Judges Glo
ver and Wardlaw. x salute- - was fired from
each of the batteries oa the raising of thes
flags

General James Simons was the Commander
in-Ch- ief on Morns' Island during the bombard
ment, ana Col, W. G. DeSaussure in command
of the batteries

The Palmetto Guard had charge of threo
batteries on Morris' Island the Iron Battery
and the Rifled Cannon, whicn did such good
service, and also the Mortar Battery, which
worked so well.

Major Stevens was in command cf tho three,
and directed the fire of the mortar battery.
Capt. Cuthbert aud Lieut. Armstrong, tho lat-

ter of the Citadel Academy, were also directing
the fire of the batteries, each with a detach-
ment of the Palmetto Guard. Capt. J. P
Thomas, of the Citadel Academy, was in com
uaand of the Rifled cannon, which did such
good execution on Fort Sumter. Paul Lalarie,
a young patriot of 13 years of age, was on a
visit to bis brother when the fight commenced,
a member of the Palmetto Guard, determined
to remain there during tbe cannonading, and
had the honor of discharging a number of
pieces at Fort Sumter. The Sumter Guards
and the Marion Artillery were also actively en-

gaged with their batteries during the fight
The rightflag up ami saluted. After an

impatient interval of suspense and expectation,
which was not well understood by those spec-
tators at a distance not conversant with the
necessary details of such occasions, the Con
federate Flag was unfurled at 4.30 P. M., and
w;.s greeted with volleys from all tire batteriti
and from the shipping.

Capt. L. M. Murray, cf the Nashville,
promptly called on n. artiiiory stafT, and gave,
a Confederate salute of seven guns, the cord
being pulled succes iful by friends and rjuc;U
who so d that pi IV re.

WHAT ARE THE FACTS ?

It is constantly assumed, by the Abolition
press of the North, that the election of last
November was fair and constitutional, and
the South voted down. The-now- , in imitation
of Mexican generals, rebel against the decision
of i he majority, and attempt to destroy the gov-
ernment. If this were so if the minority, af-

ter a fair defeat at the polls, had refused to
submit to the freely expressed will of the ma
jority, then the Lincoln administration would
be perfectly right in its attempts at enforcing the

'laws. The absolute submission of the minority
to the constitutional and legitimately expressed
will of the ma jority, is not only the vital princi
ple ot Republics, as deciarea by Jefferson, but it
is the only principle that can save society itself
from universal anarchy. But whatare the facts ?

party springs up in the North based on the as-

sumption that negroes are naturally entitled to
the rights of white men, and avows its design to
use the common government of the States to
pen up the negro population where they now
exist, in order to force the white people of these
States into " impartial freedom " with their
negroes ! Of course no such issue as that
was admissable in a Southern State, and, there-
fore, they neither expected nr asked for a sin-

gle vote in the States where this negro ele-

ment exists. If a combination of States were
formed to use the common government for
preventing any further expansions of emigra-
tions from New York, would the people of this
State tsleiate such an issue as that to be made
within the State? Of course not, and yet this
would not be a thousandth part as wrong or
insulting to the sovereign people of New York
as tr.at made to ttie people oi tne soutn on ttie
fatal 6th of November last. Virginia has now
about as many negroes or so-cali- slaves as
all the States had when the government was
formed, and the same ratio of increase, eighty
years hence, would be betwean four and five
millions of negroes. If therefore the "great
principle" of the Lincoln or Abolition party
were carried out, what would be the fate of
he whit - people of Virginia, with four mdlions

of negroes confronting them in that State some
eighty years hence V To state the cise is suffi-
cient to show that no such issue as that pre-
sented at the North could be tolerated at the
South; for, leaving out of view the insuffera-
ble insult involved in it, it involved their so-

cial safety, indeed, absolute social existence-- ,

and the citizens of Virginia, &c, who should
vote against "slavery extension," or any
future expansion of the negro element of their
population, would simply vote to destroy his
State, and to bring a doom upon his people
more horrible than if the earth should open
and swallow them up. The people of the
South, therefore, had no v ice nor share what-
ever in the election of last November, indeed,
were as utterly disregarded and ignored as
those of Canada, or any foreign country.

Nor is this the worst feature of the strange
and anomalous condition of things now exist-

ing. After Lincoln's election by a northern
vote, the people of the South, as the lesser
evil, would doubtless have recognized his elec-

tion if he had then disavowed hostility to
them. But he stands by the Chicago Platform,
by his pledges to the blind and besotted fa-

natics who supported him, to vviell the gov-
ernment- the common government for pen-

ning up the negro population of the South in
order to force "impartial freedom" on them

in short, to force a fate on them or on their
children more terrible than death itself. What
should the South do ? First of all, it must
save itself from the wild and monstrous delu-

sion that is sweeping over the reason, and
trampling down the sense of justice in the
North. It had no voice in the election ; Lin-

coln now stands pledged to a "principle" that
involves its destruction. He gives oince to
social outlaws, those who have conspired
against its peace and prosperity, and to those
in the North who are known to the public for
their hostility to the South and yet some pre-
tended Democrats think the South should suL-mit- !

THE STATE CONVENTION.

The Enquirer mentions the significant fact
that after this ntica teas announcid in the vir
ginia State Convention, then in Committee of
the Whole they proceeded at once, by a large
majority, to adopt the proposition of Mr. Ro. E.

Scott, substantially providing for the assem-
blage of a National Convention, through which,
of course, Virginia will be handed over to the
tender mercies of a Black Republican ma-

jority.

importance or interest. It may refuse to the
people the right to elect their own delegates
to the Border Convention ; it may pass a meas-

monopolize the sovereignty of the States or es
tablish an elective monarchy, and elect one
of its niembers king; or it may do nothing
and go home it can no longer do mischief or
ao good. Thank Heaven lor that. it is as
powerless to control or shape or alter the great
stream of events, as is a chhd in a skiff, float- -

ing on the Niagara river, to change or' arrest
the direction of the current, and make the ca
taract pause and bear it backward to the shore.
