Ourau-
thorities should bring them on for they will be
soon needed in Virginia-

Several thousand troops have been ordered
from Lynchburg to Norfolk and they aro ex-
pected down to-worrow. The Federal Gov-
ernmment having ordered six Regiments toFurt-
ress Monroe an attack on Norfolk is expected
soon—certainly this weck. Many are of the
opinion that Noafolk and Harper’'s Ferry will
be attacked about the same time, both most
probably this week. The force now under
arms in Virginia is large and when they do
open the ball a deadly conflict may be looked
for. All who I have seca will go in to kill or
be killed.

News has been received hero by telegraph
to-day that a Government vessel, supposed to
be the Harrict Lane, attempted to center the
harbor at Norfolk last night but was turned
back by shots from the battery at Crancy Is- |
lund. They liave a heavy ficet there, and will
have, with the six Regiments just arrived there,
about 12,000 men at that psint.  Of course
this force would uever be bLrought thore bLat
for the fixed purpose of an attack, and there
cao be no doubt but the Federal Goverament
has determined upon an active, aggressive
movement on Virginia, and that
will commence in a few days. Here I would
again urge upon our Btate authoritics to biring
on truops to the assistauce o! Virginia,
