It was reported that he
ted witli the commander of the fortifications and
challenged him to battle, which he declined:
but there is no certainty about, this. At all e
vents, the Federalists remained in their fortifica

o;is.
After waiting an hour and a half or so. Goner

al Magruder inarched towards Hampton. In
crossing New-Mark- bridge the enemy's pick-
ets fired and tied : one of our soldiers (a Virgin-
ian) was slightly wounded in the face The Gen-

eral went to within a mile and a half of Hamp-
ton and hatted. At night large fires were built
at this point, and the General withdrew to with
in three miles of Hampton. After midnight, find

in" that the. enemy made no demonstration w hat
ever, he dispatc hed soma two or three regiments
of infantry and a tioop of cavalry to Hampton,
with instructions to burn it down. This force
entered the town, found it unoccupied except, by
one or two persons, and, at about 3 o'clock, se t

the place on tire. At half past three the whole
town was in ablaze, and by morning was redu-

ced to ashes.
On Thursday General Magruder returned to

Bethel.
The burning of Hampton, we learn, was con-

sidered a military necesssity. It was ascertain
ed that it was to be made winter quarters for the
Fedeialists and a complete fortification, which in-

deed was already commenced, was to be thrown
up for its defence. Under this representation,

s painful as it was to reduce such a place as
Hampton to ruins, every one reudly acquiesced,
and three gentlemeii.Jow tiers of houses there, join-
ed .he expedition, aud with alacrity applied the
torch themselves to their property. Every true
Southern man would prefer to sec his house in
ashes rather than it become a place of shelter to
the invader, from which to carry on his war of
rapine and desolation.

FEDERAL CAPTURES.

MOVEMENT OF FEDERAL TllOOPS AT WASHINGTON.

Washington, Aug. 7. The movements of
troops are now conducted with the least possi
ble parade and publicity, affording a strong
contrast to former similar military proceedings.
It is evident, however, that Gen. McLlelkin is
sedulously employed in making the best dis
position of the forces under his command with
a view to the protection of the capital, should
the Confederate forces threaten its security.

Reports are prevalent that a laig; body of
secessionists, supposed to be part of General
Johnson's command, has recently been seen
within two miles of the Potomac, at Great
Falls, in nearly a direct line with the fording
place.

It is known that there is on the part of our
troops the utmost vigilance, while our line are
sufficiently extended to guard against surprise
from any quarter.

Lincoln's mojor and brigadier generals.
Washington, Aug. 7. The Senate was in

executive session until 12 o'clock last night.
The following nominations for Brigadier Gen-- e

a's, in addition to those heretofore announ-
ced, were, it is said, confirmed: llulburt,
McClernand, Schenck, Grant, Baker, Lyon,
Cox, Prentiss, Anderson, King, Sigle and
Crouch.

The principal officers for the new army reg-
iments were also confirmed, while the rejec-
tions comprised ouly a few of the minor ap-

pointments. Lieut Colonel Emory's nomina-
tion was also confirmed.

erals for the regular army, namely Major Gen-

eral McClellan and Major General Fremont,
and Brigadier Generals, Mansfield, McDowell,
Rosencrantz, Anderson, Meigs and Thomas
(he last named an Ajutaut General.

STATMENT OF GEN. FIERCE ABOUT THE BATTLE OF

BETUKL Tin GOVERNMENT AFRAID OK ITS KEV L

J.A HONS.

Brigadier- - teneral Pierce, of Massae bus tis.
who commanded the Federal forces at tbe bat-

tle of Bethel, publishes a statement iu regard
10 the Great Bethel light, in which he stales
that he was ordered to make the attack by
General Butler, who informed him that he
;Butler) had directed the proper reconnoisance
to be made, and that only about 500 Confed-
erates were stationed there at ;h; tune. Gen.
Pierce, in continuation, says :

It was by his (Gen. Butler's) order that I

took new recruits, who had never been under
lire, and who had hardly been in camp a

month, and contrary to all theestablisl e i rules
of warfare, to march at midnight, twelve
miles into the country, without o io moment's
rest, and with only twenty rounds of cartridge
to make an attack upon an enemy of unknown
numbers, and as wc lou:id, strongly entrenched
iu masked batteries. a

