Monterey Springs
will be reached in August; Smithshurg
in October, and the declining days of
the year eighteen hundred and seven-

ty-one will sink into a peaceful grave
blessed and soothed in bestowing its
parting benediction upon the Western
Maryland Railroad in complete and
thorough working order from Balti-
more to Hagerstown, including the
new and independent line from Ow-
ings’ Mills to Baltimore, and equipped
with increased and better rolling
stock.

AlHatians.
We understand that a large num-

ber of Gcrman-Frcnchmen, residing in
the Province of Alsace on the Biver
Rhine, near the Blue Moselle and
Vosges mountains, dissatisfied with
the cession of their country by Franco
to the Emperor of Germany, as one
of the conditions of peace, on the pari
of King William and Count Von Bis-
marck, arc about emigrating from
their fatherland to the United States.
Alsace, although chiefly settled by
people of German descent, belonged
to France for over two hundred years,
and the citizens of that ancient locali-
ty are not disposed to relinquish their
nationality. Hence they have con-
cluded, in large numbers, to embark
for the United States this spring and
summer. Measures are being adopted
by the Immigrant Agents of Mary-
land to induce the people from this

region to settle in our fair State. They
willprobably come over in the Bremen
line of steamships to Baltimore; and
we learn that Dr. Wm. S. McPherson,
Commissioner of Labor and Immigra-
tion, is taking prompt measures to in-

duce these people to settle in Freder-
ick county. The Alsatians arc an in-
dustrious and frugal race. They make
good citizens, and as many of them
arc possessed of ample means, their
location in the valleys of Owings
creek and Tom’s creek, would add
largely to the value of our section of
country. Adam Smith, an eminent
writer on political economy, says that
population adds to the wealth of a

nation. The same idea may hold good
as to a State or county or locality.
This section of the county, properly
developed, can support five times its
present population, and the acquisi-
tion of industrious new-comers is so
much capital added to the general
wealth and prosperity of the com-

munity.

STRIKE ON THE WESTERN MARYLAND
RAILROAD.

Wc understand that the railroad hands

Resolved, That no young man who uses
tobacco, in any form, lie retained or receiv-
ed on the Education Funds of the Synod.”

Here is where
Elder Peter Nead and Lorenzo Dow
preached in the old times of Frederick
county. Here is where wheat was once
imported to the Genesee Valley, of New
York, as seed wheat, and bought by Na-
thaniel Rochester. Here is where old' John
Valentine once predicted a storm would
blow over the Monocaey at a future day,
and carry destruction in its train. That

. storm came, and was graphically described
by aw riter in the “Baltimore Visiter” of
lk;t3. Bocky Ridge is a famous place, and
wc arc glad to hear it is in a prosperous
condition.

The Rev. A. J. Hesson, Lutheran Mis-
sionary Laborer in the Gospel cause in
Kansas in liehalf of the Evangelical Lu-
theran church, preached at Apple’s church

dies a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable
unto God, which is your reasonable ser-
vices.”

The reverend gentleman spoke in the high-
est terms of the Apostolical labors and de-
voted eloquence of the great servant of
the Almighty; and intimated if we are
wise and follow in his footsteps our elec-
tion will be sure. He said Paul had much
to contend with in his day, but by perse-
verance and reliance upon the strong arm

of Jehovah he overcame all obstacles, and
triumphed over sin and iniquity. He was

a faithful missionary in the cause of his
Divine master. He was a shining light to
which Christians could look for guidance;
for deliverance froth error; and to walk in
the ways of righteousness and the paths of
peace.

When he dosed the Rev. N. E. Gilds
made a few impromptu observations in be-
half of the Missionary caijse; which was
liberallyresponded to by those present.

In the evening of the same day, at 7 o’-
clock, P. M. in the Lutheran church of this
town, the Reverend Mr. Hesson again
preached to a crowded auditory, taking for
his text a verse from the prophecies of
Isaiah—“ And in that day there shall be a

root of Jesse, which shall stand for an en-
sign of the people; to it shall the Gentiles
seelll and his rest shall be glorious.”—

clip, si., v. 10. The Revcrnnd gentleman
spoke of Isaiah as one of God’s chosen
prophets, and of the passages of the pro-
phet which foretell the coining of Christ,
and the felicities attending it; of the evi-
dent favor witMwhich this holy man was
endowed; of jits prediction that from
Jesse’s root should a tall cedar of Lebanon
arise whose branches would overshadow
the earth; that bearing on its stems and'
troughs a "mystic dove” would spread its
wings and carry the fragrance of Bethle-
hem and Mount Calvary and Palestine to
the vast regions of the west, and even the
untutored savage in the wilderness would
be reclaimed—" The wilderness and tin-
solitary place shall be glad, and the desert
shall rejoice and blossom as the rose.” lie
feelingly alluded to Isaiah as-he walked in
solemn meditation close by SUoa's brook in
the Holy Land, and where as the “Oracle
of God” he was inspired by the sublimes!
thoughts and most brilliant conceptions
ever dreamed of in seraphic vision—"()

thou my voice inspire who touch’d Isaiah's
hallowed lips with fire.” To-day on tin-
plains ofKansas and even the farthest west
and the lonian Islands of the cast the
"Root of Jesse” stands as an "Ensign of
the People" to redeem fallen man from sin
and misery. The prophetic teaebimrs of
Isaiah and the sacred truths revealed in
God’s holy book arc to the missionary in
bis labors' in heathen lands like “seeds of
gold which in Ophir’s mountain glow”—
where revealed Religion invites all to par-
take of the Heavenly repast spread out by
the great Almighty Power and the fore-
shadowed Messiah —this “root of Jesse’"
even the Jewsand the Gentiles and the Lat-
ter Day Saints are now seekimr as (foil's
saving power of grace, by wflieh mankind
may yet be redeemed and saved.

Divine services were held by Rev. N. E.
Gilds on Sabbath afternoon i.-i-t at Cron-
gerstown, and at Rocky r.idge in the even-
ing.
