Hunting creek was famoua
for its game in those days ; and it de-
rived its name from this circumstance.

1 The Indians from the Cove Mountains
I passed over this spur of the Blue
Ridge in quest of game, and some of
the bows and arrows, we state on the
authority of Alexander Stewart, wore
found over a hundred years ago, along
our water courses. The Indians in
their hunting expeditions always fol-
low' the water courses, and from the
settlements of the Conoeochoague and
Antietam to the Monocacy, in other
days, they made frequent incursions.
About the time Braddock fell, in his
expedition to Fort Duquesne, in West-
moreland county, Fa., there was heard

| hero from the recesses of Harman’s
Gap a scream of exultation at the de-

| feat of the British troops and the
dance of deprecation was danced on

the occasion, according to their bar-
barous custom.

It was this scream, the war whoop
of defiance, perhaps the most horrid
sound that can be imagined, on the
frontiers of Frederick county in 1757-
’SB, which aroused such a terrible
commotion among the settlers of the

I Upper Monocacy. A few' of the sol-
diers under the brave Captain Evan

¦ .Shelby, who were from Frederick
county, returned and gave such a

1 thrilling account of the savages who
I (lew out i)f the woods and thickets-
like so many wasps.
