The book of Ecclesiastes is the life re-
view of the wisest and richest man of hi¢
day. Every statement has been tested.

A young man might have said the same
thing with equal eloquence and convie:
tion, but the impression on the mind of
the elderly reader would be, “Yes, his ads
vice is all very well in theory, but what
does he know about life*”

The words of the aged Solomon are open
Lo no such criticism.  Our text iy the first
of the shoi't, pithy sentences with which
the teachings of his wonderful carcer are
summed up.

In thought he goes back to the early
days of his reign. Then his country was
insignificant. Jerusalem itself was a pi
oncer city only thirty-three years old. lhc
people hore something of the same re'n-
tion to the surrounding nations as did the
Boers of a dozen vears ago to the Kuro
pean countries, They were strong, relig:
tous self contained, with few extremes of
poverty or wealth, who had partially en-
slaved. partially uxl«rmin:ll.('ls, the orig:
inal inbabitants of the land. Yet, they
were mostly isoluted on their plantations
and lacked the polish of refinement and
culture which only comes with long set-
tlement of a country and contact with the
great world.

Solomon recalled how ardently he had
entered into the work of putting his sub-
jects abreast of the times. He had wid-
ened the borders of the land until they
reached the Red Sea. There a dockvard
was established, a fleet of ships was buiit
ard launched, marking the first ventures
of the Jews mn commerce

Human nature being the same in all
ages, we can be sure that many a Jewish
fogy remonstiated “hat, take hard-
earncd money, the resnit of o much toil in
the Helds, and put it in these tubs, to go
on no one |\l]ﬂ\'.\‘ w IH‘I'!‘. to return no one
knows when, if ever? Young King. don't
be so foolish as to throw away our money
on the sea.”

The day when these ships sailed off in
gearch of trade and profit was hkely made
the occasion of great pageant by the Gov-
ernment to counteract these grumblings,
but as week after week went by and
month followed month, nothing was heard
of those much discusscd ships. The wise-
acres became all the wiser, shook their
headz more knowingly and croaked wmore
disconsolately.

The rule of greater economy propound
ed in the advice, “Cast thy hread upon the
waters, for thou shoit find 1t afrer many
days,” is good for our own age.

may make a living. That is all. The shift-
less voung who lives from hand
mouth, sati it he barely meets his
bills, we as on'y less than crim
inal.  The father, with a family looking
to him for support, who tacitly assunes
