Big Fight On “Dry” Bill.
Big Crowds Hear Debate.

State House, Annapolis, Feb. 29.
After an all day and nearly all night fight

on the Prohibition Bill both houses ad-
journed about 11 o’clock tonight with a

net result of nothing but oratory, and
without a single amendment being voted
on.

The battle will be resumed tomorrow,

and as a large percentage of members on

both sides wish to be heard on the sub-

ject there is no indication at present as

to when a vote will ever be taken.
It is impossible tonight to tell what

the outcome of the fight in either house
will be. It is plain, however, that the

prohibitionists feel that they have the

votes to put their measure across. They
are quite unconcerned. The only resent-
ment they ever show is against what ap-

pears to them to be dilatory tactics.
It is said that Governor Harrington

could save the situation for Baltimore if
he would only say the word. There are
several men in the Senate who would
vote to exempt the city from the pro-
vis! Ms of the prohibition bill if he would
tell them to do so, but ifreports are cor-

rect he is keeping very mum.
On the contrary, the gossip is that he

is leaning toward the other side. These
reports about how the Governor looks at

the situation have had the effect of bring-
ing back into the temperance lineup some

men who were wavering and were ready

to jump to the exemptionists.
Should the amendment to exempt Bal-

timore be voted down, the next effort

will be to secure a separate vote for the
city or, in other words, the plan will be

to substitute what in effect is a local

option for a prohibition bill.

52,000 Hear Sunday.
Baltimore Claims Record For

First Day Attendance.
Fifty.two thousand men and women

and youths Si nd iy heard Billy Sunday

on the opening day of his six weeks’
evangelistic campaign in Baltimore.

Sunday night’s record of attendance
broke all first-nightrecords in the history

of the campaigns, according to Mr. Sun-

day. Twenty thousand people were
packed in the Tabernacle at Twenty-ninth
street and Greenmount avenue, and be-
tween 4,000 and 5,000 were turned away.

“The only city that has come]anywhere
near this,” said the evangelist as he de-
scended from the platform at the con-

clusion of his third and last sermon of
the day, “is Philadelphia; and I believe
Baltimore has a good shade over the
Quaker City. It is superb—all that could

be wished. ”

Sunday came and saw and conquered.
He launched the campaign atlo.3oo’clock
in the forenoon; when he was presented
to an audience of about 15,000 by Gov-
ernor Harrington, who gave official ap-
proval to the meetings. At 2 o’clock in
the afternoon he preached to 17,000. En-
thusiasm, which even the most sanguine

among the members of the committee
had scarcely hoped for, swept all three
audiences. The throngs were made up

not of a majority of women, but largely
of substantial business men, of mechan-
ics, of clerks, with a sprinkling of society
folks, and here and there a city and State
official, a bank president, a big corpora-
tion official—an i dozens of ministers of
many denominations. The Rev, Dr. Hugh

Birckhead, rector of Emmanuel Protes-
tant Episcopal C urch, delivered the in-
vocation in the forenoon; the Rev. Dr.
R J. Wyckoff, of Madison Avenue Meth-
odist Episcopal church, in the afternoon,

and the Rev, Dr. H. A. Griesemer, of
Franklin Square Baptist Church, in the
evening.
