| Last Saturday morning a break occur-

red in the pipe line which brings water
from High Run reservoir to Thurmont.

The break, however, was not serious
enough to stop the How of water through

the entire system, but the water forced

through the crevice formed a sort of a

fountain, it rising in the air about 20
feet, and in failing came down on the
bridge and in the stream at the edge of
town.

The water main broke about a foot
from the wingwall on the southeast cor-

j ner of the State Road bridge, and it is
thought was caused by the setting of the
wingwall through which it passes, the
concrete being poured solid around the
pipe.

All day Saturday and Sunday the water
gushed high in the air and attracted the
attention of many citizens of the town i
and also of hundred of autoists who |

traveled the State Road. Early Monday j
morning Mr. James T. Waesche, super- i
intendent of the Water Company, and a |
number of men began repairing the
break. While the repair work was being j
done Thurmont was without water.

To Guard Key Anthem.
An ordinance emanating fiom the So- i

ciety of the Sons of the American Revo- ¦
lulion and which provides for the pay- j
ing of the deference due to “The Star-
Spangled Banner” was introduced in j
the Second Branch of the City Council,
Baltimore, Monday afternoon by Duke
Bond, of the Third district. The ordi-
nance makes it a misdemeanor for any
band, orchestra or individual to play

“Tie Star-Spangled Banner,” except as
an entire number and without variations
or embellishment of any kind. If the
ordinance is adopted, it will be unlawful
to play the anthem as a part of a medley

of patriotic or other airs or for dancing
or as an exit march.

It will also be required that wherever
practicable musicians, performers or

other persons shall stand while “The

Star-Spangled Banner” is being played,
sung or rendered the penalty for the
violation of the ordinance being fixed at
not more than SIOO. The ordinance was
referred to the Committee on Police and
Jail, of which John J. Mahon is the Sec-
ond Branch chairman.
