The Herald
is equally unfortunate, br' ratherAve should say
reckless, in its statement of the Amount of the
premium notes of the company, they do not reach
as the Herald asset ts, the sum ofsloo,ooo. The
total of premium notes, we learn, up to the time
of the fire of the 27th January last, amounted
in round numbers to the Bum of $76,000. Nor
is it pretended by any member of the present
Board, as the Herald asserts, that the casli cap-
ital can never he reached. It is only contended,
under the charter, that is the lost of the as-
setts of the company which can' be appropriated
to the payment of losses. And we submit to ev-
ery candid and prudent business man, that this
