The mutineers then nude a raft and
left the ship la mM Atlantic They are
believed to have lost their lives tn the
breaking up of tINt raft

Shipped at San Francwce
The mutineers were shipped at Sea

Francisco Their names aa given by
Captain are W A Hobbs
Ernest Sears and Jules Turner

Nixon the second ofBcer while
to rescue the captain received

the wound of which he died The muti-
neers constructed a ran of a few nlanka
sad coops which they launched from Ute
ship then about SM miles north of the

Island The captain searched
for the raft the next day but U was
not sighted sad It waa surmised that it
went to Pisces

Captain Peattie added that Hobbs was
the actual murderer of Nixon whom be
shot through the heart The captain
himself was shot twice but had quite
recovered when he arrived here

Intended to Ship
The chief officer discovering that the

three men had mutinied mustered the
crew on the poop Intending to await
daylight and then attempt to capture
the mutineers The latter however es
caped in the darkness

No explanation la given to account for
the mutiny The captain supposes U vs
the Intention of the mutineers ar-
dor the officers and the men who relinked
to Join them and then take the ship to
Pltcairn Island
