An increase of over 200000000 in
the capital stock of the Pennsylvania
Railroad Company Is the startling propo-
sition which will be submitted to the
shareholders at their annual meeting on
March 10

The plan Is to authorize an Increase
to about double the amount now out
standing and at the same time to au
thorize an issue of bonds equal to the
same aggregate amount raising the to
tal capitalization of the company when
It is all Issued to almost if not quite-
a billion dollars President Cassatt Is
determined to maintain the present pres-
tige of the company as the greatest
railroad corporation in the world and to
do so requires quick command of almost
unlimited capital

Tile present authorized capital of the
company is 251700000 Of that amount
203272100 has been Issued and was
outstanding on January 1 1902 while the
bonded Indebtedness of the company at
the same time was 89000000 in round
numbers In addition to the amount of
stock outstanding about 35000000 of
the present authorized capital will have
to be reserved for the 50000000 of 3
per cent convertible bonds Issued last
year which are redeemable In 1904 with
stock at 70 thus leaving only about 13
000000 of the present authorized Issue
of 1251700000 available

Pennsylvania Railroad officials yester
day declined to specify the exact amount
of Increase the stockholders will be
asked to authorize but on the basis of
double the present outstanding stock
203000000 the amount of tire increase

would be at least 200000000 and it is
more than probable that the amount
will be 250000000 bringing the author
ized capital to approximately 500000
000

It was explained officially that the
purpose in asking for authority to in
crease the capital stock of the company
