In arriving at estimate of
000000 for the internal commerce of the
United States the Bureau of Statistics
Includes only transaction In each
article produced while In fact a large

000000 those of agriculture at nearly
4000000000 and those of minerals

tries with the same accuracy as that of
the United States it is known that In ag
ricultural products manufactures and
minerals the United States now out
ranks the other nations of the world
sad that the transactions in
products which form the intornal com-
merce may therefore be assumed to
surpass those of any other country

The manufactures of the United States
are now about double those of the United
Kingdom and nearly equal to those
France Germany and Russia combined
while the value of the agricultural
products of theUnited States far ex-

ceeds that of any other single country
