reer said a prominent member
minority this morning She desires
to appear above all dissension when she
Is In reality the storm enter

Tool in Her Hands
The Red Cross executive

Is a mere tool in Miss Bartons hand It
has carried out her wishes to the let
ter She Is a pillar or strength At
eightytwo she stands with the courage
of a woman of half her years and is
ready to battle with the whole world to
carry out her own wishes She not only
gained absolute control tle Red Cress
for life but laid plans which would en
able her to direct Its policy from her
grave through eternity Tet she says
shQ s a silent and sorrowful spectator
of a controversy that appeared to bo
leading where no true friend of the Red
Cross would care to follow

Jn her statement issued from New
York yesterday Miss Barton opens with
the declaration that she has taken no
part in the controversy which has dis
rupted the society and concludes with
an appeal for funds with which to es
tablish new branch of the Red Cross
to be known as the First Aid Depart-
ment She says Is her
train ambulance corps in every factory
store and mill In the country and to
provide emergency containing sup
plies necessary treatment of
wounds arid charts showing what is to
he done in all sorts emergencies be

Miss Barton states thatthe work of
the new department is to be chiefly edu
cational The emergency cases are to be
prepared by tho society sold at
small cost to schools factories rail
ways and mills Any profit realized is
to be used tynhe Red meet its
needful means Misa
Barton Hopes to Talse unds to meet
great national calamities

issallant is under arrest

The affray occurred shortly after 7
oclock and was seen by a large number
of passengers The car was bowling
along near the corner of Road
when Townsend walked down the aisle
to collect the fares On reaching McCall
IB recognized him as the man with whom

he had had trouble recently and the
quarrel was immediately renewed

As on the previous occasion the dis-
pute was over the most trivial matter
In asking for a transfer to the herdic
McCall spoke of thc vehicle as a

coach while the conductor failed to
understand this designation

If you want a transfer to the herdicIll give it to you he said-
I asked for a transfer tothe coach

retorted the negro angrily
The heated discussion continued for a

few moments and created Intense ex-
citement among the passengers Sud-
denly McCall Jumped to his feet and
winging the cane through the air
brought it down with great force on his
opponents head The blow relied
Townsend and he immediately lapsed
into unconsciousness

A large crowd gathered and Acting
Sergeant Brenerman of the Tenth pre-
cinct who had been standing nearby
was attracted to the scene A hurry
call was sent to the residence of Dr
Honry Fay at 2435 Columbia Road and
the physician was soon in attendance

Fortunately Townsends skull was not
fractured the blow In spite of this
however be remained unconscious for
several hours

almost to the proportions of a fad Yet
when put to the test of actual experi-
ment the result has been humiliating
failure The experience of Canton and
Charloroi Is still fresh In public recol
lection Numerous other cases where
bloodhounds have been put upon the
trail have been reported but the record
upon their achievements has been sus-
piciously silent The success of blood
hounds in slavery days was no doubt
due to two conditions neither of which
is present today The dogs were care
fjilly trained for the purpose for which
they and were puro bred
The socalled bloodhounds used today
are seldom of straight breed and almost
invariably untrained

his room contains an example of their
use It will be well to avoid

placed in their instinct it is certainly
not enough without corroborative evi-
