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LAW TO INPRISON
IN DEFAULT OF FINE

Construction Involved in
Case of Daniel Harris.

HABEAS CORPUS DENIED
|

Counsel Will Appeal to Determine‘
Right of Accused to Trial by Jury

Refused in Police Court.

Justice Barnard yesterday dismissed
the petition of Daniel Harris for a wri:
of habeas corpus to secure his release
from the workhouse. Harris was con-
victed in the Police Court of vagrancy
on May 22, and sentenced by Judge Kim-
ball, presiding in the District branch of
the court, to pay a fine of $10 and in
default be imprisoned in the workhouse
for thirty days.

Justice Barpnard held there was no

error in the record of the procesdings
in the Police Court which would war-
rant the matter being reviewed by the
Supreme Court of the District on habeas
corpus proceedings.

In hig petition for release from cus-
tody Harris contended he had not been
committed to the workhouse by due
process of law. He said when he was
arraigned in the Police Court he plead-
ed not guilty and demanded to be tried
by a jury. This right, he said, Judge
Kimball denied him, adjudged him to be
a vagrant, and ordered that he be im-
prisoned in the workhocuse for thiriy

days
Statute Applicable to Case.

Harris was arrested under the amend-
ment of July 18, 1898, to the act of 1892,
which provides that all persons con-
victed of being vagrants, idle or dis-
orderly persons, shall be punished by 2
fine not exceeding $40, or shall give bond
in the sum of $500 for good behavior for
six morths.

The latter part of section 44 of the
code relating to prosecutions in the Po-
lice Court says:

“In all cases where the accused would
not, by force of the Constitution of the
United States, be entitled to a trial by
jury, the trial shall be by the court
without a jury, unless in such of said
last-named cases wherein the fine or
penalty may be $30 or more, or impris-
onment, as a punishment for the offense
may be thirty days or more, the accussd
shall demand a trial by jury, in which
case trial shall be by jury. In all cases
where the said court shall impose a fine
it may, in default of payment of “he
fine imposed. commit the defendant for
such term as the court thinks right and
proper, not to exceed one year.”

Contention of Counsel.

It was contended by Harris’ counsel
that under this section of the code, he
was clearly entitled to a trial by jury.
It was pointed out that the Police Court
had the power to imprison him for thirty
Gaye or more, and, in fact, acting under
this authority, did sentence him to im-
prisonment in the workhouse for thirty
dsys. In the light of these facts and
circumstances it was argued Harris was
unquestionably entitled to a jury trial.
He was given the alternative of paying
a fine of $10, but because of his poverty
this he was unable to do.

It was contended by counsel for the
Government, that Harris was not sent
to the workhouse as a punishment for
the offense of which he was found
guilty—that of being a vagrant—but the
sentence to imprisonment was imposed
as a punishment for his failure to pay
the fine imposed by the court.

This, it is contended by some lawyers,
is a strained construction to place upon
tte code governing such cases. Hairls
being an acknowledged pauper aund not
able to pay his fine, it is absurd, it is
contended, that he should be punished by
imprisonment for failing to do somoc-
thing which he was actually unable to
do. In this light of the case, Lis sen-
tence to tke workhouse, it is held, is
nothing more nor less than an imprison-
ment for debt.

Case in Point Cited.

It is pointed out that if the position

of Judge Kimball is correct, there could |

be two persons, one sentenced, say, for
2 period of forty days as a punishment
for the offense, entitled to a jury trial,
and another sentenced to a period of

eleven months on account of the non- |

payment of his fine, and not entitled to
& jury trial, both serving at the same
time, and the only advantage one would
have over the other would be that in
case the filne was paid, the last-mention-
ed person would be released, but if
such person should be poor and unable
to pay his fine, he would have to
languish in jail or in the workhouse for
the full term of his sentence—eleven
wmonths.

Position Untenable.

It is claimed by many able lawyers
that such a statement shows the ab-
surdity and untenabllity of the position
taken by the Police Court, and that the
real meaning of the law is that where an
offense is punishable with a fine of not
less than $50 or imprisonment not ex-
ceeding thirty days, the party is not
entitled to ajury trial, but that whenever
as a punishment for the offense, the
judge of the Police Court has authority
to incarcerate a person convicted before
him for z period of more than thirty
days, the person before the court is
clearly entitled to a trial by his peers—
that it is not a question as to whether the
judge does in a given case. but merely a
question of what the judge may do under
the law for viclating which the persecu-
tion is had, which determines whether
or not the accused is entitled to a trial
by jury.

Harris’ counsel have announced that
they will take an appeal to the Court
of Appeals for the District.
