Another championship has been added
to the list of honors for which pugilists
may contend When George Gardner de-
feated Jack Root at Fort Erie July 4

he won for himself a new title light
heavyweight champion With his vic-
tory there went In addition to the lib-

eral purse a belt which signifies that
In his own class Gardner was as much-
a champion as Jeffries in his

The new championship classification
makes tho seventh There is heavy
weight light heavyweight middleweight
welterweight lightweight featherweight-
and bantam Fifteen years ago there
were only three recognized divisions
Sullivan was the heavyweight champion
Dempsey the middle and McAullffe the
light

The four new classes are the out
growth of the realization that it was
unfair to cheat of careers many clever
and able boxers whose misfortune it was
to be too light for one class and too
heavy for another

One in Dispute
Only one of the present championships-

can Justly be said to be In dispute This
is the middleweight Ryan is credited
with being its possessor and undoubted
lv he has a strong claim He never
weighs over the limit of 158 pounds and
in the last ten years has met pretty
nearly everybody who could make the
weight and has been uniformly

But it must be said against Ryan that
he never really won the title from its
holder It is rather his by default

ThreeTwo
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Has Not Yielded Title
When Fltzsimmons began meeting

heavyweights It was thought that he had
forfeited his claim to the middleweight
premiership and could not make tho
middle figures if ho wanted to But
Fitzsimmons denies this He says he
has never gone above 165 pounds and
could get down to 158 without difficulty
If this be true there Is little doubt but
that the lanky Antipodean could vindi-

cate his claims for Ryan himself would
