He has done remarkable things In

baseball He was once a great ball-

player himself and has been a constant
student of the fine points of the
since he retired from active service He
was a good average batsman and as
great an outfielder as ever played the

same Hanlon was a remarkably clever

base runner and had few equals and
superiors in his time when stars like
John Ward Jimmy Fogarty Curt Welch
Harry and Arlie Latham were
at their best

When Hanlon took hold of the Balti
more club In May 1892 they had ost
sixteen games and won but one The
team was comprised alnfbst entirely of
youngsters and castoffs from other
clubs Two years after they won the
pennant and probably wore the most fin

ished ball team that ever appeared on
the diamond Since 18G4 with Baltimore
and Brooklyn Hanlon has won five pon
nants and has never worse than
second any year

I certainly expect to land the Brook
lyn team In the first division In spite
of the fact that we have almost

a new team Many of the play
ers wore strangers to fast company be

It Is my experience that no matter
whether a young man just break-
ing Into fast company Is a natural ball-
player or not be needs plenty of talk-
ing to and schooling in the points of the
