The Idea of God was the subject
chosen by tho Rev Dr Power of the
Vermont Avenue Christian Church In his
sermon yesterday Beginning with the
assertion that the Idea of God Is uni
versal and that no man was ever born
an atheist Dr Power traced tho concep-

tion of God by man through the different
stages up to that of the Christian

He showed how even today there lin
gers a trace of animism the lowest con
ception of God among civilized men The
man who takes a brick from Mount Ver
non or a nail on which John Brown hung
his coat practices animism in a mild
form

The next step was polytheism the be-

lief of the Greeks and the Romans But
even in polytheism there was always the
idea of a supreme being and from this
stage we rise to the pantheistic concep
tion of God Athcem says Nothing Is

God pantheism says Everything Is

GodIf parthelsm bo true said Dr
Power all things i e God bad as well
as good and there is distinction be
twetj right and wrorg Still there Is

latent truth In the pantheistic Idea of

deity The New Testarrtnt teaches God

Is not only above all but through all
and In all

The highest idea of God Is Christian
theism The peculiarity of Christianity-

is that It combines all conceptions of one
supreme allperfect being maker and
ruler of all things with the concep

tion of a holy lawgiver
Dr Power said there was danger that

we as a nation and as Individual per

sons should forget God and go after
false gods He bade men beware of the

call of the wild which says means
in man reversion to a type which re
veals the savage This call of the wild
is seen In mob violence which results
In the burning of men and the gathering-
of in San Francisco to see a
brutal prize fight
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for many years Mrs ONeale had
reached her year and
death was due to ailments incident to
old age She is survived by a son James
ONeale formerly of Georgetown and
Miss Agatha of Washington

Dr Van Schaicks Practical Sermon-
on Subject of Race Murder

The Rev John Van Schaick Jr
preached at the Church of Our Father
Thirteenth and L Streets northwest
yesterday on the subject Race Mur-

der versus Summer work for Children in
Washington The sermon was entirely
practical and was an interesting con-

tribution to the discussion now raging
about the excessive infant mortality In
large cities

Ho referred to the deaths resulting
from the failure of mothers to provide
the child with its natural food and also
to the deaths of Infants who are born
with never a chance for living because
of the sins of the fathers Continuing-
ho said

There j i sin for which neither fa-

ther or as such are to blame
but where the responsibility rests upon
tho community An InaHeiMe right
of every child is pure air water food
and light In Gods sight there Is no
status for the pollution of these things

Where we let greedy landlords build
little alley tenements where ve fall to
compel provision for ventilation and
sunlight where we permit men to sell
poison for food and deadly poison for
drink as a community we are to blame
With purer food better water and hy-

gienic dwellings infant mortality would
decrease I want to take occasion In
this connection to say that the work of
the Sanitary Improvement Company un-

dertaken from the highest motive by
men of the highest standing In the com-

munity has done two notable things It
has provided comfortable homes for
families of limited income and it has
demonstrated to the business world that
a reasonable percentage can be made
upon investments of this kind

The enormous profits from tenement
investments in the past have been blood
money pure and simple

We have been speaking of the dark
side On the other hand however how
many forces are at work In the com-

munity to answer the cry of the children
for help The health officer is doing a
work of education The Commissioners-
are taking up with Congress tha subject
of alley houses They are prosecuting
work on sewage disposal and filtration
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of water They arc attempting to make
this a better city in which to live The
Associated Charities Is arousing public
sentiment concerning the spread of dis-
ease fighting unsanitary tenements giv-

ing summer outings making it possible
for poor children to go to the woods anti
the open country opening playgrounds
and training friendly visitors who go to
their unfortunate brothers and sisters
with Christian sympathy and help
