PRESIDENT TO APPOINT
PRESIDING

Other Six Members to Be
Selected by Chief Justice
of United States From
Circuit Courts for Stated
Terms

Well informed assert there Is
no doubt that Congress will act

on the suggestion and petition of
the American Bar Association and
a Court of Patent Appeals Tho neces
sity for the organization of such a tri
bunal to consider and dispose of all
litigations growing out of disputes con
cerning patents and copyrights was for
cibly presented by the committee on pa
tents trademarks and copyrights at the
meeting of the Bar Association at Hot
Springs Va last month-

It is proposed that the new shall
be composed of seven members and have
a permanent home In Washington D C
The head of the court shall be desig-
nated an president Judge Instead of
chief Justice the title of the principal
officer of other legal tribunals in the
United States

The president judge is to be nomi
nated by the President of the United
States and the other six members of
the court by the Chief Justice of the
Supremo Court of the United States
The president judge shall hold office
during good behavior or until he reaches
the age of seventy years when he shall
be retired on full pay

The president judge shall receive a
salary of 12000 and the associate
judges 11500 annually f

Composition of Tribunal
The proposed legislation providing for

the establishment of the court sets forth
that the Chief Justice of the United
States shall designate in writing two
judges of two of the circuit courts of
the United States to sit as associate
judges of the United States Court of
Appeals for two years and two other
judges of two other circuit courts
of the United States to sit as
associate judges of the same court for
four years and two other judges of two
other circuit courts of the United States
to sit as associate judges of the same
court for six years After that as the
periods expire for which such desig
nations shall have been made the Chief
Justice of the United States shall nil the
vacancies occurring by designation of
other judges of circuit courts of the
United States to sit for periods of six
years each
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No judge shall be designated to sit as
associate Judge In the United States
Court of Appeals for more than one

of six years continuously
Whenever any case shall have been

certified from the United States Court of
Appeals to the Supreme Court of the
United States by certiorari or other-

wise It shall bo upon its determination-
by the Supreme Court remanded to the
circuit court of tho United States or
other court or tribunal In which It origi
nated for further proceedings to be tak
en in pursuance of such determination

Transfer of Cases

All appeals and writs of error in cases
In which appellate Jurisdiction Is by the
proper legislation conferred upon the
United States Court of Appeals which
shall have been pending without hearing-
In the United States circuit courts of

appeals for six calendar months prior
to the taking effect of the law shall
be transferred frpm such circuit courts of
appeals to the United States Court of
Appeals and be heard and determined-
In that court as though they had been
taken from the trial court by ap-

peal or writ of error
The report of the committee on pat-

ents trademarks and copyright which
vas submitted to American Bar As
sociation by Messrs Edmund Wetntorn
R S Taylor Arthur Steuart William C
Strawbrldge and Lysander Hill says

The present system Is a breach of

faith on the part of the Government to-

ward both patentees and the public The
Constitution and the statute recognize
the right of property in inventions
They authorize the granting of patents
vesting title In property The title rests
on the grant It exists legally only by
force of the statute It is of value only
as it Is supported by the law and by the
courts Without courts sufficient in
number jurisdiction and organization to
uphold the patentees rights wherever
they may be invaded the grant is in ef-

fect a fraud on the grantee It is a
shortlived grant Relief against those
who disregard it must be prompt or
it will be Inadequate It Is a case i in
which justice delayed is justice denied

Invalid Patents
The people are commanded by the

law to respect the rights of patentees
They are charged with knowledge of tho
law and of the existence and contents
of patents They are bound to know
whether a patent Is valid or not An
invalid patent is a wrongful grant to an
Individual of that which justly belongs-
to the public The decisions of the
courts of last resort show that more than
half of all the patents litigated are in-

valid To allow the holder of an In
valid patent to terrorize the community-
by pretenses threats and suits with
out putting within the reach of the pub-

lic the means of exposing the falsity of
the pretenses and the invalidity of the
patents promptly and affectively is a
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breach of faith on the part of thu Gov-

ernment
Our judicial system fails to meet

these plain requirements of justice We
have In effect nine supreme courts for
the trial of patent causes They are not
bound to follow one anothers decisions-
in respect to the same patent on the
same facts A patentee having estab
lished the validity of his patent In one
circuit has no certain assurance that it
will be respected In any other A pat
ent upheld by one circuit court of ap-

peals may be nullified by another
An Educational Process

To avoid or at least minimize danger
in the organization of the court the act
provides that the judges shall be select-
ed from among the circuit judges the
provident Judge to be appointed by the
President and tho associate Judges to be
doslgnated from among the circuit
judges by the chief justice of the Su
preme Court of the United States to sit
for periods of six years each two to
retire every two years and be replaced
by two others coming directly from the
circuit bench This method of selection
would insure the presence on the bench
of judges of known and tried ability
and experience in the general field of
Jurisprudence as well as in the patent
law While these selections will be by
the terms of the law from among the
judges of the circuit courts they will
be In effect from among the Judges of
the United States Circuit Courts of Ap
peals

After a period of service In the
United States Court of Appeals the as-

sociate judges would return to their du
ties on the circuit bench with added
knowledge and experience In the field
of patent law and undiminished capacity
for usefulness In the general field

TO QUIT POOLROOM

At Least They Will Fight Before

They Do So

Thomas II Fields counsel for the
managers of the poolroom on the Potomac
River the Chain Bridge stated

that his clients have no idea
of abandoning the business The pool
room he said will soon be in operation
again

Yesterday Mr Fields approached
Prosecuting Attorney Mullowny with a
new proposition by which it is hoped to
open the poolroom again Mr Fields
proposes that the bookies do away
with the sheets and all tangible evi-

dences of gambling and in that way
probably avoid the law

He asked for Mr Mullownys opinion-
on the matter but the Prosecuting At
torney was noncommittal-

He told Mr Fields however that if
he opened the poolroom detectives would
be on hand to take evidence and report-
it to the District Attorneys office and
If the evidence reported Justified it an
other raid would most certainly be made

There are other methods of receiving
returns from the races run in different
parts of the country than over the tele-
graph wire which was closed to the
poolroom people yesterday In fact
Mr Fields said that phase ol
the business was seriously considered
before the poolroom was opened and
he said there are five other means of
receiving the news from the
race tracks

Mr Fields said he was surprised by
the action taken by Commissioner West
in the matter He knows no law he
said which makes It unlawful to use
telephone poles for stringing telegraph
wires If there is Mr Fields says he
would like to see It In this connection-
he said he can point out a great num
ber of offices in Washington In which
the news Is received by telegraph over
