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CURRENT NEWS AND GOSSIP

OF INTEREST TO INVESTORS

Tho opening hours of todays market
wore marked by the absence of sub-

stantial outside buying or aggressive
support from large market interests
With London inclined to sell and many
traders disposed to take the short side
again for a time the trading was dis-

tinctly tame

Outside of a few small and local ex-

tensions in Montana and North Dakota
none of the Northern Securities lines
have projects on hand for building new
railroads The territory Is fairly well
covered by tho lines and no additions-
are likely to be made for some time

London cable dispatches report a gen-

erally better feeling prevailing there
this morning owing to tho announce-
ment that 12500000 in gold is on the
way to London from India This is
expected to help the money situation-
In tho British banks Consols are un-

changed from Saturdays prices and
money rates are a little easier

Tomorrow will bring forth the solu-
tion of a perplexing financial problem
one that has had a depressing Influence
on the stock market for a long time
The directors of the steel trust will
meet to decide whether a dividend shall
bo declared on the common stock Gen-

eral opinion has prophesied no divi-

dend but In either event an undesirable
factor will be lifted off the market A
report was circulated today that when
the corporation was formed certain
agreements were made with foreign in
terests that no reduction In the divi-
dend would be made until after Decem-
ber 1903

Enormous losses have been sustained-
in the market in the past months de-
pression by some of the largest banking
interests In the country and the largest
operators as well as the public and
various pools and syndicates Confidence-
in the future stability of tho market will
not be fully restored for some time
Nothing warrants the expectation of a
real bullish sentiment

The financial chaos that might result
from the disorganization of the North-
ern Securities Company if the Supreme
Court decides its existence is illegal is
a matter of Important consideration n
figuring on tho future condition of tho
market Temporary prices at least
hang in the balance

The Iron and steel trade Is adjusting
itself conditions and there IB

no occasion for tho current pessimism
regarding the outlook for new business

Bankers appear more disposed to put
out money on time contracts owing to
their belief that the demand for money
In connection with the moving of the
crops will be offset by the Government
payments to tho banks under Secretary
Shaws money market relief plans

The heaviest selling pressure in tho
week was In the United States Stael
issues and Pennsylvania stock the last
named having been sold by houses that
often operate for important Interests
The decline In this Issue naturally cre-

ated uneasiness as It was thought that
liquidation came from sources that were
heavily interested In the flotation of the
new stock

Urgent liquidation of the last two
weeks has undoubtedly gone far toward
mending the weak spots in the

situation and there Is no reason
why cash purchases of stocks should
not be made at the current level The
market is filled with solid stocks and
bonds soiling at a level that returns
o per cent and above and no investor
should ask for a better return than the
quoted price

Current earnings of the Pennsylvania-
are largo enough to cover dividends de
spite the Increase In the companys
capitalization Tho Street Is not wor-
ried about the companys ability always-
to pay dividends The uneasiness over
Pennsylvania affairs has to do entirely
with the belief that many people are
tied up with the stock to an extent
that is a to the general market
Tho new stock was offered to stock
holders at 120 when the outstanding
stock was selling above 140 In last
