ROME Dec IS Italys bombardment
of Durbo in Italian Somallland whore
Lieutenant Grabau was killed which
has been undertaken by the warship
Galileo Is merely for the purpose of im-

pressing the natives It is pointed out
in official circles that Italy does not
need foreign assistance to punish those
who offend her as might be thought af
ter the revenge taken at Durbo by the
British warship Mohawk

Lieut Charles Grabau commanding-
the Italian gunboat Antelope attempted-
to land at Durbo on the Tlgurtlne coast
two natives belonging to a Somalilanfl
tribe Not seeing the Italian flag flying
over the village the lieutenant gaVb

two hours in which to obey and whorl
