More Accurate Alley Statis-
tics Are Sought

RECORDS FROM HOSPITALS

Chicago and Boston Furnish Ideas as to
Proper Means of Treating

Slum Evils

Health Officer Woodward has Istruct
cd his subordinates in the District
Health Department to ascertain the
residence of nil persons dyjng in local
hospitals This action was inspired by
the recent trip of Jacob Riis through
the citys slum and the pbject of th
order is to charge all deaths to the al-

leys and squares in which the stat dls
case originates thus making the vital
statistics more reliable and accurate

Subsequent to Mr Kits inspection It
has been found that statistics do not
bear out In every Instance the con
tentions of the famous New York slum
worker and the secretary of the local
Associated Charities In H6m6 alleys
where cases of fatal Known to
have originated tho records show no
deaths for tan reason that the victims
have been taken to one or another of
the many hospitals in the city for treat-
ment When death occurred the record
merely contained the of the In-

stitution
Records Are Obscured

Tho records of the alleys are conse-
quently obscured in many cases when
several deaths should be charged
against their squalor and filth With
the promulgation of this new order Dr
Woodward hopes to mak the alley vital
statistics

In discussing the leg lutlon now re
quested b the CommKalqnors looking-
to to and demolish
buildings which are unsanitary or gerrn
Infected Dr Woodward said that Chica-
go and Boston seem to have solved the
problem in a simple but effective man-
ner

As It Is in Chicago
Acordlng to reports which he has on

flle in his office when a house ih Chi-
cago is believed to be unsanitary a
health commission is sent to inspect the
premises If commission reports for
demolition an order is directed to the
chief of the fire department to effect
the desired result The fire laddies go
out on a practice run as it were and
the objectionable house Is rased with lit-
tle ado
The Boston method is more conserva-

tive If the premises are condemned a
notice Is served to that effect upon the
owner lessee tenant ocoupant or any
body else who may be found on the
premises If no one can found a let-
ter Js mailed to the owner at his last
known address instructing him to cause
the demolition of the houses within tendays

If the structure remains standing at
the expiration of that time the destruc
tion is effected at the cost of the prop-

HYATTSVILLE Dec 19 Michael Mc

Cormlck driver of public vehicle
drovo into tho Eastern Branch of the
Potomac River just below the bridge
behind Caseys blacksmith shop some-
time between 1 and 5 oclock tills morn
Ing His frozen body was discovered by
John E Bowles who informed Justice
of the Peace Gus A Dahlor and Under
taker S Gasch

The bank at this point is abrupt
about three feet above high tide Over
this the right wheels wore driven up-
setting the vehicle and dragging the
hor e after it into three feet of water
Nothing was broken about the carriage-
or harness The horse In struggling
with his head upstream had gotten It
under tho sent and was drowned

Unable to Reach Bank
McCormick was found with his face

upturned and partly out of the water
with its thin sheet of ice as If he
had made some effort to reach the
hank six feet away The body was
taken out and when examined showed
no marks of violence except a slight cut
over the right eye evidently made by
the ice

He was dressed In a black suit and
had on no overcoat His pockets con-
tained 50 cents a knife and a piece of
tobacco

The body was removed to the under-
takers office and placed In a coffin
George E Lynch who conducts a no-
tion store next door to tho Wirt House
identified tho man as having driven
past his place about 2 oclock yester-
day afternoon with a woman passenger
coming in the direction of Hyattsvllle
and returning and stopping two hours
later

Searching for Husband
Lynch went to the carriage and the

occupant introduced herself as Mrs
Carter of 1314 B Street southwest
Washington saying that she was
searching for her husband who was
member of the firm of Carter clarke
commission merchants of Tenth Street
wharf who has been missing since
Tuesday and Who she understood had
been in Bladensburg

Miss Abigail saw the vehicle

inquiries as to her husband but up to
that time had obtained no information
The driver was next seen shortly after

Fiftysue Families Homeless and Many

A number of tho occupants narrowly

Tho building was one of the oldest of
tho Worlds Fair structures and was
forrnwly known as tIme Marlboro It
was four stories high and the apart-
ments were mostly two and forr rooms
The flames swept through the building
from the base ment to the roof in a few
minutes and before any of the tenants
could nave their belongings

What caused the fire is not known It
started in a part of the building far re-
moved from the boiler room

Butler made a good witness He was
deliberate in making his statements
undo although put through a severe
ssexamnatlon by Assistant District
Attorney Gordon his evidence was not
Shaken His story of the circumstances
which led to tile tragedy is substantially
to tho effect that on June 23 his step-
father Joseph Green before leaving
home in the morning gave his mother
Nettie Green permission to sell some
rags in order to obtcln money to pay
her expenses on an excursion This Mrs
Green did GrCen however came homo
late Jh the afternoon He was under
the influence of drink and quarreled
with his wife because she sold the rags
Green demanded that his wife give him
tho money she received for the rags
This she refused to do and a quarrel en-
sUed which elided in Green beating his
wife first with the handle of a broom
and with a barrel stave Butler
said Green knocked his mother down
with the barrel stave and commenced
tOkldk her at the same threaten
lag that he would clean out all the nig
gers in the House Butler said when
Green persisted in beating his mother
he picked up ax and struck him a
blow on the head and felled him to the
ground Green was taken to the hos-
pital but did not recover from the ef-
fects of the injury he received
