The report opens with a statement of
an accident on Pennsylvania Avenue on
November 1 In which a deaf man was
run over by an ambulance from the
hospital and seriously Injured No
blame Is attached to the ambulance
driver who did everything In his power
to avoid the accident but the cause off
the trouble seems to have been that
ambulance bell did not give forth a suffi-
ciently loud note of warning The
driver told Dr Hawkes he had been
trying to get a new bell for several
months A new bell was ordered by
Dr Hawkes but later this order was
rescinded at the instance of the board of
directors on the plea of economy

Died of Blood Poisoning-
An Instance Is cited of a patient under

treatment for delirium tremens being
placed under a restraintsheet which
made any mOement on his part Impos
sible Symptoms of alcoholism were re-
lieved but a bedsore developed and
the man died from apparent septic in-
fection The report says on this sub
ject

Investigation showed that the man
Jiad been tightly strapped down on a
bed that had Instead of springs
Iron slats conditions sufficient to pro
duce a bedsore especially with one In a
reduced condition The resident physi-
cian knew of the depressed condition of
the man In consequence of alcoholism
and his attention was called to the char-
acter of the bed by one of the assistant
resident physicians when the restraintsheet was put on Under these circum-

Family of George Barry Has Narrow
Becker Arrested on

Suspicion of Incendiarism-

A strange fatality seems to mark the
apartments of Dr H Becker on the
second floor of the building at CIS Sev-
enth Street and the family of George
Barry the janitor who sleep on the
fourth floor For the second time within-
a week and the third time in a year
the offices caught fire and the Barrys
who had to be carried from the build-
ing on Sunday night by Crossing Po-
liceman H K Rosen required the same
service last night front Crossing Police
man C W Gwynne

Gwynne while on duty last night no-
ticed flames bursting from the second
story windows He turned In an alarm
and remembering the narrow escape
the Barrys on Sunday night he roped
his way to floor where he found
them calmly sleeping Barry himself
was not at home The policojnan car-
ried the boy down first and then re-
turned for the mother After half an
hours hard work the fire department
under Chief Wagner and Assistant Chief
Kelllher put out the fire which entailed
a loss of about 300 There is no lue
as to the origin of these successive fire

Those peculiar circumstances resulted-
In the arrest this morning by Sergeant
Murphy and Precinct Detective Law-
rence ODea Pcker the oc-
cupant of the rooms whe these fires
started Becker Is a patent attorney
but calls himself doctor The charge
against him at present is merely sus-
picion

The circumstances which caused Beck
ers arrest according to police are-
a series coincidences Becker is said
to owe a mortgage on tho furniture in
his offices The mortgagee was to have
taken the furniture away last Monday
Sunday night occurred the first lire of
this week which arose In the excelsior
stuffing of the sofa In the front office
Tho foreclosing of the mortgage wall
then postponed until today

On Thursday night Dr Uockor
bought a gallon of coal oil But onequart of this oil could be found when
his rooms were searched Last nights
fire was confined to books bookcases
and curtains the floor not being burned
me detectives thought they could de-
tect the odor of coal oil on some of
the books that were not burned It
was also observed that silverware ex-
pensive books and other valuables hud
boon removed to a roar room Dr
Becker Insists that those are mere
coincIdences and denies any
knowledge ot how the fire arose His
presence at the rooms at the time of
the fire he aooounts for by saying that
ho reached the scene a fow mo
moats after the fire broke out He is

Now that It Is practically decided
that a canal to divide the continents
of North and South America will be
bunt It may not be out of place to con
elder the probable effects of this undertaking from a sanitary point of view

In the first Instance It would seem
certain that the building of an isth-
mian canal will be attended by great
loss of life unless measures are en-
forced to render the conditions in the
regions through which the waterway
must pass less inimical to health than
Is tha case at present The district

on the proposed Panama route
Is perhaps one of the most notorious-
ly unhealthy In the world This fact
was conclusively proved by the mor
tallty and sickness among the Laborers
on the portion of the Panama Canal
built by the De Lesseps company
men were unable to live for any length
of time in the locality and the mor-
tality among the Chinese and to a les-
ser extent among the negroes was
rightful

Asia Fears Yellow Fever
Sir Patrick Manson In a paper read

before the EpIdemiological Society of
Great Britain February 25 of this year

the possible danger of
Invasion by yellow fever of Asia as the
consequence of the digging of the Pan-
ama Canal He pointed out that ship-
loads of laborers would SOon be ply
Inc between Panama and the seaports
of Asia and that unless extraordinary
precautions were taken the Inevitable
result must be that the malady would
be conveyed and spread among the

I dont know what made me do It
ho said I read a great deal of the
Cudahy case in Omaha and how 25000
was taken I wanted the money to study
art In Europe

Brennan used several names and as
many methods In seeking to extort
money In a letter to R T Crane he
directed that 50000 be in an en-
velope and left In the Elevated
Railway Station at Division Street If
you dont send the money you will
die by dynamite was the warning In
a letter

In the first letter to Marshall Field
the man requested a girt of
money In the second he said You
alone will be responsible for what wit
happen to you and yours If you tall to
comply In another he wrote Think
what might have happened to your son
If I had chosen to exercise my power

In his confession Brennan says I
have been writing these letters for six
months I sent some to John D Rocke-
feller James Stlllman J P Morgan
and Andrew Carnegie In New York I

from any of them I asked
them for 25000 but did not use threats
all the time
