Arbitration is the least offensive
farm of interference and it can be
made the most effective Its partial
failure in the case of the anthracite
lrike was due to the perversity and
bad faith of the Coal Trust which
4 Vnly submitted to public interfer
uire for the time being because it
dared not resist and then set to work
t revenge itself on the public and on
the miners for their refusal to recog
ne exploiters of special privilege as
trustees of Providence and lords of

the earth The miners not only ad
milted the right of the public to inter
fxre but solicited interference and
pledged themselves to abide by the
usult

The general tenor of Mr Wrights
trjrument is indicated in this extract
from his lecture

peace and prevents unnecessary fool
ish injury to society and therefore tc
oppose arbitration of injlustrial dis-
putes is to act as an enemy to the
general welfare

Nevertheless it is obvious that the
problem of equitable distribution of
labors products is not touched by ar-
bitration Arbitrators are powerless-
to readjust the economic system to
abolish special privilege to remove
tbstructions to the operation of tha
ratural law of supply and demand
But to say that is not to condemn ar-
bitration as a means of reducing the
friction in machinery In-

creasing the wages of jtcfal miner
does not destroy monopoly a the ao-

rtsible coal supply but it improves
the Iivingc6nditio of thousands of
men and therefore is beneficial to
Society

The SelfControl of Children When Ac

customed to Fire Drill

A good deal was said just afler the
Iroquois Theater fire about the fact
that the audience was composed main

of women and children and some
was taken in certain quarters

to create the impression that nothing
could have loss of life from
a panic in s i an audience There is
nothing more sinister in the whole af-

fair thou the attempts made to mini
mize the responsibility of the owneni
and managers of the theater for their
criminal negligence and put the
blame on the victims of the fire and
the panic These attempts have been
abandoned since it has discov

ered that the skylights were fastened
down the asbestos curtain was of
poor quality and the doors mostly
locked one leading into a blind gal-

lery Any sort of an audience would
hardly keep its selfcontrol with a
sheet of flame and smoke pouring into
the1 theater and the doors locked

As a matter of fact howevftv an
audience of women and children is not
so much more susceptible to panic
than an audience of men and it is sus-

ceptible of control if the right meth-

ods are used A striking illustration
of the value of discipline coolness

and drill came to light in No 43 of
the New York public sahools this
week There were 2200 children in
the building Incendiary fires had oc-

curred often enough of late to
the childrens minds and make

them liable to panic but all attempts-
to catch the guilty persons had failed
Then ensue the news of the Iroquois
horror which will undoubtedly affect
the selfcontrol of both children and
grown people for sonic time to come
A fire broke out in the girls cloak
room and discovered by a teacher and

monitor The teacher ran to the
cloak room and smothered the fire
with some cloaks meanwhile the chil-

dren were left to themselves
could smell the smoke It made them
uneasy but they stayed where they
were The principal arriving on the
scene suggested that this would be a
good time for a fire drill and the sig-

nals were struck The children
marched into the street in perfect or-

der and the building was emptied in
two minutes The fire drill has its
place iu the routine of all New York
schools and occasionally false alarnu
are given to keep the children in prao
tied and increase their coolness in tune
of real danger Usually they do not
know until they roach the street
whether tlie alarm is real or not but
in this case they did for the smoks

Congress Is likely to appropriate 260
000 to be Immediately available for
ita extermination or at least for the
work of conducting experiments which
will ascertain what can be done to rid
the country of this little pest This
sum is to be taken from tho appropria-
tion of 500000 made last year for the use
of the Agricultural Department to ex-
terminate the foot and mouth disease
among New England cattle and which
has not nIl boos expended The House
regarded the matter as urgent and so
tho Committee on Appropriations re
ported a bill to make the money avail-
