Vehicles May Be Stationed in Front of
Their Hostelries

The Court of Appeals has decided that
the proprietors of hotels are legally en-
titled to Keep vehicles stationed in front
of their premises for the accommodation
and use of their guests and patron
The decision Is a final settlement of the
controversy between the Hack Drivers
Association and hotel proprietors which
for a long time has been a subject of
litigation In the local courts

T0ie matter came up on appeal from
the Police Court in two of cases
In one the District authorities made the
WHIard Hotel Company the defendant
and In the Clements and
other members of the Hack Drivers As-
sociation were defendants

The question was taken to the Court
of Appeals from the Police Court on
writ of error In disposing of the mat
ter It was held higher court that
the testimony offered In Police Court
against the defendant was not suffi-
cient to sustain the charges against
them and that the i conviction was
therefore Improper In the case of a
merchant who keeps a wagon in front of
his place of business lila right to do
so would not be questioned There Is no
