The various departments of the Dlstnrt government whose duties call for

together all available data to throw light
on tho feasibility of Commissioner
Vests to provide one huge stable
for nil hones used the District

This plan as outlined in The Times
last winter is designed to save the Dis-
trict At present the local gov-
ernment horses are put out to board
nt livery stables or kept in various
small stables throughout the city Mr
West thinks that one stable for the
whole number woukl mean less ex-
pense

A Measure of Economy
If the District stock i collected in one

place it is argued it will not be neces-
sary to employ so many men to core
for them One table us advocated by
Mr West would take un an Immunso
attn of ground to accommodate fill
horses used in Engineer Department
iu Uio Street Cleaning Department and
by various inspectors of all branches of
local government

Mr West said today that some de-
cision would be by the end of
summer The next few months will be
spent iiv the collection and considera-
tion of the data tut to stable room re
quired number of horses to be fed and
present cost of maintenance in scattered
quarters

Objection to the Plant
Some objection to the scheme has been

made on the ground that no site could
bo found for the stable central enough
to make it easy of access for all
branches of Government For instance
it is claimed it would occasion a loss
of valuable time If all the horses used
In the street cleaning operations were
housed In one place driven each day
to all the outlying parts of the city

In the same way If Engineer
were engaged In hauling dirt

at and Chapin it
would be Inconvenient to to lead
or drive the cart horses from such a
location as First and D Streets south-
east
