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Preparing for Battle

Latest reports from the arena of
war in the far East indicate with
definiteness the progress of the joint
Japanese campaigns which on the
south haye for their objective point
the reduction of Port Arthur and on
the north the bringing about of a

battle with the Russian forces
In the vicinity of HalCheng

It wIll be recalled that it was Gen
eral Kuropatkins original purpose to
leave Port Arthur to its own devices
retreat northward with the main
Russian army to Mukden or if necos
sary even further away to Harbin
There he would pass the rainy sea
son in quiet and comfort drilling re
enforcements and thoroughly prepar-
ing the Russian forces for hard work
in the fall against the Japanese de-

bilitated by a hard summer in the

fieldThe bureautocracy at St Peters
burg defeated these sane measures
however The need of relieving Port
Arthur and preserving Russian pres-

tige was into the ear of the
Czar and weak in the emergency he
strongly Intimated to Kuropatkin
that a campaign south was in order
Against his own best judgment the
Russian general made the advance
into the Liaotung peninsular and
that campaign was directly responsi
ble for his present predicament

Kuropatkins headquarters now are
between HaiCheng and
on the line of the railroad between
Mukden and Port Arthur Since com-
pelling the evacuation of KaiChou by
the Russians on July 7 and 8 the
Japanese General Oku has been ad
vancing northward and has now
reached TachiKiao some twenty
miles south of HaiCheng Mean
while the Japanese cavalry has swung
off toward Niuchwaag which is some
ten or fifteen miles west of Hat
Cheng while still another Japanese
division has turned to the eastward
of HalCheng Japanese vessels arc
also reported off KaiChou on the
coast of the Liaotung Gulf apparent-
ly ready to cooperate with Oku in
any way possible

While active interest is thus con
centrated upon General Oku there
remains to be reckoned the three di
visions of General Kurokis army and
the division under General Nodzu
which defeated the Russians at Sin
Yen and then moved northeasterly
toward HalCheng between the ar-
mies of Kurokl and Oku In fact
is quite likely that the right flank of
Okus force is even now in touch
with Nodzua left

With Kuropatkin hard pressed at
the front and on the east and mildly
threatened on the west it requires
only the coming down from out of the
mountains of General Kuroki to place
the Russian general in a frightful po-

sition This Kuroki has apparently
been ready to do at any one of the
three points for some time put and
his menace to the Russian

has unquestionably been a
mighty factor in forcing Kuropatkin-
to retreat without a fight of any con-
sequence

Practically surrounded in the
neighborhood of HalCheng defeat
would mean the annihilation of the
Russian force That the aim of the
Japanese campaign is to inflict the
fatal blow at this point as she did on
China in the Chinese war every move
that the Mikado soldiers have
up to date plainly declares

Honor to LEnfanL

It Is a curious and not very credi-
table fact in the history of Washing-
ton that although the city was laid
out according to the plan devised by
LEnfant a plan which has never in
all the changes which the Capital has
undergone been improved there i no
street in Washington which bears his
name As The Times suggested not
long ago it is not grateful of us to
allow the bones of this eminent man
to in an unmarked grave at
Hyattsvilie It would be no more
than just to bury him in some suit
able place in the city which his
genius helped to make beautiful and
erect over his resting place a suitable
monument But all this would cost
money and possibly it is too much to
expect There is a way of honoring
the memory of LEnfant however
which would cost nothing at all A
etreet might be named after him
This would be a memorial at once in
expensive and permanent

It goes without saying that tho
ftroet should be one of more or less
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dignity and attractiveness To give
LEnfants name to an alley would
hardly tend to increase his fame But
why not christen some of the newly
improved suburban streets alter the
great engineer That part of Con-

necticut Avenue which is now known
by the rather awkward name of Con
necticut Avenue extended might
well be called LEnfant Avenue It
is true that the street car conductors
might be bothered when it came to
pronouncing the name but they could
learn and so could other people This
idea is respectfully commended to the
attention of the Commissioners

Judge Speer a Georgia jurist of

ability and good sense has made an
effective protest against the action of
petty magistrates and policemen in
the cities of that State in ordering
offenders to the chaingang without a
jury trial His protest took the form
of the rescue of a middleaged negro
from the chaingang to he had
been sent for drunkenness and disor-
derly conduct without trial In the
same gang as the negro worked a
white boy condemned in the same
way for the offense of sleeping in a
railway station

Judge Speer said with justice that
this matter is not a color line prob
lem Very few things are when it
comes to that His argument was
that the injustice inflicted on a negro
today may be inflicted on a white
man tomorrow A New York paper
commenting on the fact says that
petty magistrates exercise much the
same unjustifiable powers in that
city although of course there is in
New York no chaingang

This question of the relative sphere
of influence of the police court and

being the best form of government
within certain limitations that prac-
tical people are apt to be more or less
in favor of It Theoretically of
course a jury of ones peers is the
ideal means of securing justice but
when the jury is fixed so that it
lets a rascal go free or is prejudiced-
or Ignorant so that it condemns an
innocent man its operations may In
point of fact be less desirable than
the power exercised by a shrewd
honest experienced and conscientious
judge who knows the people with
whom he is dealing and is regarded
by them with wholesome fear and
confidence The trouble with the sys-
tem is of course that the judges may
not be upright or wise and if he
becomes a bad influence indeed
