into the Potomac River near Cumber-
land

The rapid increase of here dur
ing this month is shown by the follow
ing figures

Last year from January 1 to August
29 the total of typhoid cases was 827
This year from January 1 to August 29
the total was 473 That is of all the
cases that have occurred in the District
within the last eight months almost
half of them have occurred within the
last twentynine days

Figures Highest This Year
While last year was one of excep-

tionally high averages In typhoid this
August has excelled the last year Aug-
ust record although up to this month
this year has been marked by unusually
few cases of t te disease

In spite of published explanations that
the Potomac water is not the cause of
the sudden huge increase In the disease
and that the cool nights have been the
real reason for It the Health Depart-
ment after a careful study of the con-
ditions now existing reiterates Its wnrn-
iiss that it Is essential in order to
keep down the inroads of typhoid to boll
all Potomac water that used for
drinking purposes-

It been pointed out by persons well
up on typhoid fever that last summer

nights were almost as common a
they are now and yet there was no such
sudden Increase In the disease as has
been discovered this summer The gen-
eral oolnlon is that the water is the
cause of the spread of the disease

Boiled Water Harmless-
In saying that it is Important to the

health of the community to have all
Potomac drinking water boiled the ex
planation is made by the Health De-

partment that boiled water in not at all
to the human system The

only disagreeable effect of the boiling is
to the water a certain list taste