It was by the order of the commanding gen-
eral that 1 was provided with only two small
howitzers and one six pounder, with only
twelve rounds of cartridges hardly sufficient
or five minutes lire to attack a masked bat-

tery of at least six well mounted cannon. It
was by the direction of the commanding gen-
eral that every man in the detachment which
went from camp Hamilton woie on his left
arm a white badge ; that as the attack was to
be made in the night, or in the gray of morn-

ing, and by detachments from two different
camps, no accidents might occur ; and it was
10 the neglect on the part of him who ordered
the expedition and arranged the plan to notify
the detachment from Newport News of that
badge, that 1 attribute the lamentable occur-
rence of the day the collision of friends in the
morning. Indeed, I have since learned that
the white badges were seca on our arms by
those who first tired upon us, but, alas, for
them they had no significance.

The orders given me in legard to the attack
were explicit, yet they betray a want ofknowl-
edge of the enemy's position and numbers.
Had the opportunity been afforded me to have
made a reconnoisance myself, I am confident
that tbe tlefcat at least would not have been
ours.

General Pierce, in conclusion, says that af--

tcr the battle had taken place, and public opin- -j

ion nau lasteneu on me me upprooium 01 me
defeat, I applied for a court of inquiry, that the
facts might set aright and the blame', if there
was any, rest on the proper officer. In answer
to my application nay, my demand--1 received
but one reply : that a court of inquiry would
reveal far too much that would injure the scr
riee.

BATTLE EN MISSOURI!
Federals De feated Lyon Shtrrendered-Frigh- t-, a
ful Slaughter Their Troops Disaffected.

From the St. Louis Morning Herald, ("Extra)
Tuesday, Aug.fi, 1 o'clock, p. m

Mr. A. H. Evans, a well known aud highly
respectable citizen of this city, returned from
a place ten miles this side of Springfield, Mo.,
this morning, and gives us the following infor-
mation : a

On the morning of last Saturda', he heard
the most terrible discharges of cannon towards
Springfield. The earth fairly shook with the
incessant report. He became very much
alarmed, not knowing what it meant, and com-
menced making preparations to escape home.

In the course of the morning, the firing hav-

ing continued nearly all night, messengers
commenced arriving and giving information.
They said that the State forces had attacked
Gen. Lyon, after a most terrific battle, in which
there was a great slaughter on both sides that
Gen. L-o- n and Gen. Seigel had been defeated,
are! had surrendered.

The forces on the side of the State troops
numbered about 15,000, and the Federal forces
numbered about 7,000. The State troops had
some twenty' pieces of artillery, and the Fed-

In the exercises of the right reserved to the
people of Missouri by the treaty under which
the United States acquired the temporary do
minion of the country west of the Missippi ri
cr, iu trust for the several sovereign S'ates
afterwards to be formed out of it ; that people
did, o i the 12th day of June, one thousand
eight hundred and twenty, "mutually agree
to tbrrn aud establish a tree and independent
republic by the name of the State ofMissouri."
On the tenth dav of August, euihteen hundred
and twents -- one the'jState was duly admitted 111

to the Union of the United Stales of America,
under tbe compact oalkd the Constitution d
the United States, and on an equal footing with
the original States in all respects whatever."
The freedom, independence, and sovereighty
of Missouri, and her equality with the other
States of the Union, were thus guaranteed, not
only oy tue constitution, but by tbe law ol
nations requiring the sacred observance of
treaties.

In repeated instances, the Government anu
people of the States now remaining in that
L niori have grossly violated, iu their conduct
towards the people and State of .Missouri, both
the Cdhstitu'ion of the United States and thai
of Missouri, as well as the general great and i

essential principles of liberty and free govern
ment, lheir President. Abraham Lincoln, in
avowed defiance of law and the Constitution
of the United States, and under the tyrant's

plea of necessity, has assumed to regulate com j

merce with foreign nations and among the sev-
eral States, stopping by violence our trade j

with our Southern neighbors, and depriving J

our citizens of the right secured to them by a !

He has usurped powers granted exclusively to
Congress, in declaring war against the Confed-
erate States ; to cany on this unholy attempt
to reduce a lice people into slavish subjection
to him, he has, in like violation of the Consti-
tution, raised and supported armies, and pro
vided and maintained a navy.
